THE HYDRAULIC MINING DECISION.
At this writing we are receiving a full

synopsis of the decision of the United
States Circuit Court in the latest hy-
draulic mining case. It is impossible
to give it at this time the perusal
necessary to an intelligent consideration
of the line of the argument. But in
the fact that the valleys win in this strug-
gle with hydraulic mining, and that the
Court affords them fullprotection from the
future flowof tailings from hydraulic mines
that have been tilling up the navigable
streams, and rendering valueless vast areas
of bottom lands, and increasing the insecu-
rity of cities, towns and villages, the people
find ample cause for rejoicing, That most
delicate thermometer, the financial valua-
tion of river lands and town lots, indicates
how vas.ly important is the question upon
which the Court has passed, for upon the
announcement of the judgment yesterday
values were reported as immediately ad-
vanced, and the most buoyant tone was
given to city property that has character-
ized such possessions for many years. In
the gratification that the residents of the
valley feel there is no sentiment of mere
exultation over the people of the hydraulic
mining sections. The granting of a per-
petual injunction in the Woodruff case is
to them a serious blow, but one which we
believe willbe but temporary, as it will
tend only to divert their energies to
other and unobjectionable methods of
mining, and to industries which willin
time prove equally as beneficial as
the industry now forbidden. The people
of the valley have never complained of any
mining processes except those which di-
rectly menaced their homes and threatened
to submerge them beneath the destructive
debris washed from the Sierra Nevada's
slopes.

Iv allthis struggle there has not been on
the part of the people of the valley any
desire for the injury of their neighbors.
They have been actuated in their litigation
by a determination to invoke allthe power
of the laws to prevent irreparable injury to
their own possessions. At no time since
this question became a public one have
we ever lacked faith in the equities of the
case of the valley. When all efforts to
adjust the difficulty, and save both the
mining and agricultural industries from in-
jury, failed, and the question was tiken
into the Courts, we hive had no particle of
doubt concerning the ultimate outcome,
nor as to what it should be. That
hydraulic mining must cease to 1.2 a men-
ace to valley property was long since seen
to be inevitable. In the very nature of
things the destruction of navigable waters,
the heritage of all the people, could not be
permitted. In the very nature of things
the blotting out of agricultural lands and
the turning of valley sections into inhos-
pitable wastes could not be consented to,
no matter what injury might result from
the cessation of the hydraulic mining in-
dustry. The valley wins in a fairstruggU
for the third time before jurists of unim-
peachable ict»grity and unquestioned
legal ability. This should end the
long-standing and damaging contest. Tn.
people of the contending sections should
settle down to the repair of the injuries o!
the past, the checking of the flow
of deposited debris which still men
aces the rivers and bottom lands to
the upbuilding of industries in mountair
and in valley, and to the unification a

effort in both regions for the development
of alltheir possibilities. The case may be
taken to the Supreme Court of the Unite.
States, but we entertain the belief that il
willnot be so advanced, but willbe ac
cepted as finality,as itshould be. With*
out exulting over the misfortune of the
hydraulic miners, the people of the valley
have every reason for mutual congratula-
tion

-
and enthusiastic rejoicing. There is

now no serious remaining doubt regarding
the ruling of all the Courts on this vexed
question. A rapid reading of the decision
as it comes to hand convinces the impartial
mind of its entire justice and of tbe sound-
ness of the judgment perpetually restrain,

ing the farther deposition pf mining till.

ings in the rivers and their tributaries, but

permitting hydraulic mining to be con-
ducted wherever it can be shown that its

iebris can be properly impounded.

SOME TRENCHANT SENTENCES.
To the Chicago Current, a new critical

journal, Henry Watterson recently con-
tributed a broad patriotic and interesting

paper on the political outlook. To this
review, which admitted frankly that the
one solitary issue of value to the democ-
racy is that of free trade, Emory A.Storrs
replies in equally as patriotic and elevated
a strain, but, of course, opposing the posi-
tion taken by Mr. Watterson that the as-
cendancy of the Democratic party is nec-

essary to the progress of the country. He
holds that the protectionists rely as im-
plicitlyupon the Republican party as do
the free-traders upon the Democracy, and
that there is not need to evade these posi-
tions by either party. Without pausing

to reply to this view at present, we fulfill
the purpose of this reference by editorially
quoting some trenchant sentences from the
review :

"Wisely, or unwisely, and Ishall not
here undertake to determine which, great
masses of conservative people of the North
are afraid of the Democratic party, and
are apprehensive that if it once acquired
power the financial and business interests
of the country would suffer under its man-
agement."

