THE CASE OF HURTADO.

Ex-Attorney-General Hart departs in a

few days for Washington, where he goes to
argue the case of Joseph Hurtado, plaintiff

inerror, vs. the People of California. Itwill
be remembered that in February, ISB2, Hur-
tado shot and killed,on Front street in this
city, Jose Antonio Estuardo. Inaccordance
with the pre- vision of the Constitution and

certain sections of the Penal Code, the Dis-

trict Attorney of Sacramento county made
and filed an informatien against Hurtado,
charging him with the crime of murder.
Upon this information, without any previous
investigation of the case by a Grand Jury,
tbe plaintiff was arraigned and pleaded not
guilty. He was tried and found guilty of
murder in the first degree, and sentenced to
be hanged on the 20th day of July, ISB2.
From this judgment an appeal was taken to
the Supreme Court, but the judgment of the
lower Court was sustained. The Judge of
the Superior Court thereupon fixed the 30th
day of August, 1883, as the day of execution.
Counsel for defense appealed again to the
Supreme Court, claiming that the action as
ithad been conducted was in condict with
the fifth and fourteenth amendments of
the Constitution, in thi-. that defendant had
never been legally or otherwise indicted or
presented by any Grand Jury. On the 18th
day of September the Supreme Court of the
State affirmed the judgment of the lower
Court and the order fixingthe day of execu-
tion. Thereupon the attorney for the
defense appealed to the Supreme
Court of the United States, and the
latter Court issued a restraining order
to the Sheriff. On Tuesday, tli3 '221 day of

!January, the case willbe heard at the Na-
tional Capital. The points that Hurtado's
counsel expect to make, briefly stated, are
these :

The Constitution of the United States
provides:

"
Nor shall any State deprive

any person of life, liberty, or property with-
out due process of law," Indictment by a
Grand Jury was an essential part of due pro-
cess of law, as applied to feUny cases, at the
time that phrase was adopted into the four-
teenth amendment of the Constitution. In
support cf this proposition, it is contended :

1. That the institution of a Grand Jury as
a protection to the lifeor liberty of the sub-
ject cannot b_. said '.\u25a0. I'd a mere matter of
formal procedure, and therefore within the
exclusive control of the States ;but is a sub-
stantial protection against plating in jeopardy
the lifeor liberty of an individual to gratify
th. malevolence of those in power or their. rite?.

2 That the right to have his case heard and
determined by a Grand Jury in all cases of
felony was one of the ancient common law
rights if every subject of Great Britain, and
the establishment of that institution as a
permanent barrier against the unjustifiable
oppression of the citizen by the Government
was one of the principal objects attained by
tho adoption ofMagna Charts in favor of the
common pet pie of that country.

3. That permanency and stability was given
to that ins'itution by the words "laic of the
lahi/," use el in the Great Charter, and that
those words are synonym with the phrase
"due process of law," as used in the four-
teenth amendment.

4. That the principles of the common law.embracing its established modes of procedure
and its secuiitieß to life, liberty and property
were adopted into and became the law of the
American colonies at the time of their organ-
ization, and that before tbe Constitutions of
toe General Government and of the several
States were adop'ed the determination of the
Grand Jury before a person could be jeopard-
ized, harassed and compelled to expend his
fortune in hi., defense by being put upon his
public trial was essential as a part of tbe law
of the land or due process cf law secured to
every English subject by the Great Charter.

ii.That the Grand Jury system of England j
became a part of the common law of Amer-
ica, aud v,*as an essential part of the due
process of law" to which every person was
entitled before there were auy constitutional
provisions noon the subject.

o. That the words "due process of lav.' as ,
used in the fourteenth amendment, embrace

'
the right to he indicted by a Grand Jury in j
felony cvssn before a man con be placed upon
his public trial,and that amendment deprives j
the States of the power which they possessed I
bef re its adoption, to provide any sy.tem by
which an individual mny be prosecuted for a
felony until he has been examined and in- j
dieted by twelve of bis peers.

THE MINING DECISION.
Some Items of Interest Concerning the

Hydraulic Mining Injunction.
The one overshadowing topic of conversa-

tion and congratulation among the citizens of
Sacramento yesterday was the great injunc-
tion suit, and the six and a half column report
of the decision in the Kecobd-Ukion was
eagerly sought after and thoroughly perused.
During the day a dispatch was received in
the city and published in the evening paper,
announcing that the stay of proceedings
granted by the United States Circuit Court
did not extend to a suspension of
the judgment enjoining the opera-
tion of the mines, but referred
only to a stay so far as costs of the action
are concerned, inorder that the same may be
properly adjusted. There was some inquiry
as to the number of mines enjoined by tbe
Court. The defendants in the action are :
North Bloomfield Gravel Mining Company,
the MiltonWater and Mining Company, the
Omega Gold Mining and Ditch Company,
the Conley & Gowell Consolidated Mining
Company, the Excelsior Water and Mining
Company, and the firmof Chadwick & Camp-
bell.

The Marysville Appeal says, as a matter
of detail concerning a fact already under-
stood, that

"
the suit was brought by Ed-

ward Woodruff, of New Ycrk, a member of
the firm of Packard it Woodruff, formerly
of this city. The firm own real estate in
Marysville, and also on the Feather river be-
low the mouth of the Yuba. The plaintiff,be-
ing a nou-iesident the State, was entitled to
bringsuit inthe;United States Circuit Court."
The action was commenced in September,
1882, The testimony was taken in June,
July and August, 1883. It was charged in
tha Hiit that the companies enjoined used
over 13,000 inches of water per day and de-
posit in the rivers or tributaries over 00,000
cubic yards of solid matter daily. The jour-
nal already quoted has this to say concerning
the companies enjoined: "The North
Bloomfield mines are in Nevada county, at
an elevation of 2,800 feet above the tea. The
tailings from these mines flow into the South
Yuba, through a short and steep tributary
called Humbug Creek. The North Bloom-
field Company has been constantly adding
to the extent of its operations from
year to year since itbegan the working cf
its mines, and has steadily added to its
water supply. In1872 the compiny u-:ed a
total supply of 132,000 inches of water,

j and in 1882 it used 1,005.000 inches. The
Milton mines are also in Nevada county, at
French Corral, and near Sweetland. They
are 1,800 feet above the sea, and their tailings
are discharged into the South and Main Yuba
rivers. The mines of tha Omega Company,
likewise in Nevada county, are situated at
Omega, 3,750 feet above the sea, Their tail-
ings flow into the South Yuba through a
short and steep tributary called Scotchman's
creek. The Conley __ Gowell mine is at Ne-
vada City, 2,580 feet above the pea, and its
tailings are discharged into Deer creek,
thence flowing into the Main Yuba river,
The mines of Chadwick & Campbell are at
Sailor Flat, Nevada county, 2,680 feet above
the tea, and the tailings go into the South
Yuba through a short and steep ravine. The
mines of the Excelsior Company are near
Smartsville, and are partly in Yuba and
partly in Nevada county, at an elevation of
about 500 feet above the sea. The tailings
from these mines flowed into Deer creek and
the Main Yuba river. The Excelsior mines
have not been operated for many months, the
company havin. been enjoined, in a suit
brought by Yuba county, from discharging
debris into the Yuba river or its tributari__."
