Dart ..v Rodgers, fruiterers, of LirerpooL have
failed. Liabilities, £100,000. Financial difficulties
of other firms in the same trade are reported.

Frank James i? reported seriously illat his home
at Independence, Mo. lie is threatened with pneu-
monia. The physicians pronounce his case quite
grave.

11. S. Wiley, Surveyor-General ofCaliforrie, is in
Washington, on business connected with laud mat-
ters, before the Department of the Interior and
Congress.
