Sergeant I.arwii'k says :Look out for a cold
snap. The present windstorm is a variable
one ;that is, the wir.d-vano is constantly in
motion between the punts of the compass
we't-norlhweat and northwest by north. It
commenced lowing at the rate of nine miles
per hour at 4 a. M. yesterday, attaining a ve-
locity of twenty -five lies par hour at several
different times yesterday between 1and 10 p.

m. The tot.'. velocity yesterday from 1 A m.
to 8 i- m. was 24. miles, or a little over fif-
teen miles per hour during the sixteen hours.
From 12 v. to 8 r. JI. there was '51 miles
passed over this city, or nearly twenty miles
per h.ur during the eight hours. The barom-
eter at thu point is changing very little, be-
ing steady at 30,25, corrected for sea level.
The bar meter iv Oregon and Washington
Territory is very high and rapidly ri-ir-t-.
There is about half an inch difference in the
pressure of the atmosphere at Olympia and
San Diego, which means that there is 500 feet !
more atmosphere over the former than the
latter place, and a*, air always ft iws frcm a
high to a low barometer, it is evident, from
the barometrical condition stated above, that
there most necessarily be a northerly wind.

SUGGESTIONS SUBMITTED.

Eds. Kecobd-Übion :When reading your

report this morning regarding the electric
light granted to a company (orindividual} by

the Board of Trustees, it appeared to me as

ifitwere done rather ungraciously. Electric
light is no more of a humbug than gas was

branded once, even by mciof science. Itis
well known that Humphry Davy, one of
the greatest scientists and chemists inEng-
land, at the time illuminating gas was intro-
duced, showed violent opp .sition and prophe-
sied its early discontinuance, and yet it
spread from city to city and assisted inevery
civilized country the advancement of the
human race. Electric light may be com-
pared to the diamond. Itis a precious stone,
and yet many persons may delight in show-
ing its brilliancy, providing they have the
funds to pay for it. The diamond, still, has8

its

a gold Betting, and this setting, when
Is to pay for it. The diamond, still,has
aye a gold setting, and this setting, when

compared with electric light, is gas or fuel;
and the time may not be so very distant
when gas will supply the fuel to drive the
dynamo-electric machines by which the pres-
ent electric light is produced or generated.

Of course -gas has come down inprice some-
what for that purpose, as well as for illum-
ination. InSan Francisco ( -a per dispatch
iof ihs 2d Inst.), it is stated, that although
gas had been lowered from 53 to $1 50, there
is still a lower reduction expected, ac a Penn-
sylvania corporation leased the Central Gas-
light Company's plant

When, therefore, gas is to be generally
used for illumination, as well as heating, it
must be lowered in price, and then the de-
mand will be correspondingly larger. If,
therefore, the brighter light, to a certain ex-
tent, forces out the less bright, tin litter will
be used for different or other purposes equally
beneficial to mar. No man of ordinary in-
telligence who has worked in a chemical
lab-rat. ry would be so imprudent to say that
the supply of gas in the future willbe leas.
He would, however, be rash iihe would per-
sist that all other brighter lights are only
humbug.

In the introduction of the electric light in
Sacramento atttn'.ion ought to be paid tn in-
sulation, and as this is the beginning, shut
down on tho poles at once, or the conducting
of the current in the air. Sooner or later in
all large cities of the United States this sys-
tem has to be obliterated and the methods
adopted of th? cities of Europe. Neither in
Paris nor Berlin has the writer seen any t le-
graph wires, even much lees a dangerous wire
that is liable by touch to kill as quick as
lightning, which itin reality represents, and
yet it eciu be made far less dacgcrcus than a
steam engine, which is liable to explode.
This willand has happened with certain pro-
portions of gas and air also.

Allwires ought to be laid underground,
properly insulated, then the fear and dinger
by touch wiilbe obviated.
Itwillsurely killif touched, ifthe current

is sutfieien'ly strong ;of this there can be
but little doubt. Then the sli.htest cobweb,
thread, or fabric, charged with moisture in
fogey weather, and incontact with telegraph
wires, would, of course, play havoc with the
instrument?, the danger being similar to
lightning.

While writingIwould call attention to a
deficiency which requires a change for the
benefit of our pleasure-seeking people. Why
i- itthat every church in this city, in winter
time, when itis to be occupied, is properly
heated throughout, and no one is indanger of

.hi..-; a cold which is liable to cost the per-
son's life ': Why is it, again, that allplacjs
of amusement, public halls for dancing, etc.,
are improperly nnd deficiently heated, al-
though many hours more are spent there, a_nl
persons are besides in a state of excitement '.'
Is his principally a custom of Californians to
exhibit their robust constitutions (?), cr is it.
carried out to put so and so many more
dollars into the manager-*' or companies'
pocket.- One thing i*. positive, or rather
several. Either the climate has become more
severe in winter here, rr the people are less
rubus l-, and more incautious to expose them-
selves thau years ego. Whatever itbe, itis
high time to have a change, so theater-goers,
etc, le not compelled to wear th-ir heavy
overcoats during a. formanes, or eland the
risk of being tiHicted with a lur.g disease.

As the lerge Exposition building of the
S.ato is about to be opened for the benefit of
the various charitable societies here, repre-
sented by the three great religions of the
State, it is hoped, if the weather should bs
cold, thai some provision for beating seme of
the anterooms he made. Ifthis is not done,
and the Light is Id, many young people
c. ay take their death c .Id (here, or butter in
he .Ith one way or another.

Io the tendering to the benevolent organi-
zations of this city the first use of the hall,
the Stato Agricultural Cotnmis-ioners have
exhibited the very highest state of civiiiz-.-
tior, which the writer hopes in the future to
see often repeated when similar opportuni-
ties arc < Mere;). This is indeed the great re-
ligion when working for a general whole, and
the general whole are the American people.

He saddled up his old horse and f-r over a
wesk he rode from house to house, from farm
to farm, from village to village, and begged
and bought all the cats he could. With
wagons not at allunlike that used by our lo-
cal poundman did he gather them in. Ha
toldno one of his ok jact.

cats by the score ;some were glad to get rid
of them, others demanded a small sum, while
all thought the old man crazy. Ivthis way
did he gather 500 cats, of all ages, sizes, sexes
and conditions. His trip over the mountains
was a memorable one to all tbose who lived
along the road. His outfit consisted tf a
large wagon with two back-actions, drawn by
throe email ponies. He sold his entire load
on the Comstock inside of three days, and re-
turned to his home with 52.000 clear profit.
