Judge HofMfman and Chinese Restriction.

San Frascisco, January 14th,— United
States District JLJ ge Hoffman, in an inter-
view ia this evening’s Post, says that the in-
fractions of the restiiction law were not
czuzed by loopl u.ts created by tho rulings,
but by flaws in the law itself. The term
“laborer” was a ditﬁuuit one to define, and
he had construed it as clcsely as the law, evi-
dence ard the Fourteenth Amendment would
permit. It had been charged that he favored
the Chinese, on accourt of his social rela-
tions with those whose interest it was to have
cheap labor. This was untrue, aud without
sny profession of pandering to the sandlot
sentiment, he is z-trauily antx- Jhinese ; dces
not belisve that those now here do any harm,
but with the millions in China they
wounld overrun the United States like a
plague of rats if the dcor was thrown opea.
He thought the efficicncy of the law, how-
ever, was demonstrated by the excass of de-
pertures over arrivals, aud the falling off in
immigratior, and considered the pressot in-
flux as merel) the seepage following the sub-
sidence of the flood. Could he meet Messrs,
St \ermsn or Edmuunds persenally, he would

1d convince them that the infractions of
the law were not the f»:v71 of his rulings.
Had the District Attorney to him
a suspicion of the -uhsmn.mu or manufscture
of certificates, he would have locked into the
er, He always closely cross examined
witneeses h'mbelf, and in ps»-m" 1lxk.gmrnt
had sometimes ely given the petitioner
the benefit of the doubt, but had to ba guided
by the evidence, He said he interds to uvite
for publication his opinion on the law, its
merits and defacte, wherein he will show that
his rulings have been coufined to its letter,
and whatever may have been his perssnal
opinions, hs had no recourse but to pass
upon the lIaw and evidence.
