THEATRICAL NOTSB AT THE FRENCH
METROPOLIS.

Grand Opening of the Theatre Italien—
A Glance at the Audience—Beau-

tiful Toil«ts—Letters— Etc.

Paris, December 15, ISS3.
Despite the quarrels between the Min-

istry and the Radicals, the disastrous state
of things under the Republican Adminis-
tration, the Tonquin trouble and a serious
prospect of war, Paris is never too preoc-
enpied to feel the most profound interest
in the publication of a new book, the buc-

cess of a talented debutante or the opening
of a new theater. Since the prosaic trans-
formation of the old Ventadour Theater,
of glorious memory, into a banking-house,

the Parisians had lost hope of a resurrec-
tion of the Theatre Italien, and when it

was understood th&t Victor Maurel, a bar-
itono of great talent, was going to rein-
state, under exceptionally favorable condi-
tions, the beautiful representations of "the
good old times," the news was received
with unhuun led enthusiasm. This

MAGNIFICENT PROSPECT WAS REATJZgn

A few evenings tince. Maurel and the
Corti Brothers, for many years directors of
their ovrn tiieater at Milan, obtained allso-
lute control of the old Nations Theater,
for years under the direction of M, Bal-
lancle, an actor of rare ability, formerly
eonnteted wit 1 the Theatre Francois, the
originator of the "matinee," and father of
the gifted painter, Louis I'.iliatido. Tor
nearly four months the old Nations Th n-
ter has been in the hands of the painters
and decorators, ami willbe known hence-
forth aa the Theatre Italien, th« most fash-
ionable and elegant theater of Paris ; in-
deed, rhe ooly theater at preaent where
full dress will be severely insisted upon.
Alltlie boxes and the greater part of the
best seats were engiged months ago for the
entire year by the Leaders of society and
distinguished foreigners visiting or residing
at l'irip, and the opening rii^ht was the
most brilliant ia the reeoi.'cction of the
oldest theater-goers. The l'resideut of the
Republic occupied the most oonspicnona
box. He was accompanied by his daugh-
ter, Mme. Wilson. The box next to the
President's was occupied by \ lotor Hugo
and his daughter, Mme. Lockray, and her
b autitul children. In the boxes nearer

THE LETTER OF MARIO
Is fullof interesting details of bis career,
but we willconfine ourselves to his amus-
ing account of an interview between the
poet Henri Heine and Meyerbeer.

"
I

often went io Eec Meyerbeer," he says,
"who interested me for various reasons.
Iinvariably found him deeply absorbed in
the Parisian newspapers, which he read
solely to see what they said of him, for he
had great veneration for the press and was
even afraid of ii. 'It is,' said he, 'the
great power of the age !' Meyerbeer was
known to be very rich, and he received in-
numerable letters from Germans estab-
lished at Paris, which always ended with
a request for money. The author of

'
Rob-

ert le Diable,' who was not extraordinarily
generous, defended with all his might his
do< r and his purse, but there were some
who would not be denied. The poet Heine
was of this number. Extravagant, always
in need, bet determined to give some hon-
est return for bis demand for money, the
author of the

'

always came

to Meyerbeer with his pockets full cf'
iieder

'
and ballads. To refuse as sweetly

as possible was a nils with Meyerbeer, cc i
he almost invariably told Heine that his
po'ins were too perfect, too sublime to be
eet to music :but the poet needed some-
thing more substantial than mere (Uttering
words, and when the musician began the
u°ual strain he rushed frant'cally in\o the
street. Imet Heine one day at llt.'yer-
beer's house and

'
assi-tcd

'
at a very

curious scene. Ihad been talking with
the musician about the mu-ic of the day.
Nursed in the cradle of the Italian school
Iremarked that nowadays the music
was full eooutjh of discord to shock the
most retined taste. Itia like the kitchen,
Isaid familiarly, where one puta in the
stows and soups a quantity of strange in-
gredients, which only the strongest stom-
achs can support. My culinary compari-
sons did not please Meyerbeer's taste. He
rose and said, with greet dignity, '1 be-
lieve, however, that Iam not a cook,'
bowed coldly and left the room. Iwas
amaz d, forIhsJ not thought of Meyer-
beer's productions in making my remarks,
and turned toward Heine-, who was con-
vulsed with restrained laughter. He
tapped me on the shoulder affectionately,
and cried.

