There are plenty of young men who
would become experts in the rearing of
improved domestic animals if they could
have the right kind of reading matter
placed within their reach, and would make
a beginning, which they could do with half
the care and self-denial incurred in the city
undertaking, Young men do mnot suf-
ficiently consider that the rearing of the
better classes of farm stock, while properly
managed, i8 one of the most remunerative
branches of farming, is in its infancy, and
very far from being even mom,ra_cly well
developed. One conspicuous evidence of
this is seen in the vary small portion of
farmers in any county, no matter what
State you look over, who have stock suit-
able for exhibition at agricultural shows,
or for sale for breeding purposes, the pur-
pose being to rear other than the lower
grades. The idea so commonly entertained,
that high-bred farm stock belongs properly
only in the hands of a few who have made
it a special study and have unlimited
capital, 18 an error. There is no valid
reason why the smith at the cross-roads
should not make as good a horseshoe as is
turned out at the factory, where they
make a thousand or more an hour, and
where large capital is involved ; neither is
there any reazon why the farmer’s son, on
a plain, unadorned farm, with a cow stable

costing a bundred or two, should not be
able to breed and rear animals of any race
or breed, equal to those to be found in the
largest breeding establishments anywhere.
