Pan Francisco, January George A.
Whseler, who strsnzled to death Delia Till-
i.on in this city on the afternoon of October
20, ISSO, and was subsequently convicted of
the crime of murder, was banged at the
Kroartway j»il two minutes before 1 o'clock

I this afternoon.

several hems altogether with the prisoner
yesterday and last night, but he h»s had
difficult work in bringing him to the proper
stage of penitence necessary to ba received
into the Catholic faith, and the holy father
went away last night almost in despair.

The doomed man Wheeler passed a restless
night.

Father Cottle was promptly on hand ngain
Ithis morning, and spent the entire time up to
the moment of execution with the condemned
man. Ha is confident that hii tffcits inre-
Igird to Wheeler conversion were successful.

At seven minutes to 1 o'clock the party
icame out of the cell and went up on the ucsf-
faW, a few feet distant. Sheriff Connolly
lead the way, followed by Wheeler and four
if tho Sheriff* deputies From the vast
crowd in the tileries and the Court helow a
low murmur wus heard ;but this w.ia quickly
checked, and allbats were ordered off by the
sfficiab.

Wheeler stood eree f,and stepped firmlyon
the fatal trap. Deputy Sheriff Mackenzie
pushed him slightly, »cd be then moved

1 more into the corner, into the position da-
!aired. He remained firm and apparently

L-> >1 while his arms were strapped to his sides
and hfs legs fastened together below the
knee.?. His eyes were looking calmly at tee
crowd of faces looking at him from t>.:!owaml
r.rauod. Contrary to expectation, he wore a
lorn? Piicca Albert coat, the straps about his
body being fastened over this. Mackenzie
waited a moment before adjusting the noose,
and B'">nie one said :

and then said ia a low voice :

Father Cottle stepped forward and whis-
pered inhis ear, evidently telling him whit
to say. Wheeler then said :''Iwant to die.
lem not afraid to die, lam fine.'re in this."
An.l ih-:n, again being prompted, he r,.i ',

Iand kissing the crucifix as he tt.ilit, ''Jesus,
into Thy hands Icommend my spirit."

A deputy behind him immediately pulled
the black c p over his heid. McKstzie
stepped up and adjusted the noose carefully,
then moved to one side, eff the trap, waved
his hands, n click w»s heard, the trap fell
and withitthe body t f V.'heeler. Itbrought
v.]> with a jerk sbr>ut two feet below the
platform. Not a movement of the dy was
observable. The neck was stretched to the
right and blood had rushed to that pirtif
the body. Another low murmuring parsed
through the crowd, but this ww quickly
hushed. The neck of Wheeler was broken,
and death was instantaneous.

The immense throng outside the jail, when
the news of the execution reached the street,
made no ;'.*iiiinstrati hut remained btaad-
iog for nu hour discaoairg the event, and
waitin',' the appearance of th? Coroner's box
withthe corpse. The street from Dapont to
Kbirny w^s fairly blocked with people, fitjd

when the undertaker^ wagon a[.p?ared &nd
the body was taken to itlha crowd followed
for blocks. Those that remained Blowiydis-
