CYCLES OF DRY SEASONS.

That the dry seasons of this State recur in
almost unvarying cycles of about seven years,
which fact is just now receiving attentico,
although none the less interesting, is not a
pew discovery at this time, Scon after the
compilation by Sergeant Barwick, of the
table showing the rainfall by seasons, etc., at
Sacramento, for a then period of thirty-two
| years, which table first appeared in the REec-
| orD-UNION, an editorial upon the subject
was published in this journal, in which oc-
curred the following :

**The statistics of rainfall have been kept
for thirty-two consecutive rain seasons, and
the pericdicity of mszimum and minimum
rainfall has been ascertained with a degree of
reasonable probability, not to say certainty,
The statistics show the racurrence of dry
geasons with such regularity of interyal
a8 to almost establish an unvarying
penm icity. For example, the first years of

maximum rainfall exhibited on the rain tables
f r thirty-two seasons, recently published by
the RECORD-UNION, was the season of 1850-1;
the secord, in 1856-7 ; the thm‘. 18634 ; the
fourth, 1870-1; the fifth, 1876-7. Here are
five dry seasons, occurring at intervals of six
and seven years. From the date of the last
there have elapsed but four seasons, The
analogy of the past recurrence would fix the

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THE FISH COMMISSIONERS,

Fish Commissioner Buckinghsm has re-
turned from the inspection of the Truckee
river and I.ake Tahoe, Commissioner Dib-
ble is examining Prosser creek and ether
small streams tributary to the Truckee, Mr,
Buckingham says that but little can be done
to protect the fish in the Truckee river un-
less the Fish Commissioner of Nevada en-
forces the laws of that State inregard thereto,
A dam has been put in the river at Clark’s
station, just belecw Wadsworth, for the ex.
press purposs of taking trout, although the

parties who built the dam claim that it was
placed there for diverting water for agri-
cultural purpcses. The trout caught at that
dam are sold to a cannery, which has been
doing a profitable business. The few trout
that are ambitions enouzh to get above that
dam are stopped at Verdi by a sim-
ilar obstruction. Both of those dams
are in the State of Nevada, coose-
quently the Califernia Commission are
powerless to remedy the matter, All of the
mill men along the Truckee in this State are
willing and anxious to assist in the matter of
preserving the fish, and have iostructed the
Commissioners to go ahead and order all the
ladders necessary constructed, and they will
cheerfully faot the bills. However, they
claim that for five or six years past trout,
owing to the facts above enumerated, have
not come up the river. The Commissioners
eay that the ladders this side of the State
live in most instances are properly con-
structed, rrom Trackee to Lake Tahoe
Commisgioner Buckiogham inspected all the
dame, but found no ladders, and he is of the
opinicn that two or three need them. The
mill men claim that as long as there is no
{ trout in the river ladders are uunecessary, Mr,
Parker, the Fish Commissicner of Nevada, is
now in the East, but on hisreturn the matter
will be properly laid before him by the Cali-
fornia Commission, and they have no doubt
but that he will take immediate steps
to have the laws of the State, which
in this case are sufiicient, eoforced.
They claim that if does not do
’ that, in a very short time Trnckee river trout
: will hc a thing of the past., They & l'um' thi

| iated in snd arcund Lizke Tahoe, Indians in
several instances have constructed dams in

Sergeant Barwick says that the rainfall
daring the shower last evenicg was .35 of an
inch, making 1.02 inches for the month,
The average precipitation for January during
the last 34 years was 3 78 inches; the month
is therefore 2.76 inches bekind the average.
For the time mentioned above, the dryest
Jaruary was in 1351, 18352 acd 1859, giving
.63, .58 and .96 of an inch respsctively for
the entire month; every other month of
that name giving more than 1 inch, and as
much as 15 inches in 1362 The rainfall for

the present season is but 3 94 inches, as
against 9.78 inches up to this time last season,
this beirg the dryest sesson so far for the past
six years, The rainfall up to an equal date
for the seasen of 1877-8 was Y.6s inches;
1878-9, 475 inches; 1879-80, T.S-i inches ;
1830 .\1 12 98 mches 1851-2 " 6,92 imches ;
1882-3, 9 78 inches, and the pusent (188: *—4)
season 3.94 inches, The average precipita-
tion for the past seven seasons, up to and in-
clading the 25sh of Janusry of each season is
7.98 inches, The present season is 4,04 inches
behind a seven years’ average,

The outlook last night from the reports
does nnt show much signs of heavy precipita-
tion. Red Bluft has only had .12 of an
inch, and San Francisco only .08 of an inch,
while Sacramento’s little dash last night for
a few minutes pans out .35 of an inch. The
wind at & 2, M. last night was north at Red
Bluff, and weather clear. We shall have to
hope for the best and look for the worst,
