
THREE JUDGES ON THE RESTRICTION
ACT.

Much misapprehension has obt lined rela-
tive to the Chinese Restriction Act and
the interpretation of it by the United
S:atea District C.mrc. The United States
Circuit Court, on Saturday, with three
Judges sitting, ban now passed upon the
{joints out of which grew the roc2ot cap-
tious ciit'cisaia of the District Couit, The
Judges held that the fault h&ibeen not
with the rulings of tie Court, but with the
ambiguities ami blindness of the la%v.
Even, at the best, they \u25a0: id it impossible
to construe itwith entire satisfaction, or

without entertaining some doubts as to the
real intension cf Caress— and which, of
course, a;. Im gathered only from tin Act
itself. The decision is one of much im-
portance aad willclear the public mind of
misapprehension.

The three Judges are unanimous that :(1) j
Chinuee immigrants detained on shipboard
by the United States ollicers have the
rik;ht to the privileges of the writof habeas
corpus, Pending a decision the immigrant
is u:ider the control of the Court. (2) The
Court is bound to admit anyone under its
control, save in the ezcepted cases, 1 .> bail.
(3) foe Court cannot hold the ship from
sailing that brings ihe immigrant. The
la* givea no such authority. Detention
would interfere with the United Siatea
mails and with the commerce of the coun-
try. The master of the &hip receives the
immigrant with prtma /oric. evidence nf hia

REVIVAL OF THE SANITARY DISCUS-
SION.

If the Eecord-Usiox felt disposed to
boast i;would be justified beyond question
regarding its position on the sanitation of
this city, by the report of the Citizens'
(.'ommmittee on drainage, and which we

published in fullon Saturday.
The committee, after rsporting in every

detail regarding cesspools, drainage and
sewerage, as this journal held ten months

ago, remarks :
This season is too far advanced to admit of our

city's being properly cleaned, through the medium
of a sewerage system, in time tjinsure a (rood sani-
tary condition of affairs before the next heated
term and subsequent comparatively unhealthy
fallmonths are upon us.

In other words, had the people of this
city taken proper action last spring we

would now be one year advanced inneces-

sary sanitation. But as we have not taken

such action even yet, we cannot do any-
thing as it should be done and arrive at

effective result i before the expira-
tion of another year. Thus we lose
two years of time in a matter, the
importance of which should rise superior
to all other consideration;. It is incom-
prehensible that in the government of
municipalities we give greater attention to

minor details than to grave matters. Above
all questions of boards, offices, elections,
etc., rises the sanitation necessity.

Now that the citizens' association
—

con-
cerning the disinterestedness of which some
citizens at one time made an nnjust esti-
mate—has, after patient investigation, de-
clare! in favor of a given system of sewer-
age, let it be taken up, discussed and

officiallyacted upon at once, that another
year's time may not 1)3 lost. We must
keep constantly in mind, alto, that the
longer we delay in this matter the more

difficult it will be to apply remedies, and
tiie greater willbe the outlay to accom-
plish reforms.

In the mean time, says the Association,
wemast (l)cU-an out the drainage can (2)
Hush t'.s sewers ;(3) provide excavators :
(4) rigidly require on the part of house-
holders the observance of the present and
such other sanitary regulations as may be
necessary.

Whether this is done will depend
upon the officials of the city. If
th?y have the requisite courage and firm-
ness, in Sacramento great good work may
ii\u25a0 accomplished, the benefits of which
willbe so clearly manifest that in less
than a year there willbe no man with the
effrortery to deny them. But the boards
of ;iuU wi'.l encouutar three clashes of
people who willprove to be hindrances in
the work, which, ifdone at all, should be
commenced at once. These are the mer-

cenary, who are willing, to save a penny,
to assume all risks as to themselves, and
care nothing for their neighbors ;the in-
diflerent, who have no particular enmity
to nor faith in the discoveries and edicts of
sanitary science ; the non-resident land-
lords, who will resist for tie most part
anything that calls for outlay for a people
anicrg whom they do not reside. In ad-
dition, the fear of political revenges may
lead to a temporizing policy. We shall
very soon be ah - to determine how far we
may expect sanitary reform to be carried
on in Sacramento, We confess to having
very little faith that any material progress
willbe made, until politics and municipal
government are divorced aad business
principles applied to city sanitation.

measures, and would depreciate, vastly
more than tie forfeiture will compensate
for, the value of Government laiids in the
northern counties. But the forfeiture, let
ua repeat, will, if declared by Congress,
directly injure the trade of this city and of
San Francisco, since it willenable the Or-
egon company, building an it is over an in-
expensive loute, and hindered by no natu-
ral ob-ticles, to penetrate our northern
country and make ittributary to the city
of Portland. The reasons for the grant
being made in the first place were ample
and justified by the entire country, and
they ire as forcible and apply with even

more cogency to-day. The conditions have
not becu changed ;the early completion of
the road is a more vital necessity to Cali-
fornia commerce to-day than it was ten
yt-ars ago. In view of the facta, the peo-
ple from Sacramento to tho State line
should take such action as will convince
Congress that itwillbe an act of unwis-
dom to forfeit the land grant, ai;d an abso-
lute loes to the Government itself, by
rca?on of the depreciation of values of its
adjacent l.inti».

