THE CITIZENS' COMMITTEES.

They lecture the Trustees on the Fire
Department, the Levee Systems and
Drainage.
Yesterday morning three committees iron

th» Citizens' Association appeared before the
board of Trustees to present matters of inter-
est that have been for some time under con-

sideration by that organization. The first to

engage the attention cf the Board was the

Committee on Fire protection, composed of

Messrs. G. W. Carey, Thomas B. Hall and
R. Wittenbrock.

Mr. Carey said they had called to ask that
a hose company be established in tie eastern
portion of the city. He said that the recent
test of the water-works system was satis-
factory in the highest decree, an.l that the;
were unanimous in the opinion that the locat-
ing of a hose company in the locality referred
to would furnish them with ample fire pro-
tection. He suggested that the four-wheel
cart owned by the city,but not ie uae at
present, be given th?m, with 1,000 or 1,500
feet of hose. He recommended that they
tho lidhave two horses, and that the cart be
located on Nineteenth street.

Mr.Hall, from the same committee, mi-
ireed the views of Mr. Carey, an 1 thought
the Board would do well to adopt his sugges-
tions. He said if the cart wa* located at
Xii; teer.th and L street, it would be able to
reach any tire witli'nthe water supply limits
without having to go overuix or eight blocks,
and the most populous districts would be
reached ina tiiujiishorter run. He thought
there should be

TWO I'EHMANE-T FIREMEN,

And about four extra men to handle the hose,
and estimated that the coat of such an equip-
ment would not exceed 83,200 or 13,300 per
annum.

Mayor Brown thought well of the sugges-
tions of the c immittee, and was of the opinion
that the present water supply would, with
the proposed hose-carts, furuich ample pro-
tection. He thought that the recent test
must convince all who witnessed it that hose
carts without engines could protect the city.
However, he would not advocate dispensing
with the latter as long as the city was
poweased of them. He thought the Com-
missioners mU'ht be able to spire from
the present department the men re-
quired. The Trustees, he said, would confer
with the Fire Commissioners, and the BUgges-
tiocH if the Citizatis' Committee would be
considered and r«cteJ on immediately. He
though* the hose- company should be placed
in the hands cf the Commissioners and can-
trolled by them. He was aware that a great
many were of tne opinion that under the ex-
i~:iu>; law their force could not be increased
m r their expenses enlarged. He had exam-
ined the law somewhat, and had come to the
c llusion that while they were restricted to
two engines, the statute did not contemplate
they mid nor, ::: other ways and by other
mean-, orotect the, city's property from fire.

Mr. Hill -aid the matter of the expense of
the Fire Department had received some at-
tention, aad a great many were of the opin-
i in, he was himself, that the Fire Depart-
ment could be reorganized.

MEN COCLD BE ECONOMIZED,
And the protection now asked for could be
given without additional expense.

Mr. Carey said he would make a proposi-
tion to the city which he hoped they would
consider and act upon. He would give a lot
on the northeast corner of Nineteenth and I,
street?, insizs 40 feet on L,SO feet on Nine-
teenth, free to the city for a term of rive
years. Atthe expiration of that time three
real estate agents could be selected to put a
price on the tot, irrespective of the improve-
ments, aod he would deed it to the city for
the price named. Itat the expiration of the
five years the city didnot wish to buy. theu
he wouldaccept whatever the city authori-
ties considered a !>ir rental for the premise?.

At the close of Mr. Carey's remarks the
Trustees siid they would have a conference
with the Fire Commissioners at 10 A. M. to-
day, to consider •.'us matter in all its detail?,
and the Citizen*' Committee was invited to
be present.

He said
t!ie committee had made a moat thorough acd
complete ins; ection of the levee system, and
were unanimona of the opinion that it \v.\*
sufficient to protect the cityfrom flood. How-
ever, in order to make it doubly secure, give
confidence to the people and enhance tho
value (f real estate, they had made a few
sug^-f stir.ns, which ho hoped would meet the
approval of the 11 >i»rd, and that they would
c*riycut the proposition made by the com-
mittee.

--j urer W. A. January were in Court, and
iwere rep'esented by Railroad Commit
i W. W. Foote, who state I that he had been
j asked (o act for the defendants and did so

with the consent of the Attorney-General.
He presented the following demurrer :

Now comes the above-named defendant by his at-
torney, W. \V. Foote. and demurs to the petition of
complainant on fie herein, and forcausa of demur-
rer specifies as follows:

First—That the plaintiff's petition dots not state
facts sufficient to constitute a cause of action
a^rainst this defendant, and that the facts recited
therein do not entitle plaintiff to the relief in said
petition demanded.

Second— the plaintiff's petition is ambK'U-
ous, unintelligible and uncertain.
