history. The King of Belgium is a diatit- i1

guished geographer and an ardent friend of
exploration. He established, in 1876, the
International African Association, com-
posed of men of all civilized nations, and
about that time it developed, through the

explorations of Stanley, that the great
river Livingstone discovered was the upper

Congo, and thus itwas ascertained that it

wa9 possible to penetrate the interior from
the sea by large steamers. In the work of
the Association the kinglygeographer has

now expanded over £300,000 in the devel-
opment of the valley of the Congo and the

preservation of ita neutrality. For several
years this work of exploration, settlement
and development has been sustained by his

purse— indeed there are few, if any, records
of a broader philanthropy and humanitari-
sniam among sovereigns than that to be
credited to Leopold ;for his work has all
been unselfish, and in the interests of hu-
manity, commerce and civilization.

The Association referred to, and the blue
(lag and golden star which we are now

asked to recognize and aid, has already es-

tablished on the river twenty-two trading

stations, and eDJoya broad rights ana priv-

ileges granted by the chiefs of independent

territories of Cettral Africa. They are"
the nuclei of States

"
to which President

Arthur referred inhi3message. They are
governed by the Association »cd by Amer-

ican officers largely, and under temporary

regulitions modeled after those of the Re-
public of the United States. These trading

stations occupy positions extending CO.

miles up the river, and are in the heart of
a population of 50,000,000 of people ac-

cording to Stanley's estimate, all of whom,
a3 he puts it,"are thirsting for trade,"

and arc the "keenest traders" he ever

met or heard of.
The section tributary to the trade of the

river, and the business of v. hich its com-

merce willabsorb, 13 a vast region, extend-
ing, says Mr. Scai ley, across thirteen de-
grees of longitude and fourteen degrees of

latitude. The native tribes are now all
sincerely friendly to European and Ameri-
can ingress. The slave trade has been mostly
broken up, much to the disgust of the
Portuguese, who found the Congo basin
chiefly useful for carrying en this nefa-
rious business. The natives now flock
to the stations of the Association for

trade and protection, and ire constantly
presenting new evidences of the wealth
and resources of their land, Into this

country vabt quantities of American
products ehould flow. Already it ie mak-
ing upon U3 a very heavy demand for un-
bleached cottons and print*, which the vast
population of the basin eagerly seeks. Itis
not improbable that under prop»r recogni-

tion ot the li».; of the Association, lleets
loaded withAmerican manufactures will

be constantly moving toward the Congo,
The tnde of the Dutch has been of a pot-
terirg kind :England has been in advance
of America in trade thus far, but the in-
dependency of the Congo valley willassure

us CDtry into the free tield of commercial
competition, and the result must be our
trade supremacy.

The work of the International Associa-
tiia is represented by nearly all the civil-
ized Powers, and in all the great nations

there are branches, ;that of the United
States has its headquarters at Baltimore,
and Mr. Latrobe, of the African Coloniza-
tion Society, 13 its i'resident. The aim of
the Society ip, as we have said, not in the
interest of any one nationality. Itinvited

the commerce of the world to enter the
country ;is extending civilization: sup-
pressing the rtmnanle cf the slave trade,
and opening up the mineral and other pro-

ductive wealth of the region. The Gov-
ernment of the United States is invited to
send to the Congo an accredited agent to
counsel with t'le Association for the adop-
tion of meo-urts for free American com-
mercial intercourse, the security of the
rights ot Americans who enter tfie country
and the free navigation of the river.

rhen is a wide, broad and significant :

divergancc of opinion in the Democratic
party. No inte.li^ent citizen who has ob-

INJECTING NEW IDEAS INTO THE
SCH OOL SYSTEM.

