We deprecate the necessity of giving pub-
licity to Masonic affairs, and would gladly
have avoided newspaper controversy, but
when such imputations as "obtaining money
under false pretenses," and practuiog "a
dangerous fraud," are thus publicly cast up n
persons who are acting in good taiih, and who
have reliable statistics to substantiate and
justify their every word and ac% justice de-
mands a refutation of such vituperative
denunciations and a vindication of the right.

THE RAILROAD BOND INTEREST CASE.

Yesterday afternoon the cases of The Bank

j of California vs. J. P. Dunn, Controller, and
"ha same plaintiff against \V. A.January,

!State Treasurer, upon an application for a

Iwritof mandate to compel the payment of

I the thirty-ninth installment of interest due
] upon bonds issued under the Act of 1564,
j came up for hearing before Hon. J. W. Arm-
; strong, Superior Judge. Judge Armstrong

!announced that it would have been more
Isatisfactory, owing to the important nature

of the case, to have the Court sit in bask,
but Judge McFarland was yet too illto sit
upon the bench. Ifcounsel desired, the case
could be continued, so that both Judges
might pas« upon the cases. Counsel on both
sid6e —S. W. Sanderson &nd S. C. Densoa
for the petitioners, snd J. H. McKun9 and
W. W. Foote for defense

—
announced them-

selves sati«fied_ to proceed, with Judge Arm-
strong to preside.

The first step taken was a formal order of
the Court striking from the files of the Court
the demurrer interposed, there being no such
procedure known to the practice under the
application for a writof mandate ;but with
the privilege to defendants to present au an-
swer. Counsel for defense took an exception
to the ruling of the Court. An answer in
each case was then tiled. Then came a mo-
tion of defense to quash the alternate writ of
mandate, alleging in substance the eaoje

grounds offered upon the demurrer. Follow-
ing this were motions of petitioner in each
case for a judgment, and the issuance of
the writ prayed for, based upon the plead-
ings alone that is, the petition and answer,
as they appeared before the Court.

Atthis juncture there was some discretion
as to the propel manner of disposing of the re-
spective motions. The Court suggested to
c muse! upon both sides to preheat the case
fully and fairly, and that he would
not permit any more technical matters or
questions to affect lii'judgment in the cue,
but proposed to hear and determine the
whole subject matter, upon the merits, both
upon legal points and questions of fact.

Atthis point Judge Denson proceeded to
open the argument for petitioners, anc' after
stating the several grounds of the motion for
judgment upon tne pleadings, read each
several clause in the answer, and comtnjuted
upon the sarce as he proceeded. Itwas
claimed that nearly every allegation in the
answer simply raided questions of law, which
are riiacioaad by the provisions of the Act of
L864, and that the other averments which
were intended to present issues of fact did
not in fact do so. The answer denied that
the petitioner was the owner of the coupon
allfged in the complaint, but did not d&ny
that itwas the holder. This was claimed did
not amount to a denial. Tee answer sets up
various grounds, and alleges in gome of the
terms of the Act of 186-1 that the railroad
company had failei to convey a certain half
section of land which the Act described, and
therefore had broken the contract. To this
counsel argued there could be nr> advantage
taken by defense, as i', appeared by the Ac'
that the General Government had already
granted a vested r^-h*. to another, ren-
dering impossible to comply with the
provision, which was at the most oilycondi-
tional. Certainly this could not affect the
question of the issuance of the bond-! and
coupons which were payable to bearer. An-
other argnuieat, that the railroad company
hive noc conveyed certain cbeses of State

i messengers, prisoners, insane persons, etc-,
j puruuant to IK'Act. Counsel urged that, it j

there ii \u25a0\u25a0! been any failure in this, that by the
terrco of the contract made and executed, the
State, upon sui1", could recover back the
amount?, and that this could in no wise affect
the md \u25a0\u25a0 or coupons or their payment. That
upon the question of the constitutionality of
the Act of 1864, before a single band orecu-'
pon had been issued, up the relation of the
Attorney-General against Facheco, State

There
are many authorities cited in support cf ttie
several propositions, and to the point, th.it
there is nothing hi the answer which puts in
issue any material issue which can affect the
substantial rights cf petitioner.

THE GIANT LOCOMOTIVE, "EL GOBERNA-
DOR."

At (lie Central Pacific R«lroad ships in
this city, as has been mentioned in these col-
umns, there is now building a huge engine
for freight traffic, to be called "ElGober-
nador

"—
the Governor. This locomotive has

been constructed with the greatest care, of
the best material, fiom designs of General
Master Mechanic A. J. Stevens, and is dif-
ferent in design from the other locomotives
built byhim for this and other roads. Mr,

Sterens progresses in his mechanical ideas,
and every new engine has many new features
for mechanics to study. His inven-
tions have long since placed him
among the foremost mechanics of
America and Europe. This new
engine is the largest ever constructed, being
twenty tons heavier that, the large locomotive
built inFrance in 1872, which had a cylinder
21A inches in diameter, and 24 inches in
stroke. Many express a fear that it will be
too heavy for the track, but Mr.Steven* has
doubtless made his calculations so as to avoid
all obstacles, and itwillbe a success. The
draughting of the plans for this engine was
assigned to Howard Stillman by George A.
Stocidard, the chief of the draughting depart-
ment. Mr.Stiliman has successfully carried
out Mr.Stevens' plans, and the engine i*now
nearly finished a wonder to all visitors to
the shop?, as they can at a glance compare
her huge proportions- with the locomotives
now under repairs.
