A SUCCESSFUL ENTERPRISE.
Mostmen of conspicuous wealth, enterprise and I

eminence commenced life as poor boys. This was 1

true ot Peter Cooper, A.T. Stewart, Gov. Morgan,

the elder Vanderbilt, iris, Eiison, Draper, Dr.

Samuel Pitcher and others who have stampel their

genius and enterprise upon the city of New York.
(Ko men unaided by inheritance New York is in-

debted lor her metropolitan influence, opulence and

philanthropy. Here 16 largely concentrated the na-
tion'sbanking capital and its commerce. Besides
her thirteen hundred churches, imperial park, great
bridge aud innumerable palatial residence?, Hew
Yolk is tha largest minufacturing city in America.

With her suburbs, she has 13,000 manufacturing es-
tablishments, run by 316,000 operatives, employing
$286,000,000 capital, and turning out a yearly pro-

duct of J750,000,000.

whichhare obtained national cjlebrity, is one ob-
