Strange Life "i Snails —In Jane,
ISSO, a livingpond mussel, which had been
more than a year out of water, was sent to
Mr. Gray from Australia. The big pond-
snails of the tropics have been found alive
in logs of mahogany imported from Hon-
duras; and M. Gaillard carried some from
Egypt to I.iris,packed in sawdust. In-
deed, itisn't easy to ascertain the limitof
their endurance, for Mr. Laidlay, having
placed a number in a drawer for this very
purpose, found them slive after live years'
torpidity, although in the warm climate of
Calcutta. The pretty snails, called cyclos-
tomas, which have a lidto their shells, are
well-known to survive imprisonment of
many months ;but in the ordinary open-
Jiouthed land-snails such cases are even
more remarkable. Several of the enor-
mous tropical snail often used to decorate
cottage mantlepieces, brought by Lieuten-
ant Greaves from Valparaiso, revived after
being packed, some for thirteen, others for
twenty months. In IS4'J Mr. Pickering
received from Mr. Wollaaton a basketful
of Madeira snail* (of twenty or thirty dif-
ferent kinds),three-fourths of which proved
to be alive, after several months' confine-
ment, including a sea voyage. Mr. Wal-
laston has himself recorded the fact that
specimens of two Madeira snails survived
a fast and imprisonment in pill-boxes of
two years and a half duration, and that
large numbers of a small species, brought
to England at the same time, were all liv-
ing after being inclosed in a dry bag for a
year and a half.—[Cornhill Magazine.

The Tehcantepec Ship Railroad.
—

Oae of the leading engineers of the Eads
ship canal, in a letter published l>y per-
mission in the Panama Star and Herald,
Bays :Since Iwrote you Ihave en nit
over the isthmus on foot and horaebick, in
steam launches or in canoes. Ihave found
that all previous surveys seemed to tike it
for granted there was but one route across
on the AtlaLtio side, ard one expedition
after the other had blindly played t\l ow
the leader over it. Tnis route had wagon
and mule roads along it the whole way.
Finding indications of better country for
our purposes, but in the woods, Iwent
into it,leaving the wagon and mollreads,
and by dint of some good hard work have
succeeded in procuring a line over the
roughest section of the isthmus that had
most agreeably surprised our people in
New York, as it was entirely un^xpejt'-'d.
The first transit line ever run across the
isthmus was finished by us on the ICth of
August lait—distance being 150 miles.
You can form an idea of the difficulty of
securing a good line when one is not per-
mitted to use any curves of less then fif-
teen miles radius. Everything indicates
that this enterprise is going ahead swim-
mingly. •

The Corinth Canal. —Some further de-
tails have been received respecting the
ship canal now being cut, in the most lit-
eral sense of the word, through the Isth-
mus of Corinth. The actual length of the
canal, when finished, will be just under
four miles The entranca to the canal will
be 3^S feet wide, diminishing to 72 feet, the
depth 2G feet. The nature of the ground
through which this canal has to be cat is
composed of three distinct kinds—Srstly,
from the Gulf of Corinth, through a plain
consisting of sand and alluvialsoil, for a
distance of just over three-quarters of a
mile;secondly, through a mountain range
varying in hight from 130 to 260 feet, of
the length of 2| miles; thirdly, beyond
the mountain range to the sea, in the Bay
of Calamaki, the proposed canal willtrav-
erse a littleplain of the length of about
two-fifths of a mile, composed of alluvial
soil and rocks. The contract price of the
work is about $s,ooo,ooo.—[Mining and
Scientific Press.

As Immense Dam.—A French engineer
in Brazil has lately been selected to con-
struct what willprobably be, when com-
pleted, the largest dam in the worid. The
main dam willbe 940 feet long by 5S feet
high, and two smaller ones will close side
depressions. This work will,it is calcu-
lated, back the water over 1,500 acres, and
retain 14,000,000 cubic meters of water,
sufficient to provide for allthe cattle of the
regions during three years, and for the irri-
gation of 5,000 acres of flit bottom l*nd
alongside the river bed below. The rivers
of Csara flowin the wet season alcne.

Another class of books which are posi-
tively bad and must bs wholly avoided, ii
made up of those which are directly im-
moral and vicious. The market ie flooded
with these, and the young people of this
and other communities are reading them
to a degree of which few persons are \u25a0

aware. Most of these are works of fiction
in prose, some are book! of poetry, some
are stories of real occurrences. But all;
agree iv describing the crimes and vices
and follies of men and women insuch at-
tractive language that a strong temptation
at once stares the reader in the face. Mar
of the French novels are of this class ;
hooks that could not be read aloud in a
mixed company, books that cannot be read
inprivate without leaving a stain upon the
mind. Itook occasion once to look at the
alcove of French novels ina public library
of San Francisco. Ifound them well worn
and thumbed, showing that they had many j
itidere, while the works on science,
biography and history were almost as
bright inappearance as when they came
from the binders. Many of the boys ami ,
young men are injured more by books
recounting the adventures of great crim- i
inals, such as the life of Jesse Jamef, or
by flashy weekly illustrated papers like
the Police Gazette. You willsee them read- j
ing these things in street cars and on
curbstones, literally devouring them, as if !
their life depended on it. What is the !
lesult ? Such facts as the following, which I
recently occurred, and were reported in
the Record-Union :

Their special desigu
is to Inflame lust and passion. Five hun-
dred copies of those papers are circulated
every week in this city. Besides these,
are story papers of similar character, only
a grade or half a grade above, such as the
.V ie York Weekly, Saturday Night and
Fireside Companion. Of these papers 2,500
copies come to Sacramento every week.

A paper called the Boy* of New Tort,
and a seriss of publications called the

'
"Wideawake Library," circulate here to j
the extent of 200 weekly, and are doing
untold damage among the boys of Sacra-
mento. Besides these there are other pub-
lications, which are so vile that their trans,
mission through the mails ia prohibit
But they arc in circulation and are read.

If this tudienoa could know the extent
of the influence of bid hioks and papers
in the United Stites of America you would
be amazed and shocked. The very springs
of intellectual life are being fouled, and
the future citizens of our country aro being
inoculated with poison which by and by
willappear in the annals of social vice and
political crime.

Itis very little to say simply that these
bad books and papers should not be read,
They are read, and will be read by thou-
sands, who know us not nor care for our
example or advice. We must be aroused
to concerted action on the subject. All
honor to Anthony Cumstock, of New York,
and his co-worker*, who have been fighting
these evils so manfully and co successfully.
Allshame upon the publishers. of these in-
decent backs and papers. Just was the
punishment of the infidel, I).M. Bennett,
who lectured in Sacramento a year or two
ago against Christianity, but neglected to
mention tbe fact that he had been impris-

An when water power can be
had, there is nothing to prevent the ship-
ment of lumber in a manufactured state,
such as doors, windows, Minds, etc. To
those loving a, pastoral lffe, there ia un-
bounded room for their flicks and herdß,
open and free to all. Farming Inthe less
elevated portions of the mining section has
always been remunerative ;grain and hay
are sure crop 3;fpuits md berries of all
kinds grow profusely, and .ire of a quali-
ty and iUvor unsurpassed. The prin-
cipal draw luck is the coat of transporta-
tion to a market, but thai in time may and
doubtless willbo remedied. Wine-making
and di-t li.righave been carried on in this
lection for a number of yearn, and, al-
though at tirat but as an experiment, have
developed into permanent industries.

These are but a fewif the resources and
