Upju this subject Colonel Green, Pres-
ident of the Connecticut Mutual Life In-
surance Company, says: "In one of our
largest cities, containing a great popula-
tion of beer drinkers, Ihad occasion to
note the deaths among a large group of
persons whose habits in their own eyes and
in those of their friends and physicians
were temperate ;but they were habitual
users of beer. When the observation began
they were upon the average nomething un-
der middle age. and they were, of course,
selected lives. For two or three year3there
was nothing very remarkable to be noted
among this group. Presently death began
to strike it,and until ithad dwindled to a
fraction of its original proportions, the
mortality in it was astounding in extent,
and stillmore remarkable in the manifest
identity of cause and mode. Tnere was no
mistaking it; tlie history was almost in-
variable ;robust, apparent health, fullmus-
cles, a fair outside, increasing weight, llorid
faces ;then a touch of cold, or a snuff of
malaria, and instantly some acute disease
with, almost invariably, typhoid symp-
toms, was i- violent action, and ten days
or less endtd it. Itwas a3 if the system
had been keDt fair outside, while withinit
was eaten t.> a shell, and at the first touch
of dise»Be there was utter Collapse ;every
fiber was poisoned and weak. Aud this, in
its mnin features, varying of course in de-
pree, hvi been my observation in beer-
drinking everywhere. Itis peculiarly de-
ceptive at first ; itis thoroughly destruc-
tive at the list." This testimony is very
strong, and we take pleasure ingiving it
to our readers, and we call special attention
to the fact that a fair, iulilyoutride is not
always an indication of health, and also
to the fact that, co far, the figures of tae
life insurance companies go to show that
the teetotallers are likely to live longer
than even the moderate drinker.

CHOPIN.

Chopin is one of the most interesting of
allmusicians in his social an! personal as-
pect He is almost the only one among
the eminent composers who was in the best
sense an aristocrat, not in mere pride or in
the desire to be recognized by and to asso-
ciate with

"
great people,

"
(which has

been a foibleof artists in alt ages), but in
that sense of personal dignity and self-
respect which made him fetl above rather
than below his art, in that gentleness and
refinement of manners and feeling which
even among friends and inthe most unre-
strained intercourse always kept him
within the limits of perfect good tatts,
so that, as his friend Liszt testifies,
11 he never made use ef an inelegant
word, even in moments of the
most entire familiarity. An improper
merriment, a coarse jest would have been
shocking to him." He showed that to be
a true, even an

"intense," musical poet of
the romantic school, it was not necessary
to trample upon all the convenances of
refined society, and that the part of musical
virtuoso and impassioned composer was
compatible with that of a high-bred and
polished gentleman and man of the
world. As Liszt very truly puts it,Chopin,
accuttjmed early to the tone of good soci
iety,had learned to perceive that regularity
of forms "didnot necessarily conceal pet-
rification of heart;" that "the conve-
nances and couiteßies of manner, inplace
of being only a uniform mask, repressing
the character of each individual under the
same lines, rather serve to contain the pas-
sions without stifling them, coloring only
that bald crudity of tone which is so inju-
rious to their beauty, elevating that mate-
rialism which debases them, robbing them
of that license which vulgarizes them, low-
ering that vehemence which vitiates them"—

all which, though rather exuberantly
expressed, is in substance as true as gos-
pel ;and, thinking thus of society, Chopin
naturally was restrained from any of "that
eagerness to drink the cup of phantasy to
the very dregs, that stormy pursuit of all
the changes and incongruities of life"which
constitutes the essence of what is called
Bahemianiem, and has exercised such a
strong and often fatal fascination over so
many men of genius. —[The Edinburgh Re-
view.

