There
iino escape from the cold logic of those

!statements. Let us have a better ticket
than the Democracy, let us have candi-
dates whom the people believe capable by
education and experience to deal with the
intricacies of our financial situation ;let us

have candidate, who are neither favorable
to the claims of bondholders, nor yet co
hide-bound that they are incapable of dis-
tinguishing between business economy
and stupid stubbornness. Let us have
candidates whose standing willbe a bond
for their integrity and devotion to the
interests of this city, and who, in the dis-
charge of duty, willknow no boss, draw
no line between rich or poor, strong or
weak, and there can be organized no other
ticket that willdefeat it. Precisely such
a ticket can be put up. The Republican
party inSacramento is rich in capable men,
men commanding the respect of voters,
men of backbone and independence of
character. There is, therefore, no excuse
for a solitary weak man being put on the
ticket. Ifany such are projected into the
contest it willba because some sinister in-
fluence commands it.

THE SUPREME COURT AND THE BOND
COUPONS.

Another review of the decision of the
Supreme Court in the Sacramento bond
coupon case discloses the fact that the
Court did not give the case the delibera-
tion it demanded. Itorders the Treasurer
of the city to pay the coupons, "because it
is his duty to do so irrespective of the or-
der of the Trustees ;"but itdoes net explain,
as we think it in good conscience should,
why this is the Treasurer's duty, when the
Act of 1863 specifically declares that the
Auditor shall have a veto of "all demands
allowed ;" that every demand upon the
Treasury except certain named ones, must
be acted upon by the Hoard of Trustees,"

and be by them allowed or rejected in
whole or in part. Now the sinking and
interest fund is a fund of the Treasury of
the city ;a coupon presented is a demand ;
itmay be fraudulent, a forgery, have been
stolen from the city, as some were, may
ba barred by the statute of limitations,
etc., yet, according to the Supreme Court,
all these matters must be passed upon by
the City Treasurer, an officer the people
who foot the bills do not even elect. True,
the Act of 1858 creating the corporation
known as the city and county of Sacra-
ment )provides that

"
it shall be the duty

of the Treasurer to pay the interest on the
bonds when the same fall? due," etc.; but
does that mean on mere presentation, even
if itbe true that the provision is now in
force ? Does that destroy the right of the
Trustees and Auditor to pass upon the va-
lidityof the demand as is provided they
shall do under a later Act which
took the place of the Act of 1858!
The Supreme Court holds in the affirma-
tive, but we are not thereby convinced
that itis either good law or good logic. It
ceitainly amounts to this that the Treas-
urer chosen by the Trustees rises superior
to them and is forced to a species of usurp-
ation of their prerogatives.

ABOLISH IT.
The Grand Jury of San Francisco report-

ed on Friday last, and among other things
said of the Industrial School:' "This
department, in point of discipline, if
such a thing as discipline exists, is
no credit to a reformatory school.
The great fault seems to be in the time-
honored custom wh'ch permits the Super-
visors to appoint and control the Superin-
tendent, as well as the subordinate officers.
The Superintendent, no mattar how well
qualified, is absolutely powerless beforo
such political obstruction, for he dare not
appoint or discharge- he can only recom-
mend or suspend ;and if he susp nda it
willonly last till the subordinate can be
reappointed by the appointive power. This
institution is an eyesore to the tax-payer,
and should be abolished or put in such
condition as willmake it a reformatory
schcol for the inmates, who are nearly all
joung offenders." Precisely this view we
took of the matter last spring. Tbe school
is a fraud, bacause itaccomplishes cot one \u25a0

of the purposes for which it was originated.
Itis a political machine, and a school for
the developing of young criminals into
adepts in crime. The miserable failure ,
should be abolished, and the State of Cali-
fornia should take upon itself the estab-
lishment of a juvenile reformatory system,
similar to that which is proving so success-
ful in Massachusetts, and the methods of
which we some time ago explained at
length. The Reformatory there is not a

prison ;allclasses are not grouped ;there
is no one great building;no long retention
behind walls;no uniforming with the re-
galia of shame. On the contrary, the plan
is to find homes for waifs and unruly
youth ;to separate them ; to locate tbem

'

far apart ;to disassociate them from the re-
formatory reception department, and to ,

make them self-respecting, independent :
and self-supporting. Upon some such
system the Boys' and Girls' Aid Society is
conducted inSan Francisco ;bat of course
its work is that of private benevolence,
limited in its scope, crippled by made- \u25a0

NEVADA.

