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HOW 70 IMPROVE A RIVER—BOME
INTERESTING DEMONSTRATIOKS,

In the North American Review for March
Mr. Robert S, Taylor presents a paper en-
titled “ How to Improve the Mississippi.”
The article in nearly every respect applies
in its recitals and in the principles enunci-
ated directly to the Sacramento river and
its improvement.

The subject of river improvement and
the duty of the Federal Government to
preserve the navigability of navigable
streams is attracting wide attention. So
overshadowing is it as related to the
Mississippi that no political party would
now be so bold as to go before the country
in opposition to the propesition to preserve
that great free highway and heritage of the
people, The question of the improvement
of the Sacramento will presently come to
be equally as weighty a matter in this
State.

It will be profitable to glance at the
points made by Mr, Taylor. Their appli-
cation to the Sacramento will be evident
without comment, further than to say that
a8 the Government must eventually—and
we believe very soon, perhaps the present
year—begin to reform the river banks eo
as to close the breake in the levees, it
behooves river towns and cities to go adjust
themselves as to place no reliance what-
ever upon the deceptive and temporary
easements of the river made by breaks in
levees opposite te them, as, for instance, in
the case of Sacramento, and also to consider
the danger to the stream in permitting
canals to be fed from it,

Mr. Taylor says the agreed plan for the
Missiseippi is to utilize the scouring power
of the river to cut away bars; to apply
the energy of the river to this work by
narrowing the channel and concentrating
the current upon the bars,
versally c

Bars are uni-
incident with excessive width,
Re-formation of bars is to be prevented by
protecting the caving banks above them
from which most of their constituent ma-
terial is taken, (In the case of the Sacra.
mento, however, an artificial deposit fur-
nishes it.) To preserve the energy of the
river, unimpaired by outlets or subdivisions
(The italics are ours.) This
is the plan upon which ail river improve-
ments must proceed, because it is in the
direction of the nataral effort and labor of
streams, At ordinary stages rivers, says
Mr, Taylor, should flow in one undivided

olume,

channel, and consequently to strengthen
the levees themselves. In other words,
levee-building is but to finish the river's
unfinished work, and in the case of the
Sacramento it is more—it i3 to give a spe-
cific to an ailing river.

If the energy of a river makes its chan-
nel, any access of that emergy will tend
that much to deepen a channel or restore
its original condition, So, then, any dim-
inution of the energy will tend to augment
the ailment and final deetruction of the
channel, Energy is augmented by increase
of volume and depth, for volume adds to
the velocity, and the result is a deeper and
better channel, Whatever, therefore, re-
duces that velocity, to just that extent
impairs the river, because it lessens its
energy.

Artificial causes to a large extent have in.
jured the Mississippi as well as the Sacra-
mento, and artificial remedies must be ap-
plied in consequence, Some very interest-
ing facts are recited by Mr. Taylor to
gshow the damaging influence upon the
river of unrestrained overflow, for overflow
or unnatural emission through the banks
tends tc produce diminished and irregular
velocity in the main channel, and of
course stimulates the filling of it with sedi-
ment, Such emission and overflow give
local variations of velocity and direction in
the main channel,

Thus, in one part of the river the escape
may be great, in another small, a few miles
distant, and these irregular discharges will
produce corresponding fluctuations in the
velocity and direction of the current, and
consequent retardation of flow and deposits
of sediment. Now, says Mr, Taylor, and
here he describes the case of the Sacra-
mento precisely, ‘“an overflow
through a series of crevasses located not
far distant from each other, is substantially
like an overflow across the natural bank,
The chief difference is that in the former
case the sections of discharge are more
sharply defined than in the latter, where
there is likely to bs a thin sheet running
over a considerable portion of the entire
front, with large discharges at bayous or
depressions in the surface,”

In the flood of 1882 four crevasses on
the Yazoo front within a space of eighty
miles showed, by survey, a filling up in
every case of from four to twenty-four per
cent. of the entire channel space. But if
the same amount of water had gone over
the levees on a lunger bank front, the im-
pairment would not have been so great at
any one place or so easy to ascertain and
measure,

At Clayton, Ia., the overflow begins at
fourteen feet, and from that up to eighteen
feet the river in 1881 gained nothing in ve-
locity. So at Grafton, Ill, as the overflow
increased the velocity ceased to increase,
and at last actually decreased. So in Mis.
gouri, in 1881, for five hundred miles the
river covered the valley from bluff to bluff,
with nothing to retard its progress; yet
its velocity so slackened as it rose above
its banks, and its rise so increased as its
velocity slackened, that at St. Charles it
reached a hight of three feet above that at
Sioux City, whereas the normal course of
a fiood is to diminish in hight above the
low-water plane as it flows downward.

