The great John L. Sullivan has been
heard from again, he having last night, in
a notorious sporting resort, engaged in a
fracas with Henry Slade, the Maori.

boxing days are over. Sullivan’s friends
claim that the Maori, just previous to his
unceremonious withdrawal from the com-
bination, received $100 ahead of what was
due nim, ard so palpable was the infent
that John L. Sullivan and his friends could
not help but feel indignant, This feeling
culminated last night in Sallivan entering
the resort above referred to, according to
the stories told, in an embittered condi.
tion. Slade was sitting at a table in the
rear room, when Sullivan approached him
and let out a torrent of abuse, calling him
such high-sounding names as only a
‘‘champion’s ” vocabulary abounds in, ang
finally invited Slade to stand up and settle
the matter with a little ‘‘ konocking out”
exercise. The latter kept cool and in-
vited the gentleman from Boston to sit

down ana listen to an explanation. The
latter, instead of accepting the in.
vitation, suddenly took Slade by the

shoulders and with lightning-like rapidity
butted him on the nose with his head.
The claret spurted from the Maori’s nose,
but before the attack could be repeated he
jumped up and laid Sallivan on his back
on the barroom floor. His grip was like

that of a vise, and Sullivan vainly en-
deavored to regain his feet, but Slade was
inexorabls, and asked the prostrate cham-
pion if he did not think he had acted a

little rash, and, in fact, if he were not
radically in the wrong? Some twenty
minutes” expired, and still the great

“‘knocker out” was prostrate, and several
men were out hunting for a policeman,
Before the latter had arrived Sullivan
changed his tone and actaally begged Slade
to allow him to arise, The latter did so
just in time to let the policeman escort the
discomfited pugilist to a hack, which took
him to the Palace. Shortly afterward Al
Smith, manager of the combination, having
heard of the fracas, went hurriedly to the
scene of the disturbance, where he showed
an equal ability in the use of hard language,
and after becoming tired he concluded with
telling Slade and a friend that they had
better both get out of San Francisco, and
in fact all the San Francisco sports would
have cause to regret having adopted their
calling. Slade’s friende say he could easily
have placed his enemy %ors du combat, and
they are surprised that he did not, and also
that he kept so cool throughout the whole
time, They pronounce the attack as cow-
ardly in the extreme.—[San Francisco Call,
February 24th.
