Murbach, in November,
1882, killed Jules Millet on Howell moun-
tain. At the time of the murder there was
much talk in the upper part of the valley of
Iynching, but he was safely placed in jail,
and afterwards received a [air tria!, and when
the case was submitted to the jury a verdict
of murder in the first degree was rendered in
a few minutes. The prironer was sentenced
to be hanged in April last, but the case was
sppealed, avd the verdict was confirmed, snd
Friday, the 29th instant, was the day fixed
for the execution, The counsel for the
prisoner received numercus signatures to a
petition for a commutation of the santence.
Amoug the signatures were five of the jury
who convicted him, There were few, if avy,

THE PEOPLE'S WISH,

The Red Bluff Sentinel, referring to the
proposed forfeiture of the California and
Oregon land graet, says: ‘‘We venture
the assertion that if the question was sub-
mitted to a vote of the people of northern
California fairly and equarely, without the
intermeddling of politicians and office
seekers, as to whether the land granted to
the California and Oregon Railroad should
be forfeited, thereby jeopardizing the
building and equipping of the road, or
allow the company to go on and complete
the road and receive the land subiidy, a
large majority would favor the latter prop-
osition. We know of but one paper north
of Tehama county that has favored the
passage of the bill forfeiting this land
grant. Settlers, immigrants and old resi-
dents in Tehama, Shasta, Siskiyou, Modoc
and Trinity counties are almost unani-
mously opposed to the bill. The Marys-
ville Advocate truthfully says: ¢There
are doubtless interests of business and
trade that would be greatly benefited by
the completion of the railroad.’

“‘The whole trade of the State and busi-
ness interests generally would be greatly
benefited and improved by the building of
thie road to the Oregon line, To say that
the road will be built whether the company
gets the land or not, is simply begging the
question, for the people of those northern
counties care but little for the land grant
or the money the railroad company may
sell the lands for, if their lands are doubled,
trebled and quadrupled in value by the
building of the icad, which will induce a
large immigration that will take up Gov-
ernment sections and purchase railread sec-
tions, make homes, engage in stock raising,
agriculture, vine-growing and a great many
more industries that will induce capitalists
to make investments and develop the hid-
den and dormant resources of the country
that never would be developed but for the
bailding of the road. This is the plain
common-sense visw of the subject. and the

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FCR THE GOOD OF CALIFOENIA

The San Francisco A/ta says: The bill
before Congress to forfeit the grant to the
California and Oregon road stands upon a
different footing from others. That road
is now, and for a long time past has been,
rapidly nearing completion, t least the
work 18 proceeding with energy, the build-
ers showing good faith, and that they will
complete it as soon as poseible, The people
of this State, and particularly the people
of the northern counties, are greatly inter-
ested in haviog the road built as early as
possible. Can the road be built, and will
1t be built without the grant? Would it
be just to those whoee millions have gone
into the road on the faith of the graut, and
after they have got the road running into
an uninhabited and uninhabitable country,
for Congress to say, ‘‘ Now, gentlemen, if
you do not continue, your road is valucless ;
if you do, the grant you received as the in-
ducement for the beginning of your enter-
prise shall be taken away.” The commer-
cial interests of this city and this State
demand the completion of the road, that
we may have connection by rail with the
northern coast and with the Northern P:-
cific Railroad.
