wrong, inasmuch as, baving deprived us
unjustly of this right for nearly thirty
years, until all desirable lands have been
disposed of in the districts where most of
the lands returned ss mineral
are now to be limited to the right of selec.
tion in said districts, where we cannot sat.
iefy the same. We should be accorded the
right to select the indemnity inuring to
the State under this Act from the choicest
unappropriated and unoccupied lands in
the State. There are no district locating
agents, and no district funds—only one
agent for the State, and the money goes
to one common fund, hence no reason ex-
ists for restriction to selection within dis.
tricts.

Every other State which has enjoyed the
benefit of a school land grant, and has in.
curred losses of this class, has received in-
demnity for the same, except Colorado, and
a bill granting said right to that State has
passed the Senate during this session.

I take no more interest in this bill than
in other measures which necessitated my
visit to Washington, but this having
caused much comment, I take pleasure in
defending it.

The matter of lieu lands is misunder-
stood. No such thing as lien scrip exists,
nor has there ever been any collateral which
was receivable in payment for school lands,
save echool land warrants, all of which
have already been cancelled.

The idea of such scrip has become cur.
rent, because certain land attorneys hsve
charged a certain amount for their knowl-
specific losses of sixteenth and
thirty-sixth sections, which were nameza,
and used as basis in liem of which the
lands purchased have been selected by the
State.

In the past, large bodies of lieu lands
have been secured by specalators, but since
the adoption of the new Constitution and
Codes, this has become impossible, as the
purchaser has to be an actual settler, and
can secure but 320 acres. Also, fully fifteen
months muast elapse before a patent can
issue to an applicant, and during tbat time
any one has the right to contest the
validity of an application to purchase, in
the Superior Court of the county in which
the land sought to be purchased is situ-
ated.

The bill referred to is a just one, and I
particularly desire it should pass, that I
may appropriate a majority of the bases for
the curing of defective unlieted selections
which could not be cured under the Act of
March 1, 1877, Most of these defective
selections are in districts where a small
quantity of lands have been returned as
mineral, therefore the district lines must
be disregarded to admit of necessary cor-
rections, In the San’ Francisco District
the majority of these selections exist, say
ten thousand acres, and only twelve hun-
dred acres of mineral lieu would inure to
the State,

I bad a bill before the last Legislature
providing authority for me to decline to re-
ceive new lien applications until all such
defective selections were cured, which was
defeated by the same parties who attack
the Miller-Glascock bill. I then arbitrarily
refused to receive any such applications,
and ovly when threatened with a man.
damus, which would bave involved the
State in great expense, did I recede,

If the parties who attack the bill referred
to know of any band of speculators wko
have designs upon the lands of the State,
it is their duty to name them. I know of
none,

It is the land attorneys who make the
attack, and who fear that the bill will pass
and their knowledge be rendered worth.
less. We have, unfortunately, a lot of
Ishmaelites in this State, who no sooner
learn of a measure being proposed for the
benefit of the State, than they oppose it.

The Miller.Glascock bill has received
the indorsement of those who probably
know what are, and seek most to promote,
the best interests of the State, and so long
as there is a chance to facilitate the pas.
sage of said bill, I shall labor in that di-
rection.

The praiseworthy bill granting the right
to select other lands in lieu of those re-
turned as mineral, to Colorado, is the same
as that for California, except that the Colo-
rado bill recites the manner in which the
mineral character of lands shall be deter-
mined, all of which is superfluous, as the
United States laws already require that the
course therein prescribed shall be followed,
hence the Colorado bill, which grants in-
demnity for such ** lands as may have been
or shall be found to be mineral lands,”
being *‘ fairintelligible * * * and any
State entitled to select as provided shere-
in,” no tangible objection can be raised to
the California bill, which grants indemnity
for such * lands as may have been or shall
be found to be mineral lands,” using the
languags of the hostile critics.

While in Washington I endeavored to pro-
cure the passage of an amendment to the
present Colorado bill, exactly as it passed,
including California, which will indicate
just how much I was disposed to labor
in the interest of ‘““a tricky bill.” The
Senate decided  that each State
should stand wpon its own bottom, hence
the failure to combine the two bills,
