Astatement is published that the French
Government has given assurance that it
willassist in the discovery of the men en-
gaged in the dynamite business, and that
all vessels hereafter arriving at French
ports from America will bs thoroughly
searched.

Later advices from Trinkitat give the
following information :The rebels were
found in force with two guns, mounted at
an old fort three miles from Fort Baker.
Firing opened on both sides and lasted a
long time. The rebels were finally repulsed
after 1,000 of their men had been klled.
The British losses are 100 killed and 40
wounded.

The bust of Longfellow was unveiled in
Lindon Saturday morning.
