--000 capital, to-day locked out all the Chinese
cigarmekers on account of the aggression of
the Chiaese, who have ccntinually demanded
higher wagea and harder terms. < Some days
ago, because of Eomo dissatisfaction at Wm.
Lewis &Co.'s, tha Chinese all went out The
Executive Committee of the Cigar Manu-
facturers' Asscciation to-day met the leaf
dealer?, and asked them not to sell any leef
tobacco to any firm employing Chinese labor
during the lockout. No Chinaman willbe
employed until these who left Lswij&Co.
and Placeman's shall have returned to work.
The manufacturers will also bring white
labor from New York to take the placa of
Chinese labor. It ia expected that the men
and their families willbe here within the
next two or three week?, and on their arrival
they willbe distributed pro rata among tbe
;variona firms. The wagea for ci^armnkeri
are represented to be lowei in New York
than here, and tbe principal competition in
thia market has been betwean the New York
tenement-houpe product and that of strictly
Chinese manufactura here.
