AN OUTSIDE OPINION OF SACRAMENTO.

The Keno '..\u25a0•"•, commenting upon the
proposition to expend $40,000 on the Sac-
ramento levee system at onco, says :

This seems to be a wise policy, based on
well-grouddul fi-ar that the present condi-
tion cf the levees around that citydoes not
insure the safety of property assinst the
Hoods of thfl comiDg season. With from
ei.;ht to liftecn feet of snow along the im-
menfe watershed of the Sierras, compris-
ing over 20,000 square miles oiarea, which
in the spiing will pour ite torrents down
the Yuoa, tie Be3r and the forks of the
American, it cannot but justly alarm the
thinking people of Sacramento. From,
every canyon side, from every plowed field
in the foothills, with this immense body of
melting snow and foothill rsins. will go
millions upon millions of cubic inches of
disintegrated earth, which no puny injunc-
tion can stiy. The God of Nature has de-
creed these mountain streams as the work-
ing rivers of the coast to feed the low-
waste plaoes cf the deep.down valleys. So
loDg as the mountains stand and
there ia rain, snow and sunahine, bo
l.mg will the citing and towns along the
Sacramento, near the mouths of these
mountain streams, have to raise and con-
tinue to raise their levees, and with them
the cites and foundation of their cities ;for
if evtry hydraulic mine in the Sirrras is
stopped, yet the laws of nature will not
atop. Each year, as the rocks of the
mountains are laid lucre bare \,y stripping
them cf their vegetable covering" and troes,
so long will the danger of heavy tlooda be
increased. With do vegetation on the
mountains, there is no absorption of the
moisture in the atmosphere within the
storm lange; nor ia there any absorption
from the eaita t.. the support of vegetable
life. The result is th»t condensations from
the atmosphere are as sudden as the moist
atmosphere strikes the cold, sterile moun-
tain side. In the warmth of the spring
sun the winter snow has no protection
from its burning rays ;the result is sudden
Hood3, and more of them than when the
mount »ins were covered withheavy tim-
ber and vegetable "life.
