Another Arrest Made—Revolting Facts
Given by Witnesses,

An absorbing subject of conversatiom in
Sacramento yesterdasy was the evidence of
the operation of body-snatchers in the ceme-
teries of the city, detailed in the laat issue of
the RecorD-UsioN, Excitement on thesub-
jeet was increased during the day when it
was learned that cfficer Jackson and Health
Officer Ferral had found ia the building oc-
cupied by George D, Gardner, and where the
remsins supposed to be those of John H,
Lyon were discovered Wednesday,

ANOTHER HORRIBLE EVIDEMNCE
Of rascality, in the form of a skeleton hand,

Charles Gardrer, a younger brotherof Geo.D.,
end he was accordingly taken into custody.
His statement adds to the evidence sgainst

WHAT CRANDALL KENOWS ABOUT IT.
Charles Crandall, of Galt, a young man 19

years of age, who for a lorg time was in the
employ of Daniel Gardner, was brought to
the city yesterday by officer J ackson, While
en route to this city he made a statement to
the officer, and repeated it last night in the
cffice of the Chief before Chief Karcher, of-
ficer O. C, Jackson, Walter B, Ferral and a
representative of the Recorp-UnioN. He
gaid : On the 6:h or 13:h of Jannary—am
not certasin of the date, but know
it was on a Sunday—I was
standing ia front of D, Gardner’s wood yard
when George Gardner, his son, came along
with his overcoat over his arm, He asked
me what I would charge to assist himself and
a couple of students to get a body from the
cemstery, I replied. ** A hundred dollars, if
you bave got it.” He eaid he did not have
that amount. I then told him that I would
have nothing to do with the matter, not for
any amount. I would not do it for sny con-
sideration whatever. He insisted, begged me
to go, and offered me {en dollars, I told him
I would not go for that, He then, in order
to allay all my fears, told me there was no
law iu California against such acts, and said,
“If vou do get into a scrape the students in
San Francisco will see you through.” Fiaally,
one night, after repeated persuasions, 1
started with him for the Catholic Cemetery.
We went on foot, George Garduer carrying a
spade and a large sack, He told me he was
going after

THE BODY OF A CATHOLIC GIRL
About 20 years of age, that had bsen burisd
that day. When we arrived inside the in-
closure of the cemetery ha got down on his
hands and knees and examined the tracks in
the road, in order to see where the hearse had
gone, in order to locate the grave, He then
directed me to foliow him to the potter’s field,
I then backed cut, told him I would go no
further, but should return home immediately,
He insisted on my stayicg, said all he wantsd
of me was to stand guard. I refused to re-
main, and we beth returned. All the way
back to the city ke upbraided me for my Cow-
ardice He kept at me, and also a room-
£ wine by the name of Little, to assist
him in securing a body, Little told him pos-
itively that he would have nothing to do with
it. Little did not know that I had accom-
panied George to the cemetery until I told
him sometime afterward, Little is a man
about 35 years of &ge, a man of good sense
and judgment, and he told me that I had
made & fool of myself, I think he gave up
the ides of gefting the body of the girl
spoken of. He told Little and I about an-
other body, and asked us to assist in getting
it, but we both positively declined, telling
him he could offer no inducement that wonld
causze us to do so. About two weeks

AFTERWARDS HE WENT ALONE.
He said if he did not have a body for his next
examination he would not be able to get his
diploms for another year. We heard nothing
more from him on the subject until about two
days before he got the body., The night he
dug it up he came into our room about 3
¢’clock in the morning, and asked us to go
with him and assist in pulling it in the wagon.
We declined positively to have anything to do
with it. He called again three or four times,
but we would not go. In the morning when
we got up we found the horse and buggy
hitched up, and the body, inclosed in a sack,
lay in the back part of the buggy. It re-
wsined in the buggy until after the other two
men, who are employed ir the weodyard, came
tn their work., They knew what it was, for one
of them opened thesack and inspected for him-
gelf, Wken George Gardner came down
stairs he approached Little and myself, and
asked us to assist him in carrying the body
from the buggy to the chemical works, which
we declined to do. I did not see the body for
three or four days safterwards, when I was
asked by him to go into the chemical works
to assist in moving some barrals, I then for
the first time saw the body. Then Little and
I both went in afterwards, The last time I
saw it was when I assisted him in repairing
the water pipes. The first time I saw the
body I said o Garduoer, I know that fellow;
it is Johnnie Lyons, the boy who used to
peddie newspapers at the railroad depot.”
He gaid I was wi ea, I told him I knew
better ; 1 was pesitive that

