DOMESTIC NEWS,

I'nited States Senate.

WasHINGTON, March 7th. — Williams
moved to discharge the Committee on Mili-
tary Affairs from the consideration of the
bill to regulate the retiring of army officers.
It was a bill, Williams said, which had bzen
introduced by Beck, who supposed that he
was acting for Williams, and the name of
Williams was noted s having introduced it.
He (Wiiliams) knew nothing whatever about
such a bill, and disclaimed all reeponsibility
for it.

Beck explained that he had introduced the
bill for his colleague, as he supposed. A
young gentleman came in lcoking for Will-
iame, and saying that the Senator bad agreed
to introduce the bill, In Williams’ sbsence,
Beck had introduced it, but now found there
were provisions in it which neither he nor bis
colleague would consent to be respousitle for,
He supposed they had been imposed on.

The committee was discharged from further
consideration of the bill.

Plumb, from the Committee on Public
Lands, reported favorably the Houss bill
declari: g forfeited the lands granted to the
Texas Pacific Railway Compary, and stated
that the minority of the committee desired
the privilege of submitting, at their conveni-
ence, their views in dissent, and the msjority
reserved the right to present hereafter their
reasouns in support of the bill,

Adjourned till Monday.

House of Representatives.
WasHINGTON, March Tth.—A bill was re-
ported granting a pensicn to the widow of
General Francis P, Blair,

The Speaker announced unfinished business
to be the further consideration of the bill
authorizing the retiremeat of Alfred Pleas-
anton, with the rank of Colonel.

Steele moved to recommit the bill without
instructions. Carricd—ayes 122, nays 115.
Brown of Indiana immediately introduced
a bill granting Alfred Pleasanton a pension
of $100 par month,

Objection was made to present considera
tion, and the bill was referred to the Com-
mittee on Iovalid Pensions.

The House went into Committes of the
Whole (Cox of New Ycrk in the chsir) on
the private calendar.

The committee remained in session until 4
o'clock, when several private bills were re-
ported back to the House and passed.

A reces: was then taken until 7:30 p. .
The evening session is for the considerstion
of the pension bill.

The Returned Lasker Reso utions.
WasHINGTON, March 7th.—Herr Von Er-
sendecker, German Minister, said to-day that
he had just received from the German Gov-
ernment the resolutions of ccndolence pissed
by the American Congress on the death of
Herr Lasker, and would forward them, as
well as the accompanyiog letter transmitted
from Prioce B smarck, to the Depsrtment of
State in a few days. He added that he had
had no communication or understanding
whatever with the Foreign Affairs Commit-
tee in regard to the matter. He proposed
to deal entirely with the Dapartment of
State. The letter of Prince Bismarck, re-
turning the resclutions, he said, had already
been published in substance, but in addition
it expressed Bismarck’s regret that he felt
compelled, under the circumstances, to return
the resolution=,

Land Grant Forfeltures.
WasriNgToN, March 7th. — The House
Commattee on Public Lands to.day decided
unaunimously to recommend the forfeiture of
the Iand grant to the Atlantic and Pacific
Railroad lying east of the junction of that
road with the Atchinson, Topzka and Santa
Fe Railroad, and lying west of Mojava, Cal..
and which has not been patented to the road.

The Proposed New Territory.
WasHINGTON, March 7:¢h,—The Senate
Committee on Territories have agreed to give
the name of ** Lincoln ” to the new Territory
which it is proposed to make out of the
northern portion of Dakota,

Widow Brooks Avolds the Issme of a

Writ.

CHicaco, March 7th.—Judge Shepard, of
the Superior Court, yesterday afternoon de-
cided the case of Sexton vs. Mrs, Brooks,
who was de:ained on a writ of n¢ cxeat, The
Court ordered the release from arrest, though
the bill was not dismissed nor the writ
quashed, but to stand as a summons. The
Court held that the affidavit on which the
writ was issued was defective, also that the
petition did not suffiziently set forth the al-
leged indebtedness of Mrs. Brooks. The at-
torney states that she was confined to her bed
st the Pslmer House, Immediately after
the Judge’s decision was rendered the attor-
ney for Sexton filed a petition setting forth
explicitly the indebtedness and presenting
aftidavits of Mrs. Brooks’ intention to leave
the State, Judge Yaley, of the Circuit Court
of Cook county, issued a writ on this petition
and an officer was at the lady’s door last
night with the writ. But when the cfficer
went to her room for the purpose of serving
the writ, neither the wealtby widow nor her
little hand bag coataiaing about $90,000
could be found, It was stated that wizhin &
few miputes after her release was ordered she
left the room and that she took the evening
train for the seaboard, intending to go thence
to Europe.

