as a Party Name and as a Political Organi-

zation,' is the titleof a workby Jonathan
Norcrosa, author of "The Conflict of La-
bor and Capital," etc. It is from the
press of G. P. Putnam's Sans, New York.
Th« author from the outset is antagonis-

tic to the Democratic party. Whoever

proposes to read the book must enter upon
it with that undertunding. He devotes
an interesting chapter to democracy in
ancient Greece— interesting li;cause of its
historical character. His claim is that all
organized parties under the name

"
Dem-

ocratic" since the days of Solon, have
borne a striking resemblance to each other,

and the predominating characteristics of all
have been fearful tragedies and revolu-
tions. The Pisistratid;i- of Athens and its
tifty years' rule is cited as the earliest ex-
emplification of the change. This change
is supplemented by another, that from its
Inception the spoils of office have been the
end of the party to which all things have
been means. Inour own country, to pass

much historical recital and p»rallel, Mr.
Xorcro9B claims that t'ae Democratic party
has never 11 ;en known to improve or re-
form election laws ;has always fomented
domestic turmoil;has always presented,
not what style of government is best, but
shall the people have any Gjvernment at
all; has made Stite sovereignty first and
nationalism second ; has aided and ap-
p'aaded despotic act", ap, for instance, the
removal of the deposits I>y Jackson ;that
ac party ever yet formed under the name
of Democracy that didnot convey to the
mind of its friends and its fo-.s alike the
idea that its tendency and intention were
to gather into its ranks the discontented
and dissolute, the depraved and the
dangerous portion of society, as itichief
strength and support ;that it was its in-
tention to pull down those in influence
»nd authority, however sound In princi-
ple, however pure and patriotic they might
be, and substitute ia their places such
leaders as would pander to the worst pas-
aions, prejudices and appetites of human
nature ;that the party, whenever itcould
tfnd a leader, has ever been ready toplunge
the country into disorder and revolution ;
itwas never in power for a decade that it
did not attempt or bring on a revolution ;
that it always leaves a State in a worse
condition than it finds it;that it always
when in power develops a despotic le der
or keeps the State insocial strife ;that it
always has been opposed to the purity and
integrity of the elective franchise ;that
all Democratic parties everywhere have
cherished and upheld slavery, and gloried
in the overthrow and ostracism of the
great and good men of the land ; that it
has always been in all ages the ally
of despotism ; that is has always
been the hotbed of political vaga-
ries and treasonable schemes against
rational liberty, such as Agrarianism, Jac-
obinism, Commutiam, Chartism and Nihil-
ism ;ithas cheapened human life where it
rules ; has never conferred substantial
beuelit on any peopel. This is not one-balf
the indictment drawn by this volume, but
to the marshaling of proofs in support of
these and aa many other allegations, Mr.
Norcroas' vigorous and aggressive volume
is devoted.

THE WEATHER.
SergeaDt Barwick reports as follows : It

willbe noticed, by referric to the rain table
published last New Year's in the Record-
Union, that the years the floods occurred in
were those giving upward of 30 inches of rain
for those seasons. Italso seems to be good
evidence of the shoaling of the rivers. The
flood of 1861 -2 is said to be the one that en-
tailed the most 1088. That season gave 35.56
inches, while the season of 1853-3 gave 36 3G
inches ;that was aho ore of fl>cds. The next
after 1862 was the great flood of 1867-8.
More damage was reported than in 1562.
while the eeasonal rainfall was only 32.79
itchSS, ornearly 4 inches less than the 11 >od
year of 1562. The next flood, atd the one
that caused the river to mark od the gauge
the highest ever recorded, was 1880 1, while
the season's rainfall was but 26 57 inches, or
over 0 inches lees than the great t!>od of
LB6B. Reasoning from the above data, high
water might be expected when tbe ppason'n
rainfall was a few inches above 20. That is
good evidence that the leveeß should be raised
or strengthened each and every year to keep
pace with the filling capacity of the sluggish
streams during the low-water periods.
