PRINCIPLE VS. PERONALITY.

Three yean ago the Record-Union ad-
Tooitcd the election of tho lion. John
Q. Brown to the office of First Trustee.
It did this because Mr. Brown
stood 33 tat) exponent of the princi-
ples in municipal government co esben-
tial to the welfare of this city that
his election was a local necessity. It also
found that the candidates opposing Mr.
Brown not only didDot represent the prin-
ciples beat jalculuted to promote the pros-
perity of Si^.-nnr.nto, but stood committed
in opposition to them. Iirecognized then
and declares now that John Q. Brown was
and is a high-minded gentleman, whose

PETROLEUM IN RUSSIA.
InRussia petroleum is coming more and

more into use. The railway between
Tiflisand .Baku is mainly employed in its
transportation by the continuous route to
Bitonm. i'.ikn iientirely devoted ty pe-
troleum and its products. In Baku the
crude oilis used to sprinkle the streets, and
it is found to be more effective than water
in laying the terribledust that exists there.
Most of the machinery used at the v.ells is
of American manufacture, and American
\u25a0kill is largely employed in it? operation.
Recently the Government consented to
the construction of a pipe line from lUku
toKatoum, the distance being no less than
590 mile!. But the newest interest in the
petroleum industry is in the use of the
article for fad. The illuminatingpower is
one-third less than that of American oil,
but it13 so much cheaper that itthreatens
to drive out American oil wherever cheap-
ness is preferred to safety and cleanliness,
for the Russian oilis very explosive, emits
much smoke and a disagreeable odor. But
the residuum of tha oilis greater than that
of American oil, and it is converted into
benzine, gasoline, ozocerite, aniline, etc
and it is also used for fuel. In this coun-
try v.-o hive lon^ been experimenting in a
like direction, but with very limited
success. la Russia it is now used
with a steam jet in locomotives, sea
steamers and for the torpedo boati
of the Kuesian navy. Three kinds
of apparatus are used, and all
with satisfaction. Wood is very scarce,
and coal very dear, and hence petroleum
comes to Kuesia as a liquidfuel as a God-
Bend. Itwouldseem that the example of
Uaseia should stimulate our own people in
endeavors to utilize for fael an article with
which this country is so willsupplied. Of
course the necessity has not been pressing
hers as in EvUtUb, and there has not there-
fore he-. n tho stimulus to experiment or in-
vention that Las operated there. Consul
Paul, of Odessa, says regarding the use of
the liquid fuel inlocomotives :

"
Toe fire

in the boiler is started witha coarse, heavy
grass or wood, if nesr to Tifl!a or Baku,
until a pressure of about five pounds is
obtained, or sufficient to work the steam-
jet ;tha oil is then lighted, a flat j»t of
steam rushes out and carries the oil-jet to
the end of the furnace, producing a strong,
hot UM, which is easily regulated by the
How of the oil, which iifed in viry (lowly,
only a mall quantity being required, and
the tank on the top of the tander is suffi-
ciently elevated to allow the oil to reach
the furnace by gravity. Iwatched the ap-
paratus closely, and found that a pressure
of steam equal to that produced from a
coal fire was maintained, and the absence
of cinders and dense tmoke made the hot,
tedious journey over the stf ppc much more
agreeable, and at no time was the slightest
odor of the oil perceptilla in the car-
riages." .
