FORREIGNLABOR COMPETITION.

The workingmen of France have been
long complaining of toe pressure of foreign
labor upon them. Not the product of
labor in foreign parts, but of the foreigner
who comes intoFrance to labor aud work
for a wa;;c upon which the Frenchman caa-
not exist and live up to the measure of the
demand for workmen under the civilization
of France.

Californians know precisely what this
argument is as applied tv the competition
of Chineso lalor. It is not a question
merely of cheapness of labor, but cf the
quality of citizenship a people will fo3ter.
M. Urialuu is a representative workingman
in the Chamber of Deputies from Lyon*.
He has beeu explaining to the Chamber
what it ib of which the workmen complain.
Itaiiana aud Cerrnsns crowd the manu-

factories and besiege the doors of pubiic
works departments offering t:> work for loss
wag;s than tiie home operative can sup-
port himself and family upon, according to
tho requirements of ordinary comfort as
measured by a French standard. These
foreign comp&iitors do not come to stay,
do not build homes or raise children to
Franco, cor ir.vcst their earnings with her,
but ship every cent they make cut of the
Republic, aud contribute nothing at all to
the support of her trades and commerce.
The proposition of M. Kriciloudoes not
call for this immigration to be prohibited,
but as!;a that a law be enacted prohibiting
the employment of more than 10 per cent
of foreigners in the public works prosecuted
by the State or the departments or munici-
pal corporations, and he would exclude
foreigners entirely from manufactories con-
ducted by the Government. This, fromno
standpoint, can be said to bs an extreme
dc::.and, and as it does not propose to
interfere iv acy way with private employ-
ment, and relates only to public works, it
is far les3 radical than Chinese exclusion
from the United States.

Bat the thought that comes most
prominently to the front in this matter is
that which suggests the possibilities of the
demands of civilizationin the future. To
what extent shall we justify a people in
protecting their system of society from in-
vasion '! Can there be or should there bo
any limit? Itcertainly is the tendency c;

the day, and of this fact there can be made
no denial to prevent the ce^radatiou of
the working classes regardless of the profit
cf the consumer of labor products. The
indications are that this question willmore

and more assume the propositions cf one
of civilizationonly. Itinvolves, however,
some of the nicest distinctions. For in-
stance, is cot the Italian and German arti-
Bin justified inholding his methods of life,
his systems of civilization equal to those
of the French artiean V Shall not the
Italian and German mechanics be justified
in indignantly resenting the imputation
that tbeir economic habits are inconsistent
with an order of civilization suited to the
advancement o! the French workmen

l'.ut co f.ir aa the ahjtract question of
right to protection is oonoemed there can
be no doubt. A nation has the right to
determine what willadvance and what will
degrade its people, and to eettlo for itfelf
the charact-.r of citizenship itwillpromote.

There ia no absolute rij;ht in any Stafc to
demand eatry for its peopV-: the right of
asylum is not an absolute one. These are al;
matters of privilege and concesßicn. Ifitis
true, an,'. France is the sole judge, that
German and Italian competition de-
grades tliL Freßcfa workmen and re-

duces hii wago to such a scale
that he cinnot liil the reijuiremecta of
French citizenship and raise up to his
country the family the republic demands
of him, who shall gainsay the ri^ht of
France to exclude the foreign factor of
depredation !It tho blacks of the Sju-

dan, withno ambition above a bit of mat-
ting, a brcoch-clout »nd a handful of poor

food per day, wtro imported into this
countrj- to take the place of the wage-

winners here, of whom our fybtem de-

mands homes, families, children for cit-i
zenship and all the ether products of the

elements of strength in a S:ate, who would

undertake to say that the nation must con-
sent to snch mudsills being laid in the
\u25a0abatrootaie of our society?