The Republican party has been guilty
of very many sins of omission and of com-
mission, but it hells within itself a re-

markable power for self-correction and
self -publication. But as numerous as its
errors have been, it wil not be forgotten
during this generation that it didcarry the
country safe through a great war ;that
it has placed upon the statute-book and
imbedded in the Constitution the most
solid guarantees for individual liberty;
that it did defend the national faith, and
has brought the public credit to a standard
higher than it ever occupied before.

"The political outlook is, it seems to
me, better for the interests of our people
and of our common country, than it has
been for many years. The old feelings of
sectional bitterness are rapidly dying, and
we are becoming in fact what we are in
name

—
a united people,

"If the South so willsit, and willhon-
estly act up to that will,there need be in
the future no waving of the bloody shirt,
and no terrors of a

'
solid South,

'
"

The people have taken the politics of
the country into their own hands, and re-
fuse allegiance to party bosses ormanagers.
To these most gratifyingresults Mr. Wat-
terson, and patriotic Democrats such as he,
have largely contributed."

A QUESTION OF TRUTH TELLING.

There is trouble, and travail, and wail-
ing, and woe among politicalorgans inNew
York, especially those of the Democratic
stripe. It appears that the Democratic
press is exercised about the course of the
New York Sun. It is recognized as a

Democratic leader, but sometimes the Sun,
the reputation of which for truth-telling
has not always been the loftiest, "goes"
for the party, and speaks the truth about
it. To this process of "dragging a har-
row

"
over the party, as they term it, the

colleagues of the Sun object, and declare
that it is not true to its politicalfaith when
it snatches the party skeleton from the po-
litical closet. To these the Sun replies
that the right function of a friend of party
is to tell the truth concerning it, and that
by this process only can it be kept in the
straight and narrow paths of virtue. It
adds, that as it is its duty to speak "true
things

"
of its party, obviously the way to

prevent the organization taking harm is to
do nothing that may not be told

—
for

bosses, and managers, and committees,
and leaders to deal fairly and openly and
squarely. Of course to all this there Is no
reply. The Sun has the best of the case,
certainly. The history is not so very an-

cient when, in California, precisely the
same situation was presented ;when inde-
pendent, self-respecting journals, with the
courage of convictions, dared to rebuke the
methods employed by the management of
the political party with which they affil-
iated, and there went up a moaning cry for
subservient organs to rise up and rend the
offenders.

GENERAL GRESHAM'S FIRMNESS.

The lottery managers and agencies oi
this count, y and several foreign lands are
arrayed against Postmaster-General Gresh-
am in his effort to prevent the United
States mails frombeing used as the medium
for advertising the swindling lottery con-
cerns of the day. They have determined
to defeat his measures, and will leave no
stone unturned to do so. This very de-
termination reveals the dishonesty of the
whole lottery business. The country should
give the Postmaster-General unhesitating
support— he willneed it. There is reason
to believe that the President and his Cabi-
net uphold him in his orders, and there-
fore the next appeal willbe made to Con-
gress. The people should make manifest
their approval of tho General's course with
such emphasis that Congress willnot dare
to tamper with the subject. The order
made by General Gresham that the pur-
chase or sale of lottery tickets by clerks or
other employes of the department will be
deemed sufficient cause for their dismissal
and criminal prosecution, has the ring of
firmness, and testifies to the official's cour-
age and indexible resolution, and in which,
if he is sustained by the sentiment of the
country, there willbe achieved a great
moral triumph.

Sthami, Noises.— followingis from
the Modoc (Alturas county) Independent :

For several weeks past the people of
Susan vills and vicinity have been lost in
wonderment as to the cause of certain
strange sounds which have been heard
there every day for several weeks past.

Thet Anticipated the Decision*.—Will-
iam McLellan, of Sacramento, on Friday last,
says the Marysville Appeal, bought the
Kelsey ranch of ICO acres for 54,000.