'
Thaiik you, Mario, thank you

with all my heart ! You have done well
to put this ground miner ia his proper
place, for you hit itf>actly, That is jiut
it! He is nothing but a musical cook V
And perfectly enchanted with the word,
Heine left the room screaming at the top
of his voice,

'
Cook !cook !cook !' The

door by which Meyerbeer had made his
exit was hf.lt open, and he certainly heard
the irreverent words of Heine, who ceased
from this day to trouble Meyerbeer with
his lieder u< <! ballads." 0.

The law pitted by toe last General
Assembly, entitled "An Act to provide
against the evils resulting from the traffic
in intoxicating liquors," is the lirst, seek-
ing to impon restraint npon the liquor
traliio, ever ]i^f«c:i in this State that has
been successfully put into practical execu-
tion. Under its provision; mjre than I 500
saloons aad places where tbe traffic haa
been carried on have gone out of existence,
and, if the law is permitted to stand, the
number retiring from the business wi:l ha
materially increased.

A revenue of nearly si,000,000 has been
received from the operation of the law and ]
paid into the various county, city and
viilags treseuries of the State. Under the"

loc-.. option
"

feature of the law a num-
ber of villages have, by ordinance, pro-
hibited the traffic v. it!:in their cjrporatt-
linnti, but because of the phraseology re-
lating to tippling houses, the s^la of spir-
ituous liquors cannct ba prohibited, unless
cold d tippling houses. Toe law should
be amended so as ti include spirituous
liquors, the sale of which, as well 39 wine
and beer, may ue prohibited by ordinance,
ami tie prorisii in of local option should
be extended to townships so that, when by
village ordinance the traffic is prohibited,
the people of the. townships may prohibit
al«o if they choose, thus preventing the
trail!.; upon the border line of the village.

The General Assembly may rest a&surtd
that there is an overwhelming public senti-
ment opposed to the demands of tne liquor
dealers, and in favor of giving the S ;ott

law a lull and fair trial before any s;r:ous

interference with its provisions is at-
tempted.

The fact that 323,000 votes were re-
turn-1 for the. prohib ton of tha liquor
trallijis evidence of the strong fueling of
our people upon this subject. It this is
dove the law vsillbe found in principle the
beat ever passed upon this subject in this
country. With perfect ease, without cost,
without friction, without lawsuits, it si-
lently and swiftly pat out of Bight more
than 4,500 °aloun Fign.*, and poured into |
the treasuries of the Stale a revenue of
marly two 111rlLions of dollars with which
to mitigate the sufferings and evils due to
tbe businee9.

HOW A STATE BECAME RICH.

In l»r. Kgclestona illustrated p3per ia
the January Century, en "Husbandry ia
Colony Times," ho -.;.:"!fa destiny
of SjutS Carolina was changed by a tingle
lucky experiment. In ]ii!iO, when the
olony was more than thirtyyears old, the
pioneers were still engaged in buying furs
ir->. the Indians, extracting resin, tar and
turpentine from the pines, cutting timber
far Bhipment and growing slender harveiti
of grain on the light coil along the coast,
Attempts had ready been made to grow
indigo, ginger and cotton, but theoe had
not answered expectation. A sniill aud
unprofitable kind of rice hiwl also beeo
tried ia ICSb. But oao Thomas Smith
thought th»t a patch of wet land at the
back rt bis garden in Charleston resem-
bled the coil hn haj seen hearing rice in
Madagascar. It chanced in lii'.ti! t-at a
bngactine from that inland anchored in
diiiriKi n*ar Sullivan's Island, and the
Captain, sn old frund of tliia enter-
prising Thomas Smith, was able to
furnish him with a bag of Mvl.i..
ricrt suitable for soed. It grew lux-
uriantly in the wet corner of the garden,
and t^e teed from this little harvest
was widely distributed. In three or four
yearn the art of huskiug the rice was
learned. African slaves were easily pro-
cured in the West Indies, and the f»ce of
society in the young State was presently
changed ;S.iuth Carolina became a land of
great planter! and a multitude of toiling
negroes. Smith was raised to the rank of
landgrave, and made Governor of the col-
ony three years after the success of bis rice-
patch. The new grain w.\« at first grown
on nplaids, but the planters discovered
that the neglected swamps wtr« more con-
genial and 1 ss exhaustible. The cruelly
hard labor of separaticg the grains from
the adhering bu iki crippled the strength
ai i even checked the increase of the
negroes • but in the year just preceding
the Involution this task c»me to be per-
formed with mills driven by the for of
the incoming and outgoing tide*, or turned
by horses or oxen. One hundred and forty
thousand barrels of Carolina rice, of 400 or
'iOO weight apiece, were annually exported
before the War of Independence. Through
the ex»mple of a Governor of Ceorgia, tee
culture of rice spread n.t ithat colony, and
completed the ruin of the silk btuinew.