BY NO MEANS CREDITABLE.
Hy the hanging of Wneeler, the thug, at

San Francisco la-.t week, that city is-

cuted the tirit mnrderer she ha i been
able to bring to the gal 'ws in fcix years.
Inthat period over thirty murders have
been committed in that city. This is not
a creditable showing toi the metropolis.
The Courts of the interior can present a
far bttier record. Sacramento county has
inthat time brought every defendant an-
der her jurisdiction to trial and cither
conviction and execntion, or acquittal, and
:n no one instance did a full year tlapac
bfltttcen the date of the commission of the
crime and the conviction. The period, too,
has been one in which tome crimes very j
difficult to unearth have been committed

—
as, for instance, the T-.;iiis murder, the
Troai murder and others. The processes
of the law have rot only been slow inSan
Francisco, but tie Courts have so blun-
dered in their application as to cause re- j
versals of verdicts, new trials and !

unccnßcicnab'e dtlajs, For instance,
in tha case of Wheeler, it should
have been plain s-ailicc. The man
took his mistress on his knee and delibcr- .
ately choked her to death, and packed her
body in a trunk. With the utmost non-
chalance he owned his crime, yet three full
years elapsed between his arrest and exe-
cution, and had he gained one more d<J»y,
he would have gone scot free, for a por-
tion of the witnesses in the case have died,

Washington, January 27tb.—Great inter-
est has teen felt for several days in the forth-
coming debate over Senator Sherman's South-
ern outrage resolutions. Itwas understood
that Sherman intended to fores a vote on

I Friday, but for some reason he did not d > so.
j The resolution?, therefore, went over till to-
j marrow, and public expectation was greatly
disappointed. These resolutions, proposing

j to investigate the election outrages at Dan-
i ville, Va,and inCopiah county, Mississippi,
; were undoubtedly inspired by a desire on the
Ipart of the Ohio Senator to switch the public
Iattention from the tariff, which is now at-

tracting dangerous public notice in the West,
and to bring itonce more '." the "free bal-
lot and a fair count." The move is a trifle
shrewd, and has been received by the Demo-

Icrats withsome anto&ishmenr, though many
ISenators have breathed a sigh of relief since
:its development. It appears that th* tariff
j issue 13 beginning to alarm the leaders on
Iboth sides, and especially the llepublieans in
Kansas, lowa, Michigan and Wisconsin,
where, if it is ever understood, people are
liable to vote with Speaker 'Carlisle's party.
The question has b?en raised a* to the consti-
tutional right of Congress to investigate these
outrage?, as tre late elections in Virginia and
Mississippi were for State and cot United
States cffic3rs. It is understood, however,
that this will not change the Republicans'
plan of investigation, a*they claim outrages
in voters' rights of citizen.-hip ia exercising
the elective franchise. Mahoue and Riddle-
herder both sympathize with, the investiga-
tion, and it is said the former willmake a
speech when tin resolutions &re debited.
Unless something done in the House to di-
vtrtpublic attention back to the tariff pretty
soon, itis quite certain that the bloody ahirt
willbe fljpp:ng over the Norihweet before
Carlisle* reformers have a chance to report
a tariil bill. Already "the old Hag and an
ai p'opriation" is beiog re-echoed by the Hon.
Bardwell Slotes ou all sides, and is rapidly
becoming the leading issue. Uncffi -ially itin
announced and understood, with Morrison's
sanction, that the tariff bill making
a horizontal reduction of twenty per cent,
ia ion to g) before tho Cncomilteo on
Ways and Means. If this is true, and
thsru is Efi reason to doubt it, as Morrison
refuses t)be interviewed, the Carlisle party
id probably a tbiuer of the pa.->t. Many mem-
bers who are familiar with tariff matters are
firmly convinced that such a bill, by ang-
menting the import?, willincrease, instead of
diminish tbe surplus in th; Treasury, As
the only object of the horizontal redaction
would f)3 to decrees? the revenue, thi.», of
course, would amount to nothitg. Therein
a strong current of feelinir growing against
the tariff reduction. Itis said that Carlisle

.-.nd Watterscn h»vo looked over the tiald,
and have discovered that Eastern Democratic
protectionists, with Virginia and West Vir-
gisia, Georgia and Louisiana, c^n control
the forthcoming Democratic Convention, anil
thai ifthey force the issue this willprobably
be the result. They have, therefore, con-
cluded cot '.iput their feet in any further.
This protectionist combination would have
such leaders as Randall, Tilden, Payne,
Barnur*, Mcl'her.f n, Biyard and tho
New York World and Sun. Pitted
against these men i< only Watter.-ton and the
Kentucky delega'ino, for it is well known
that Morria in willnot etaiid up to fight.