There has been a proposition for some

time debated before the Board of Edu-
cation of Kan Francisco" to require the
teaching to all girls in th«) primary grades
the- "housewifely arts of knitting, sewing
and darning." The scheme should be
killed off. Itis ofT a piece with the plan
to teach boys inschools carpeuti;ry, teleg-
raphy, printing, cabinetmaking, bootfitting
and other specific trade*, instead of gen-
eral manual training, which is a very differ-
ent thing. The scheme of common school

imaintenance cannot be preserved if all

these new-fangled ideas are injected into it.
Teachers in primary grades cannot give
the attention to primary instruction neces"
sary if they are to devote any part of their
time to teaching that which the ohild
should learn at home. In the primary
grades the foundation for a practical edu-
cation i- to be laid. Itis of the highest
importance that the bt-giuners should be
welland thoroughly taught in the rudi-

ments. Tne matter of reading, writing
ami tlit-elementil principles of numbers,
etc., should engage the whole attention of
the teacher of beginners. In this depart-
ment there should be applied the best
teaching ability. The laws of this SUte
contemplate it, when they require that
the highest salaries shall be paid to teach-
ers in the lowest primary grsdee. The
idea is to bring to the instruction of small

children the best possible teaching ability.

Yet this law is cooly ignored, and we have
not learned that it is observed in a single
county in the -'.ate. Unquestionably itis
a wise law, and should be respected. The
good effect of it, if enforced, would be
very soon manifest. It is not to be
denied that the vocation of teaching of in-

tellectual branches does not embrace the
art of needlework -. it is rare indeed that

there is such a combination of qualities a-

will!it the teacher for both duties, even if
it can be shown to be desirable to intro-
duce \u25a0he new idea into the schools. The
disposition to foist upon the schools more
and more of the duties of parent*, is be-
coming dangerous alike to the educational
system and the home economy.••

OKLAHOMA PAYNE.

There are two things apparantly irre-

pressible, Oklahoma I'aync ami the McG»r-
rah&n claim. The outrageous effrontery
of t!.c lattsr willdefeat it in time, and its
abstract and general injustice willbring it

tc a woeful end. The cool and brazen pre-

tensions of the former, and tiie piratical
nature of his etu-rprise, ehouid work a

Iiike result in I'nyne s case. But unfortu-

nately for human nature, and fortunately
for Iaptain I'ayne, his scheme appeals to
so many selfish interests, opens the door, if
euccesaful, to such an army of greedy fel-
lows who are seeking the rich possessions
of the tribes of the Indian Territory, that

then is a possibility of euccets awaiting

the rasciliy claim.
I'ayne is now preparing for his spring

campaign. He claims to have 7,<HK) per-

sons at hi9luck, bound to each other by
common des-iltry and common risks, by

oaths and Icnl^e ritualism, and by a uni-
fied purpose to rob the peaceful tribes of

the Indian Territory. This whole Payne

gang shruld be jailed. List spring we
fully explained the echeme, and exposed

the shallow pretense of right upon which

is based its claim to eDter and possess graz-

ing and tillable lands guaranteed by the

United States Government to the Indiin

tribes. Judge McCrary sent Payne and his
adherents out of the Territory when he

was Secretary of the Interior, at the point
of the bayonet. This year some vigorous
official should see to i: that the bayonet

goes in and through.

SIGHS OF DISINTEGRATION.

Tne Senatar-elect frem Ohio. Mr.Payne,
is taken to task i>y one of his party papers
for his very imprudent speech. The

Courier-Journal, which has the courage to

rebuke a Democrat, as well as the inclin-
ation to castigate a Republican, tells the
new candidata for President, despite his

high personal character and long devotion
to the Democratic party, that he is out ot

annony with his times. "He is an old
man, lives only in the past, and ia again

lighting over questions relatiog to slavery

in the Territories."

There has been favorably reported to the

United Statsa Senate a bill by <•ener.il

Sewell increasing the appropriation or
gratuity to the National Guard of the

several States to 5r.00,000 from 5200.000.
The apportionment of the turn is to be

made by one of the departments of the

arn.y under direction of the Secretary of

War on the basiis of the representation of

the States in Congress, 500 enrolled men

to be the maximum allowed for each Con-

gressman ivmaking the calculations. The

sum thus given is to be applied by the

States to the purchase of equipments,
stores, ammunition, etc., for the

Guard. The billwill, without doubt, pass

the Senate, but in the House its fate is

problematical. The dominant party there

is not especially favorable tD the militia

organization, if we may judy.- from its putt

hiatiry.