Hibernating Animals
—

Even among
warm-blooded animal* like the bear and
dormice, hibernation actually occurs to a
very considerable degree, but itis far more
common and more complete among cold-
blooded creature whose bodies do not
need to be kept heated to the same degree,
and with wham, accordingly, hibernation
becomes almost a complete torpor, the
breathing and the action of the heart being
still further reduced to very nearly zero.
Molluska in particular, like oysters and
mussels, lead very monotonous and un-
eventful lives, only varied, as a rule, by
the welcome change of being cut out cf
their shells and eaten alive ; and their
powers of living without food under ad-
verse circumstances are really very re-
markable. Fresh-water snails and mussels
in cold weather bury themselves in the
mud of ponds or livers ; and land snails
hide themselves in the ground or under
moBS and leaves. Tne heart then ceases
perceptibly to beat, bat respiration contin-
ues ina very faint degree. The common
garden snail closes the mouth of his shell
when he wants to hibernate, with a slimy
covering ; but he leaves a very small hole
init somewhere, so as to allowa little air
to get in and keep up his breathing to a
slight amount. My experience has been,
however, that a great many snails go to
sleep in this way, and never wake up again.
Either they get frozen to death, or else the
respiration falls so low that itnever picks
itself up properly when spring returns. In
warm elimat :s itis during the summer that
mollusks and other mud-haunting creatures
go to sleep.

Two of
the Todas are priests, who are looked upon
in their own country as gods, because of
the fortitude with which they bear self-
inflicted punishment. It is asserted that
their endurance is cultivated to such a
high degree that they will be able to ride
from Fulton ferry to the Brooklyn City
Hall in a street car without uttering a
moan. It is probable that this is an
exaggeration on the part of the repre-
sentatives of the Barnum and London
shows, for which these foreigners are in-
tended. They willhave seats in the ethno-
logical congress which will surround the
sacred white elephant with a view to mak-
ing the beast feel as comfortable and as
much at home as the circumstances will
admit.

Choo-k Health or Sickness.— Those
who desire acd appreciate health should be
as willing to make some effort to secure it
as they do to obtain the other good things
which increase the pleasures of life. Pure
water is essentially necessary to good
health. All wells, citterns and springs
should be thoroughly cleaned in the early
spring or in the autumn. The usual
method of placing a large stone on the top
of the cistern is injurious to the water
unless an aperture is left in the stone and
fitted with a wooden cover. The air should
not bo whollyexcluded from the cistern,
else moldy conditions will predominate,
although perhaps not apparent, aud the
water willnot be wholesome, and in it
sometimes there may be found various
kinds of insects and reptiles. Water is the
natural drink of all livingcreatures, and it
serves several important purposes in the
animal economy. Firstly, it repairs the
loss of the aqueous part of the blood
caused by evaporation and the action of
the secreting and inhaling organs. Sec-
ondly, itis a solvent of various elementary
substances, and therefore a.-sifts the stom-
ach in digestion, though if taken in very
large quantities it may have an opposite
effect by diluting the gastric juice. Third-
ly, it is a nutritive agent, that is, itassists
in the formation of the solid parts of the
body.—[London Lancet.

English Fog Horns.— Of more recent
growth than lights and balls as part of the
equipment of many of the floating lights
is the powerful fog-signal which itbrought
into play during fog. Ironically termed a
"siren," nothing can be more disagreeable
than the dia raised by this instrument and
its iron trumpet, worked by a hot-air en-
gine. When in use, the horn is pointed to
windward. The sound produced is exactly

Dynamite Described.

Nitro-glycerine, which is formed by the
action of nitric acid upon glycerine at a
low temperature, is the active agent in
dynamite, but is mixed with some absorb-
ent eubfitance, to render itrater to handle
than the liquid glycerine. The absorbent j
material thus used is Bilicious carth

—
a ;

fine whitepowder composed of the remains
of infusoria, and resembling powdered
chalk ; this takes up two or three times
its weight of the nltro-glyccrine without;
becoming pasty, and the ingredients arc j
easily mixed, leaden vessels and wooden i

spoons being ufed to avoid dangerous fric- j
tion. When flame is applied to this mass
it burns witha strong flame, without any j

lotion;but when ignited by a detonat- j
ing fuse, or even by a sudden blow, its ex 1