Fall of a Bridge—live Men Badly Hurl.
Reno, February 17th.— On the 2d of last

August the bridge over the Truckee river,
two and a half miles west of Verdi, was
burned byincendiaries. A temporary trestle
was put up, and an iron bridge ordered from
Ptcenixville, i"a. The men at work erec'.ii g
itwere raising the main post on the west end
of the bridge to-day at 9 o'clock, whea the
guy rope slipped, and it fell into the river.
Five men were oa top of the scaffold, high
over the top chord of the bridge, and fellthe
whole seventy feet, tiling on a mass of
tangled timbers, ropes, bridge irons, ice and
snow. Atrain left Reno immediately with
physicians, and Mr.Higgins, the company's
agent. The wounded men were brought to
Reno and cared for. H. J. Varnes, of New
Buffalo, _.. V., has a broken leg; Elias
Nicholas, broke ribs and internal injuries ;
Leon Gonville, no bones broken ; Frank
L-tilupe, no bones broken

—
but Doth cut

\u25a0badly shocked. O.iver Donkey, Jr ,not badly
hurt. Nicholas has a family at Verdi. Tee
rest are single men.

Bronco, February 17;h.

Your reporter is

snowed in trying to return from the scene of
tin accident this morning at Bridge 26, At
about 10 o'clock this morning, wcilo raising
one of the columns ia an iron bridge being
erected near Bronco, the heavy iron, through
a neglect ia properly fastening a guy rope,
became unmanageable, and swinging against
another column displaced itand tumbled the
entire span into the river a distance ofabout
forty feet. Five men, who were working on
top of the bridge, were precipitated with the
falling mass a distance of about seventy feet.
Strange to say, no one was killed. Due of
the workmen, H. J. Varnes, had hi. leg
broken and suffered severe injuries about the
head. Elias Nicholas, who ha. been for a long
time in the employ of the railroad company,
latterly as watchman at this same bridge, was
severely injured internally, and had several
ribs broken. Tbe other injured men were
Frank Latilupe, Leon Gonville and Oliver
Lonkey. These men escaped withtheir lives
only by a miracle. Aspecial with a wreck-
ing car attached lett Truckee at once, and
have been hard at work trying to get
the structure sufficiently safe to cross.
The adjoining span is liable to fall at any
moment, an i the utmost efforts are being
made to secure it. To add to the difficulty
of the situation, the worst windand storm of
the season is in progress, a_d work prcgr. s.=_B

with much diffi.alty. At dark the bridge
was not considered safe to cross, but the
severity of the storm and daik .ess compilled
the workmen to desist. Superintendent
Wright has been on the ground allday, work-
ing to get the truck clear. The big snow-
plow was sent for to Truckee, to escort the
engine and caboose back, and reports that the
snow is drifted on the track four cr five feet
at present,

'
The engine and snowplow are

both off the track. 1-. will require four or
fivehours' work in the morning before trains
can pass the b.ijgo. The west passenger
willbe detained at Truckee at least five or
six hoars. The storm shows no signs of abat-
ing, and grave fears are entertained for a
blockade. A portion of Ilia telegraph lines
are down, and the line repairers are busy try-
in--; to keep them up. The wounded at the
bridge have all been taken to Reno, where
they re being cared for. No low of life is
anticipated.

[THIRD DISPATCH.]

Trochee, February 17th.— 11 v. m.—The
oldest railroad men pronounce tho present
storm the worst they ever saw on the moun-
tains. Nine entities and a enow plow will
endeavor to get the east-bound passenger
train through from the summit in the morn-
ing. Atleast fifteen feet of new snow has
drifted nil1 filled up the cuts and places that
have been kept clear before. The enow has
nearly ceased falling, but the gale sill con-
tinues. From the summit east will doubt-
less be entirely blocked in the morning. A
burning chimney in the Truckee Hotel cre-
ate! quite a panic for a few minutes. The
alarm brought out everyone in town, and the
utmost consternation prevailed for a while.

THE LEVEE QUESTION.

A Critique from a stranger on the Discus-
sion of Levee Matters.

Eds. Ricoud Union :Iam a temporary
sojourner inSacramento, and have to perma-
nent interest inyour city or its environs. I
observe the discussions relative to your levee
expenditures, and particularly that reported
in your evening contemporary on Saturday.
Doubtless itis none of my business, but still
Iventure to put in my say-so.