‘We may not now pursue the subject fur-
ther, but the moral pointed is made already
sufficiently clear, and cannot be gain-
sayed. Rivers, to be re-formed or pre-
served, must be leveed in, all breaks
and artificial emissions closed, unnatural
emissions prevented, and thus the full
scouring and bank-building capacity pre-
served, and this not only for the benefit of
the river but equally for the safety of lands
adjacent thereto, although this latter is an
incident, and is never, we hold, to be made

an object of the Government work,

Fire at San Quentin—The New Ferry

Steamer Saucelito Burned.

Sa~ RarAgL, February 24th.—The elegant
ferry steamer Saucelito, owned by the Nort!,
Pacific Coast Railroad Company, was ce'a-
pletely destroyed by fire at San Quzntin to-
night. The fire started at abous 7:30, wnd
was first seen by one of the deck hands, The
flames were then issuing from the ho'd, An
alarm was instaztly given, but it was too
late to save anything, as almost iramediately
the lower deck was one mass of flames, Cap-
tain Brooks, the collector on ti e boat, was in
his room off the cabip, in the after part of
the vessel, when he heard thae cry of fire, He
rushed out into the cabin, but found egress to
the lower deck cut off, and had to mske his
escape from the eide of the wheelhcuse. To
prevent the fire communicating to the wharf
the steamer was cut loose from her moorings,
and was allowed to dritt, as it was impossibie
to save her. A young man, name unknown,
who ran the bootblack stand, was asleep in
the forecastle, and the fice spread with euch
rapidity that it was impossible to get to him,
and he perished in the flames. When the fire
was first discovered Captain Brooks, William
McLain, the porter, four deck bands and the
beotblack were aboard, and had it happened
one hour later the loss of life would have
been greater, as all of the above
slept on the boat, and were in the
habit of retiring early. The burned steamer
cost about $125,000 six years sgo in the East,
when she was brought overland in sections,
together with a companion buat, the San
Rafael ; bat has seen but abou$ two years’
active servica, Recently upward of $£30,000
was apent in overhauling her. At present
the origin of the fire iz a mystery. She was
insured for about $75,000, but it was impossi-
ble to learn to-night in what companies, The
loss will cause no detention in travel, as the
company has the steamer San Rafael in re-
serve, which will be placed on the route to-
IMOITow.

WWe are entirely unable to comprehend the
fogic which maintains that it makes no dif-
ference what the hight of the levees is or
may be. In the not improbable event of a
great fleod the difference would very clearly
appear. But our contemporary retreats
into a snug corner and declares that the
only question is: “Is $40,000 needed to
give the city full protection?” To deter-
mine this and kindred guestions the people
have elected City and County Surveyors,
fisted by special knowledge for just such
problems, We believe that it is with the
suggestion and advice of these gentlemen
that the Citizens’ Committee ask for the
expenditure of $40, on the levees.
We have confidence in these officials,
both in their capacity of citizens, en-
gineers and public officers. We are sure
they are not trying to force an nnnecessary
burden upon the taxpayers. When they
state that £40,000 is necessary to fully and
amply protect the city from floods, we be-
lieve that their recommendation is based
upon careful and intelligent investigation.
1f they are not the persons to whom we
are to look for advice in this mastier, then,
pray, to whom shall we go ? A flood would
cost the people a hundred times the pro-
posed expenditure. To nvexb.gio great a
contingent calamity is surely the part of
wisdom. We have heard it everywhere
from Los Angeles to Chico that Sacramento
is in danger from floods. If $40,000 is
going to remove these outside impressions
who will say that the money will not have
been well expended ? Like the man with
the ‘“faik,” it’s outside capital we want,
With the feeling of our perfect security,
property values will go to a figure never
known before, and commensurate with our
importance as a city and its desirableness
as a place to live and locate. 'This increase
in values would compensate a hundred fold
for the tax necessary to bring it about,
There are many other and cbvious con-
siderations tending to the great advantage
of the city which grow directly out of the
fullest security of our levees. We need
not mention them here, since they are so
obvious as to commend themselves. We
hope that $40,000 will be expended as pro-
posed, We think it is a sound business
proposition to vote in favor of the tax, Of
course it is, then, good public policy.

The Sunday Capital says upen the same
subject : Quite an excitement has been
stirred up of late on the proposition to vote
$40,000 for the better protection of our
levee system, and, ar usual, there is some
persons who are ‘‘ kicking” against it, We
should not mind these people, for they
would not be satisfied unless they could
oppose zome good cause. Well, no matter
what they say ‘‘the people” want the
levees repaired, and they might as well
keep quiet, for they are only wasting their
breath on the desert air, as the ballot-box
will decide. When the ballots have been
countad, and the result announced—levees,
by all means, and $40,000 worth, too—it
is no doubt these ‘ kickers” will feel like
crawling in a hole and pulling the hole in
after them,