IT WAS JOHNNIE LYONS' BODY,
From the first time I eaw it until the lsst it
lay covered with old dirty coal sacks, The
cold dust completely covered it with filth,
makiog a horrible sight. The body did not
smell, but the last time I saw it the face was
black from mortificatior. The place where
the body lay was exposed to the weather,
and the rain dripped down on its face. It
was a diogy, dicty place, icfested with rats,
and the latter bad devoured portiors of the
feet of the body. I am positive that China-
men knew of the bodies being there, for I
once saw one vpeeping through the cracks
where it lay. The second time I saw the
body he had the juzular vein—at least that
is what he called 1t—and was injecting some
fluid into it with a large rubber syringe. He
gaid the veins was all that he wanted to
study on ; he wanted to inject the veins in
order to bricg them out plain, He sasid he
cared nothking for the skeleton. He told me,
while we were en route to the cemetery, that
he had takea

BODIES FROM THE CITY CEMETERY,

An1 said if we can take bodies from there it
will be no trick at all to take one from the
Catholic Cemetery., He told me how he
could get them into a boat on the slough
back cf the City Cemetery and boat them up
into the city. He said while we were on the
way to the Catholic Cemetery to get the
body of the young lady, that if I would
atick to him, we wonld make money out of
it. He could =hip them to San Francisco in
barrels, two ic each barrel, and the freight
per barrel would cost about a dollar, At the
Bay he could get $0 a piece for them, He
would ship them to his own addre:s,
be in San Francisco to receive them, and
then deliver them in person to the college.
It was a business I did not care to embark
in aud eo I declined to have snything to do
with it, I told bim that in Cleveland body-
enatchers got fifty dollars apiece for a
cadaver, This intormation I learned from
reading the confession of a man who was at
one time a profeseional body-snatcher. Dan-
iel Gardner, the father of George, early on
the morning the body was brought there was
at the gate and ssked cne of the men what
the dark lantern was doing there., Northrup,
one of his hired mea, said: ‘“ When I came
here the gats was unlocked and the mare was
hitched up,” Gardoer walked off and asked
po more questions. Gaorge told Thrall and
Northrup thst he had been out after a dead
hog, Thrall asked him:
“WHAT MAKES THE HOG STINK S0?”

And he replied: **Oh! it came out of a nasty
pen.” When I settled up with Gardrer I teld
tim he had beiter treat his men better than
he had me, or roms ot them would squeal on
him. T teld him I thought Northrup would
squeal snyhow, and you are imglicsted, He
said he had nothing to do withit. He should
not be held accountable for what his son
did. He said he knew George had done
wrong, but he was in no wise to blame.
Garduver admitted to my tather that he knew
the body was there, Gzorge asked Little and
I to keep stili about the matter, saying it
would be a hot job for him if it was found
cut, He told me that acother student was
going with_him to the cemetery. The old
man sext Northrup out back of the chemical

works to repair the fence, Northrup, being
curious, attempted to get & sight of the
body by peeping through a crack. George
canght him in the act, gave him a scolding,
and said if he heard of his saying anything
about his snatching bodies he would make it
hot for him. The night he and I went to the
cemetery he wanted me to hitch up the
mare, I told him I would not, for I knew
the old man would kick. He said that would
be all right ; he would stand between me and
the old man, I would not do it, He said
that night when he went for the

BODY OF THE YOUNG LADY

That he intended to dig it up, put it in asack
and then go for it afterwards with a wagon.
He seid it would not do to leave a wagon
standing there during the time it would
take to secure the body, as that would create
suspicion. He went to a pawnbroker on Sec-
ond street and tried to hire a revolver, but
was refused. He then hired one of a junk-
man by the name of Charles Shoemaker. I
asked him what he wanted with a gun, and
he replied, *“If I am caught and can’t scare
them I will use it,” Oune day he took an arm
down from a shelf and showed it tome. It
was a perfect arm, with the shoulder bones
attached, and I should judge was that of a
womsn. Idid not ask nor doI know where
it came from. Thiswas after the body of
Johonie Liyons was in hie possession. Imake
this statement of my own free will and ac-
cord, snd am not induced to do so by any
promises or threats,

STATEMENT OF NORTHRUP,

Robert J. Northrup said : On the morning
of January 29, 1884, I came down to
the woodyard about 6:30 A, M., and finding
the gate unlocked, an unusual thing, ssked
about it. Little or Crandall, one or the
other, said the team had beea cut, Iun goiog
to the stable I found the black mare hitched
to the littie wagon, I lcoked in the wagon
and saw something in a sack. I took hold of
it and it felt meaty, like a humzn body. I
felt the head, and thought perhaps some one
had been run over by the cars. I went into
the stable and said to Crandall and Littie,
“ My God, that feels like s human head.”
They grinned & little, and said, ‘‘ You act
like a circue.” Taen Istepped over to Thrall
and said, *‘ Go over and look in ths wagon, 1
guess some one has been run over and the
undertzaker has not got around yet.” I
thought perhaps for that reason it was there,
Thrall went to the wagon, made au examina-
tion, came back and said, "I thiok it is a
man, I feltthe