The Crouch Murder Case.
JacksoN (Mich.), March 7th,—This morn-
ing the examinatien of Jud Crouch and Dan
S, Hoicomb, chsrged with the quadruplas
murder of the Crouch family on November
212t, began in the presence a large crowd of
people. 'T'he forenoon was consumed by the
examination cf three witnesses—Rsardon,
Hutchins and Works, The two former testi-
fied as to finding the bodies, and to other well
known facte, Hutchins told of the conduct
of Holcomb and Judd Crouch, after the
murder was made koown to them, When
Holcomb and Crouch were condncted back
to the jail, the crowd pressel forward to get
a good look at them, and the crush was fear-
ful. Several women fainted, and were with
agifficulty saved from being trampled to
deatb. Ali portions of the county are repre-
sented.

Grant's Health.
New York, March 7th.—General Grant
went South yesterdsy in a special car, and
will go through to Old Point Comfort direct.
He walked a short distance without crutches,
the first time since his accident. The Gen-
eral’s form has lost none of itz portlivess, and
bis fece is full and ruddy. Under each arm
he carried a crutch, and he walked with much
difficulty, Assisted by his body servants he
led the party to the cars, The only motive
for his going is a change of air.

Prohibition Convention.
Coroumsus (0.), March 7th.—At the session
of the Prohibition Convention, delegates to
the National Convention at Pittsburg on the
21st of May, were selected, one from each dis-
trict and at large, Toey were instructed to
use all honorable means to secuare the nomi-
nation of G. 8. Stewart, of Ohio, for Presi-
deat. A systematic plan of organization for
the State was adopted,

The Flooded Regilon.

MempHIS (Tenn,), March 7ih,—The Ap-
peal’s Helena, Arkansas, special says: The
levee broke to-dsy about a mile above Fiiar's
Point, Mise,, which inuudated that thriviog
little city. The river at Giendale, opposite
here, has attained the high-water mark of
1882, and meuy places from Glendale to
Clarksd:le in the interior report the water
from two to feur inches higher than ever be-
fore known,

Attempt to Hide a Murder.

SavANNAE (Ga.), March 7¢h.—The Cor ner
stopped a negro funeral service, aud on re-

moviog the shroud and clothing of the corpse
there were revealed nine knife wounds in-
flicted by the man in whose house the faneral
was being held. The victim was William

Dann, and the murdeer Jerry Haggins, who

tried to couceal the murder, reporting that

the desth was from pueumonis, and making
necessary & hasty burial. Duuon’s intimacy
with Haggins’ daughter led to the crime.

The murderer was arrested,

Suicide of a Marderer.

CHicaco, March 7th.—Fraok Rande, the
desperado, who made an attempt upon the
life of Deputy Sheriff McDonold last Satur-
day night at the Joliet prison, and who was
placed in solitary confinement, succeeded in
ending his career by hanging himself last

Scott. He killed no less than five men in
1877, and is supposed to have murdered thir-
teen persons in Indians, Illincis and Mis-
souri,

Suivide of a Railway Ofiicial.

Kaxsas Ciry, March 7th.— v. H. Oiler,
agent at tkis city for the Continental Fast
Freight Lice, suicid:d last eveniog, He
went into & store on Union avenue to pur-
chase a revolver, took up a loaded weapon
and fired the ball through his brsin. He had
been despondent and istemperate for some
time, and leaves his wife in a delicate condi-
tion. Oiler was formerly of Chicago.

Bratal Sport.

Loxc Istaxp Crry (N. Y ), March 7 h.—
A great dog fight between Belcher, of New
York, and Danger, of Bostor, tock placs yes-
terday and was givan to the latter, Belcher
turning tail, although apparently slightly in-
jured. Danger, on the contrary, bad his fore
legs broken and throat badly tern, The
match was for 3500 and gate money. Three
hundred men paid an entrace fee ot $1 each,

Hanged by Moonsbiners.

Ricawonr (Va.), March Tth.—It is re-
ported that moonshiners hanged an Iaternal
Revenue informer in Floyd county.