This whole matter, therefore, of exclu-
sion is one of degree, and that is in turn a

matter of exclusive right of judgment and
action in the State. In short, the doc-
trine of the alleged right of a foreign de-

ment to cuter into a sjttam with which it

mußt, by the very nature of its constitu-
tion, be inconsistent— tht so-called right

of a depreciatory or demoralizing ingre-

dient to inject itself into the veins of our
system— never did and never willexist.
Tee favor'tc doctrine of the sentimentalist*,
that this country is the refuge for allmcD,

:and that they have the absolute right in
themselves to tiock to it,is an exploded
one. Ituever had any force savj in Bound,

for no safe politicaleconomist evtr commit-
ted hinm-lf to such an erroneous idea. Itis

settled now, and for all time, that this

people have the right and always willexer-
cise it, and more stringently than cv>;r as

time progresses, to judge freely and with-
out interference as to the people they will
a.iopt into t'icir household or into contact

withwhom they willthrow their own chil-
dren.

THE LEVEE TAX ADOPTED.
The people of thU city have adopted the

proposition to expcnd?23. oooupon the levee

defenses, in addition to the §12,500 of the
regular fjailtax. This was what wo ex-

pected. It could scarcely be otherwise

and reckon the votera of Sacrtmento as of
ordinary intelligence. Despite the un-
worthy methods to defeat the proposition,
2,681 votee were cast in favor of the cut-
lay, and but 1,029 in opposition.

Th s emphatic expression of public sen-
timent ia full and ample iusti!:citionof the
position occupied by Sve-tixthl of the prees
of this city, and equally a rtbuke to the
pitiful journalistic minority that sought
by methods the reverse of reputable to de-
bauch, misinform and corrupt tha public
mindupon this question. We indulge in

no exaggeration of statement when we

s»y that iiine-tenths of the busiaesa v.ia-
dom and eound-thinking, practical men of
Sacramento supported the levee-improve-
ment propositions, and equally condemned
and reprobated the unwisdom of the few
who resisted the outlay that is so abso-
lutely necessary for the permanency and
advancement of this city.

The time has come when Sacramen'.o
must make her choice. California is pass-
ing out of the formative state. Her per-
manently prosperous commuLities are
being named by the unwavering laws and
processes of commerce, trade and social de-
velopment. It is a question to be deter-
mined by this p:ople, whether they will
continue in the direction now taken and
put Sacramento into euch a position as to
levee defenses, sanitary regulations and
municipal economy, that she willbe able
to invite and command a share of the in-
coming immigration and investment, and
take her place among the permanent com-
munities of the State, or sink by neglect,
peuuriousness and narrow-mindedness into
a third-rate village. She cm no longer go
timiilwi/athe stone in one ccd of tl8

sack.
laanother column a scheme is referred

THE CITY ELECTION.
The city election yesterday was an em-

phatic Republican triumph. In no w«y
can the l>>mocrats draw consolation fr-'in
it. They elected for Mayor the present
iccumbciit, but it was done by Republican
votca. This gentleman has been a po] ';::ir

officer;he has filled the offi:e worthily
and well;he is ;i man of high per3ona!
character and broad business capacity.
Three years ago he was inducted into i

upon an independent ticket, which drew
its vitality from independent Republican
voters. His continuance inoffice is by Re-
publican votea. T:!ere is therefore in his
re-election no political significance what-
ever.

Mr. Stiffens, the Republican nominee,
came into the contest very lste. He made
a gallant fight against an outspoken oppo-
nent, the strongest man possible to be
nominated against him, and came within
forty-one votes of defeating him. This
should be to him a source of grcr.t
satisfaction, and an indorsement of
which he may well ba proud.
Bat there was a third ticket in the field-
Prohibition. It cast 34-1 votes for Dr.
Nixon, an old-lino Republican. These
votes were publican votes with scarcely
an exception. Had they not been drawn
off from Mr. Stiffens, Mr. Brown cculd
not have been elected. On the contrary,
the Republican nominee would have bad a
large majority. Allthe Republican ticket,
with the solitary exception noted, was rat-
ilied by the voters, and Sacramento tt!li
stands a pronounced Republican city, and
joins with Oakland in rebuking the extra
session Democracy.