The probability, there-
fore, seems to hi that the occurrences of
last March in this city were closely con-
nected with those in Glasgow ;while it is
more than likely that the outrages on the
Metropolitan Ktilway proceeded from a
kindred organization. In Glasgow, as in
London, explosions were planned to tike
place at ditiercnt spots on the same even-
ing. There were three outraged in the lat-
ter pl»cc —

blowing up of a gasometer,
the attempt to destroy a railway shed, and
the frustrated design to injure a canal
bridge. Itis worth noting that in this case
eleven months elapsed between the crime
and the conviction of its perpetrators, and
that for a longtime every effort todiscover
them seemed to be baffled. Thi«raises th
hope that the London police iniy yet suc-
ceed in bringing to justice those whose
acts have spread terror throughout the
metropolis. The criticisms passed upon
the London force in consequence of their

The suicide of Judge Colt, of Massachu-
setts, ee«;iiis to be aa fair a warning as can
he of tbe dangers of mental overwork,
worryand strain. He was not only the
possessor of a strong frame and sound
physical health, but of an abnormally hap-
py and cheerful disposition when he en-
tered upon his duties an a Judge. His
circumstances were all fortunate, and no
family all <: ion or business misfortune oc-
curred to disturb his mental balance ;and
he was equally fortunate in escaping any

jattack of extraneous disease. P..;: he
was conscious of some deficiencies inlegal
learning, which he endeavored to maka up
by severe application ;but more than this,
he took Diseases withhimwherever he went,
considering them at all tines and hours in
anxiety to fulfillhis full duty and render
exact justice. The result of thin was to
break down the fibres of his strong mind
and all the symptoms of periodic depression,
self-condemnation, and tiaally do^bt and
despair, indicated the exact course of men-
tal disease produced by overwork. The
man who cannot drop his work when it
is done is the one who is in danger,
and he who liads it tilling all his waking
hours has a warning which no strength of
constitution or general good health should
tempt him to disregard. Persona who
have the fortunate faculty of dismissing
their carts and taking healthy recreation,
can do an immense amount of mental
work without exhaustion, while stronger
men are driven to insanity or
suicide simply because their work
rides them like a nightmare, The
warning is individual, but the symp-
toms of the danger are such as every man
can note and tike warning from in him-
self, whatever the comparative quantity of
his mental work with what he thinks he
ought to do with safety, or has been done
by more fortunately constituted persons.

Itbeing
a grand festival, an immense number of
people thronged the great church, and the
metal toe was kissed that day by thou-
sands. Who kissed the toe The woman
always. A well-dressed, apparently well-
to do party—father, mother and children-
approach. The mother pressed eagerly
forward and kissed tho toe with a fervor
that meant something, an earnestness that

Iproved beyond a doubt that the kits did
her soul good, and that the privilege was a
comfort to her. Tiitu the children were
carefully hoisted vp

—
what mother would

kiss anjthing without giving her children
a chance at it? —and they kissed it one by
one. Bat the father ? As a rule he at-

] tested to escape it, but a reproachful
look from the wife and the waiting of the
children always brought him to liiduty.
He kissed, but he diditin the same spirit
that a young man kissed an ancient maid
at a party in the course of some game
which has kissing as a penalty or reward,
becauee ha had to.

than a bronze statue of Jupiter, and once
reverenced by the pagans as Jupiter the
same as itis now by Christiana as St. Pe-
ter. It doe? just as well, however, and
tho who kiss the toe go away as much
benefited by the act as though the toe was
really that of the fisherman. No oce
know3hew St. Peter looked, inasmuch as
he lived before photography was invented,
and as the church has labeled it St. Peter,
St. Peter itis to the faithful.