Wages in Eukope and America.
—
In

comparing wages in this country with those
paid the same workmen in other countries,
one fact is not generally taken intoaccount,
and that is: What constitutes a day's
work in each case. Men work more hours
as a rule in this country, and universally
they work harder or faster. The energy
of workmen here is the fact that strikes
foreigners most forcibly, next to the
"drive" of everybody. It is estimated
that in productive capacity a day's work
here is equal to one and one-third or one
and one-half days of English or French
labor. A part of this increased energy is
due to the spirit that moves all our insti-
tutions and affairs ;a part to the stimulat-
ing effects of our dry and varying climate ;
but most of all to the rich diet at com-
mand of our working Classen. They have
the fuel to make steam with and work it
off. European employers have ground
wages down so that their employes can
barely get enough sustenance to go throu h
the motions ef work. They get all they
pay for. When writers compare the cost
of livinginthe two countries they are con-
sidering cause in place of effect. The cost
of living is regulated by the scale of wages.
Men live as well as they can on their in-
come, always ;their stomachs take imper-
ative control of this disbursement.

Altar Momma in- Ohio.
—

Professor
Putnam, of Harvard College, ina lecture
in Springfield, Mass., on his own explora-
tions of the Turner, altar mounds of Ohio,
near the head of the Little Miami river,
said that on the interior of the fire-baked
altar were found a great number of objects
showing, by the action of fire, that they
had been thrown on the altar while the
eacriiicial fire was still burning. On one
altar 200,000 specimens were foundcop-
per implement*, fossil?, carved clay fig-
ures, bears' teeth, alligators' teeth, pearls,
etc. Several specimens of plating were
found in the form of bracelets, hair orna-
ments, etc., copper being the base metal
used. One very carious case of copper
coven d with thin hammered sheets of me-
teoric iron was described and illustrated.
The carved heads and figures found were
wellpreserved, and showed a considerable
degree of advancement in the tine arts.
The heads, and especial'}' the faces, were of
a distinctly Egyptian type, whileone of the
forms of hair-dressing, as shown by a side
view of a head, was exactly that now used
by a Central African negro tribe. An odd
point brought out by the lecturer was that
the mound-builders' ligure3 in clay all show
a condition of rest, while those cf the Pe-
ruvians are of persons in motion.

Wonderful Invention in Telegra-
phy.

—Tuere has recently been perfected,
alter some three years of patient study and
investigation, an invention that bids fair
to revolutionize the present method of tel-
egraphic transmission of dispatches. Itis
called the synchronous multiplex system of
telegraphy, and the inventor is Patrick B.
Delany. of New York. The Scientific Press
says of it:Briefly sUted, the result of Mr.
Delany'a discovery is to enable numerous
telegraphic dispatches to be simultaneously
transmit! d over one telegraph wire. Hith-
erto the greatest number (hat coul 1 be so
cent was limited to four, as in the well-
known quadruple! system, but in the syn-
chronous multiplex system the division of
a single line lias been carried as far as sev-
enty-two, and the limit in this direction
does not yet appear to have been reached.
The value of the discovery will by no
means be diminished when itis known that
in the synchronism system, unlike the
quadruple! system, these messages can be
sent either all in the same direction, or any
numb;r inone direction and the remainder
in the opposite direction.

A Novel Snow Plow Attachment.
There have been various methods resorted
to for the purpose of cleaning the snow
from railway tracks, such as using steam
or hot water in connection with the snow
plow. The latest departure, however, in
this branch of railway engineering, appears
to be the use of a combined snow-plow and
cannon, which is provided with a triple
muzzle, so that when fired it will loosen
the snow and allow of its removilby the
plow. The mechanism of reloading and
tiring is under the control of the engineer,
b.;"i? crated entirely from the locomo-
tive cab.