AsIunderstand the matter, a committee of
your Association cf Citizens recommended
the raising cf a special amount of $40,000 for
levee purposes. The evening paper opposes
this item. The Association meets again, con-
siders the question, and the City Engineer

and County Surveyor make statements of
facts and figures which had guided the com-
mittee in its deliberations.

The evening paper, in tbe same issue that
reports these lest proceedings, denies the cor-
rectness of the facts, asserts that the esti-
mates are much too high, and implies that the
engineers' opinions are probably not worth
having.
Itsays :

"
We have calculated generously,

and wehave placed the figures higher than
they need be. In fact, we stretch matters,
and we figure up a handsome levee outlay as
follows," and then follows figures eggregating
$20,000, in place of $40,000.

In the first place, if ycur town Trusted
have not accurate information, in map form
on a large scale, concerning the details of fact
with respect to levees, floods and adjacent
channels, they have neglected an indispens-
able preliminary to really intelligent action
on your questions.
Itsuch information exists in proper form,

your engineers have either mi-quoted it,or
iour contemporary is guilty of the most re-
freshing dogmatism that has come under my
notice in this State of personal assurance.

Ifyour City Engineer and the Surveyor
have not such information before them, they
are simply lowering what is elsewhere consid-
ered a very respectable profession, by at-
tempting definite advice on insufficient
knowledge of facts and study of them.

Ifitis a fact that these gentlemen have al-
lowed themselves to bo drawn into a public
discussion of profesiional questions merely as
citizen", while they are reported as engineers,
doubtless they are the victims cf a local mis-
conception of what constitute a civil en-
gineer, and are obliged to come forward with
their views, like other citizens, in open meet-
in?, to avoid b.i_g considered stiff-backed or
ignorant.
Ifthen is anything in the engineering pro-

f.=--i n, itis that as the result of the study
of natural science, of physical phenomena
and ofengineering experience., the individual
becomes qualified to take up a subject of
this kind, marshal the facts, point out thrir
bearing, forecast their effects, and plan for
desired defense.

Upon such exhibits of facts, discussions
and planning., and advice from such sources,
lit'/ nd can intelligently determine whether
or not they should submit to be taxed tocarry
oat the work. There is no mystery about
engineering methods ; but it takes time to
become a really competent engineer, just as
it takes time to be a goo 1lawyer or a suc-
cessful merchant.

Itdoes cot appear to ma whether Messrs.
B.B3ett and Pierson have been called profes-
sionally to study and advise in this case or
not. Ifthey have not, your citizens are doing
them great injustice by pumping them for
professional opinions, and your city will
eventually suffer for want of proper guidacc. .
Those engineers should be given proper op-
portunity to study your problems and tobriu_: tte data into a thoroughly digested
and indisputable form, if you want their
opinions, and they should be paid for the
service. Orelse you should send abroad and
get some one in whom you have sufficient
C-ufideocs to trust with the study.

You certainly would not expect your law-
yers and your doctors to serve in parallel
ca-n.B in their profession, at public meetings,
and discuss points at law or physic, for your
delectation or pecuniary benefit.

Court of the State with a case involving veiy
much cf the valuation of your whole properly
you would employ counsel and pay well for
preliminary advice as well as for the cindue:
of the case inCourt.

Ccßiors Facts About Water —The
extent to which water mingles with bodies
apparently solid is wonderful. The glit-
tering opal, which beauty wears as an or-
nament, iB only flint and water. In every
plaster of Paris statue which an Italian
carries through our streets for sale there is
one pound of water to every four pounds
of chalk. The air we breathe contains
live grains of water to each cubio foot of
its bulk. The potatoes and turnips which
are boiled for our dinner have, in their raw
state, the one 75 per cent, the other 00 per
oent. of water. A man is, chemically
speaking, forty-five pounds of carbon and.
nitrogen diffused through fiveand a half
pailfuls of water. A sunflower evaporates
one and a quarter pints of water a day, and
a c'lib-ge about the same quantity. A
wheat 1 1.tit exhales in one hundred and
seventy-two days about one hundred thou-
sand grains of water. Anacre of growing
wheat, on this calculation, draws and
passes out about ten tons of water per day.
The sap of plants is the medium through
which this mass of fluid is conveyed. It
forms a delicate pump, by which the wa-
tery particles run with the rapidity of a

swift stream. By the action of the sap
various properties may be communicated
to the growing plant. Timber in France
is, for instance, dyed by various colors be-
ing mixed with water and poured over the
root of the tree. Dahlias are also colored
by a similar [Exchange,