ARMS, LEGS, NOSE AND HAIR,
But I could not see it.” Then we thought it
would go to the nadertaker’s, 80 we watched.
Msantime, Little ard Crendall kept laughb-
ing, as if they knew somethiog about it.
Daniel Gardoer came down in the yard, and
gave orders about work and then went away.
George came out, picked ths body up in his
arms, and walked into the coal bin or barn
with it. We thought so ; in fact, it wasin
one or the other. After a while Thrall went
to look, saying he was going to satisfy him-
gelf, but he could rnot find the body. Then
we began to suspicion that sometbing was
wrong. I was in the habit of goirng into the
chemicsal works very cften, being called there
by George Gardner, but after that I was
never called in again. Thrall after this
said he guessed ** it was a &gtifl,” sand
Crandall said he guessed he wes *‘ not far off.”
When Theall and I started home that night
Georga Gardoer met us on the steps and said,
*“ What have you been saying about a dead
man’s being in the wagon this morning?
That makes me mad, and it is a d—d lie snd
no such a thing. It was a dead hog. We
got it out of a dirty pen, is what makes it
smell so badly, If such talk gets ouf it will
make you trouble.”
CHAS, GARDNER'S STATEMENT,

Chas. Gardcer, brother of George, said:
At the solicitation of my brother I went with
him ¢o the Catholic Cemetery to get a dead
hog befors daylight. 1 held the horse, and
George went and got the hog, as I supposed
it was, placed it in the wagon, and we thea
returzed, I thought it was a strange place
and hour to go for a dead hog, but that was
what he told me, I have heard it remarked
that my brother had a dead body in the
chemical works, but I had no positive knowl-
edge of it.

TESTIMONY OF THRALL,

Charles T, Thrall, an elderly gentlamsan,
who works in Gardner’s wood yard, says:
The day the thing occurred, January 29:h, I
went to the wood yard at 6 A, M. I there
found the gates opened, and thought perhaps
I was late. However, I saw no ena around,
but saw the horse avd buggy under the shed,
all covered with mud, and noticed a sack in
the back end of the vehicle, I metNorthrup,
and asked him if he had beea up zll vight,
“ No,” he said, *‘I hava just come,” North-
rup then stepped up to the buggy and passed
his hands over the sack, which was sewed
up, He immediately stepped back and
gyid ke would mnot touch it again
for $500. Noticing his excited manner, 1
said, “ What isit!” *‘ My God !” he replied,
“T don’t know what it is, but I would not
touch it again for no amount.” Ithen walked
up and felt of the sack, I could feel a man’s
head and nose, and also could feel his arme.
1 went and told the other boys I thought it
was & man., Theysaid I was crazy, and in
order to gatisfy them and myself I cat open
the sack and pulled out the long black hair
of the corpse. We were all then satisfied
that it was the body of a man.

Georgs took the body into the
gtabls ; we watched him slyly, and in a few
hours later I went in and it was gone. Cran-
dali and the other boys told me it was in the
chemical rooms, Wednesdsy Northrup told
me that I would hear somethiog before
night, and asked me if I was going back on
them. I said, *No, sir, I will tell ali I know
about this matter,” The night of the
day that Johnuie Lyons’ body was
brought to the woodyard George met
us a8 we were goirg home and esid, ** What
were you fellowa tuiking about?” Northrup
gaid, ** Nothing.” I said, * Yes, we were
talking about the man that was in the sack
this morning.” He said it was no such a
thing. *'It was a dead hog, and stunk like
the devil. I don’t like to hear men falk that
way; it makes me mad. It was a dead
hog.” 1D, Gardner came to Northrup
and I and ssked T e we
knew anythiog about how the gate came
to be open so early in the morping., Told
him about the buggy and horse being hitched
up, all muddy, and of the suspicious-looking
sack.. He wsalked away, without sayicg a
word, I make this statement of my own
free will and accord., It is right that I
should, and I have always intended to do so.

Soledad canyon
is very narrow and its walls are very pre-
cipitous, There is a great desl of snow on
the mountains, and the rain falling on it melts
it, swelling the mountain streams to torrents,
The damsge done so far, however, i3 not so
great as was caused by the great storm two
weeks ago. Then the track was washed
awsy and covered with debris, and it required
a great deal of labor to clear the road-bed
agsin. This storm, so far, has only swelled
the streams snd they hava undermined the
teack.” * What is the extent of the damage,
Mr. Towne !” inquired the reporter, *‘‘ Not
nearly so much as caused by the last storm,”
was the reply. ‘' If the stcrm abates the
army of workmen will be put to work at
onca and the road repaired in s week. But
if the etorm continues there is pe telling to
what extent the dsmsage will reach. Of
course the flood is injariog ocher property
besides the railroad. Bridges are being
washed away and roads destroved, beside a
great deal of damsge is being icflicted on cul-
tivated fields.