Qaliroad Accident.

Des Moix#~ (Ia.), March 7th.—An scci-
dent on the  ,:'way near Astor occurred this
afternoon, by Which tbe engineer and fireman
were instantly killed, snd a brakeman fatally
ir jured, haviog his skull smashed and both
legs cut ¢fi. The accident was caused by the
breaking of one of the drive-wheels of the
engine, and throwing it into a ditch.

NEw Yorg, March 7th.—The business
failures duricg the laat seven days numbered
272, an iacrease of 37 compared with last
week.

FOREIGN NEWS,

Herr Lasker's Death in the Relchstag.
BerriN, March 7th.,—In the R:ichstag to-
day, after the President had been re-elected,
that tunctiocary announced the death of
Lasker, and other meambers, during the re-
cess. The Deputies remained standing while
the anncuncement was being made,

Rickert (Independent) speaking, as he ex-
plained, on the order of th: day, expressed
thanks in the name of Lasker's frieuds for
the many tokens of sympathy received, He
was particulsrly grateful to the Awerican
Congress for the action of the House of Reg-
rezentatives,

The President informed Richert that he
was departing from the order of the day.
Hammerstein, in behalf of the Conserva-
tives, protested against the action f Rickert,
and against the course pursned by the Amer-
ican Congreas,

Dr. Haemel {Progressist) admitted that
Rickert had passed outside the order of the
day, but pointed out that this only showed a
defect in the rules of the House, He referred
to Rickert’s praise of the American Congress,
whereupon the President reminded him that
he, too, was departing from the order of the
day; but he conotinued speaking. He said
that he had perhaps broken the rules, but he
considered that he was justified, and pleaded
extenuating circumstances. When a body like
Congress, he said, adop* flattering resolutions,
we sheuld pay as much regard to them as is
consistent with parliamentary usage.

Baron Von Maltzhan contended that the
rules of the Hounse offered no greund for a
statement like Rickert’s, or for any refer-
ence to the resvlutions of & foreign Parlia-
ment, not officially communicated to the
Reichstag, He said the right of the Hous:
should be upheld. There was rno defect in
the rules of the H. use, but there was in the
mauners of members of the House, 8s was
clearly proved hy the fact that the Lef: had
attempted to cry down Hammerstein’s pro-
test,

Rickert explaiced that the Left had inte:-
rupted Hammerstein because, contrary to
the rule of the House, he had read his state-
ment. The Laft, he declarad, cared as little
for Hammerstede* ~rotest as they «did for the
unjustifiable intevweience of Bismarck,

‘I'his declaration was followed by a great ug-
roar.

As soon a8 order was restored, Von Battis-
cher, Imperial Secretary of the Interior and
representative of the Chancellor, said he
koew absolutely nothing of any interference
on the part of Bismarck. If the latter was
r.quested to inform the Reichstag of resolu-
ticns adopted by the American Congress, and
did what he daemed rcight in the matter, his
action was not subject to criticism. He con-
cluded by protesting against any criticism of
Bismarck,

Dr, Braun stated that the rules of the
Reichstag were based upon those of the Prus-
sian Landtag, in which a eulozistic speech on
the occasion of the death of Richard Cobden
was ruled out of order.

Richter, replying to Vor Battischer, main-
taired that the Deputies have a perfeet right
to criticise the orficial acts of the Chancellor.
Dr. Miller (Progressist) began a speech by
directing the attention to a baoner hanging
in the hall, which had been presented to the
Reichetag by Mormon Awmericans, but he was
at once called to order by the President and
the discussion closed.

The Egyptian War,
Svakny, March 7ch.—Two chiefs of the
Amara tribe, with 120 men and 40 camels,
have arrived, and report that the losses of
the rebels at Teb smouated to 6,000 killed and
weuaded.

KASALA SURROUNDED BY THE ENEMY,
Catro, March 7th.—Kasala is surrounded
by the enemy, and the garrison will soen be
in a position similar to that in which the ill-
fated Sinkat garrison was placed.

A BATTLE LAID OUT FOR MONDAY,
Lospos, March 7th.—General Graham,
with 3,000 men, will advance from Suakim
Monday against Osman Digms. Grabham’s
force will coneist f 120 artillery men, six
seven-pounders, ten mountain and four Krupp
guns, sixty-two sailors with two nine-pound-
ers, three Gatling and Gardiner guns, and
the Tenth and Nineteenth Hussare, The re-
mainder will be infantry and msrines, Os-
man Digma remains at Handoob, ready to
accept battle.

REBELS DFFEATED.

Ca1ro, March 7th.—General Gordon tele-
graphs that Slatin Bey, an Austrian officer in
the Egyptian army, from Darfour Nabisb,
has defeated the rebels north of Obeid.

Tempest in a Teapot.
Var~sa, March 7Tth.—Duriog a public ball
here last night, card-playiog took place in a
room adjoining. The Greek Consul partici-
pated io the game. The Bulgarian Perfect
of Police stopped the playiog, on the ground
that games of chance ip public places were
illegal, A quarrel ensued, and the Austrian
Vicz-Consul joined the Greek Consul in in-
sulting the Perfect. The Bulgarian Govern-
ment has asked the Austrian Government for
an apology.

Boers on the Warpath.

LoxDoN, March 7th.—Advices from South
Afiica state that the Boera in Stellaland are
advenciog to attack Mankorosne. A British
battalion has been ordered to the scene from
Capetown,

Mlle. Nevada Received in the Catholic
Church.

Parrs, March 7th.—Mlle. Nevada, the
American prima donna, was received into the
Catholic Church to-dsy at the English Pas-
sionist Church. Mrs. Mackay was sponsor.
The cereminy was private, Mlle. Nevada
was dressed in pure white, her hair fluwicg
over her shoulders. Mrs, Mackay sent a
present of a bon-bon box of massive oxilized
eilver inlaid with gold.

Execution or Pardon.

St. THOMAS, March 7th.—At the foreign
consulates in Jacwel, Hayti, 280 refugees
await the President’s decision of execution or
pardon.

Home Association, it seems, is now work-
ing in a mauner that will result satisfac-
torily to old soldiers, as many of them will
soon have comfortable quarters there.

Is THERE AN ASSEMBLY ’—Now thas the
Governor has called an extra session of the
Legislature a grave question arises, whether
the Assembly elected in 1SS2 still has a
legal existence., The Legislature at the
session in 1832 adopted ‘“an Act to divide
the State into Assembly districts and te
provide for the election of Assemblymen
therein,” which was approved on the 13th
of March, 1583. By the terms of Section
84 of this Act, ‘‘all Actsand parts of Acts
in conflict with it were repealed.” As
there is no time set in the Act for its going
int> effect, the presumption is that it went
into effect immediately. The question now
arises whether this legislation was not too
thorough in its character. It at least will
raise queer complications. Take the case
of the election of a successor to Assembly-
man Hughes of this city, who has died
since the adjournment. He represented
the Thirteenth Assembly district. That
district as it formerly existed is no more.
It has been completely wiped out by the
repealing clause. How is a successor to
Hughes to be chosen? Must the people
who formerly constituted the Thirteenth
district do without representation in the
extra session? It would seem so; for if
the old districts were repesled, as they un-
questionably were, it will not be legal to
attempt to perpetuate them. There may
be some force in the general rule that offi-
cers hold until their successors are elected
and duly qualified ; but it looks very much
as if the last Assembly ended its existence
when it adjourned sine die after abolishing
the districts from which the members com-
poeing it were elected.—[San Francisco
Chronicle,

Rare WiNTErR Birps.—This is a pe-
culiar season in several respects, and
adepts in weather lore find themselves
soméwhat embarrassed to interpret all the
““ signs ”’ in harmony with any one theory.
The birds are especially mixed, delegations
from Hudson’s Bay and from the Carolinas
showing themselves here together, and the
indications therefrom are about what each
prophet chooses to declare. Parple finches
and warblers that usually go south in
the winter have been seen _here fre-
quently of late, and cedsr birde and red
crossbills are also universally numerous for
the season. With them have come flocks
of grosbeaks, whose habitat is in the Hud-
son Bay region, and their advent is creat-
ing considerable interest. They are very
tame, and are quite easily caught with a
net and pole. They also adapt themselves
to confinement quite readily, and make &
pretty house bird., They are nearly as
large as the robin. The male has a head,
breast and rump of red or crimson, and
this color is mottled with black or dark
slate on the back. The wings are elate or
black, with two transverse bars of white.
The female has a body of dark slate, with
wings barred, and the head and rump
lightly touched with a yellow bronze. The
beak is short and blunt like a sparrow’s.
