RETALIATION.
When it wai suggested l.vs,t fall that

retaliation was the proper reply to the de-
cree of the German monarchy excluding

American meat products under a false plea

of impurity, there wen) not wanting those
who held that retaliation would bo oojoiti-
liable, and the argunitnU adduced in pup-

port of the protest were not without force.
"Shall we justify our oun wrong by that
of our neighbor !" This was the sum of
the protest, which moved, it is to bo Been,

upon a very high moral piano. To the teat
question all good men must respond "nay."

Bat it ne'-'is to ba first thowa that exclu-
sion of «ny of th? products of Germany on
our part wai:llbe a wron». There is no
wrong without the infril r..ci:t of a right.

Now,no country las the absolute right to

bring its products into the domain of an-
other country. Such entry is always a

concession, a privilege, a grant, cither di-i- •

rect or on the basis of reciprocity. Recip-
rocity between nations, ifmeasured by the
moral law, is simply the practical applica-
tion of the golden rule. Itfollowi, there,

fore, that to close our gitee to German
products to just the extent that she
bars entry of our exports, is simply
narrowing the bounds of reciprocity. There

is no invasion of right, and consequently

no wrorg in morals, or otherwise. From

this conclusion there can be escape only by

one avenue, and that is the now absurd
doctrine that this country is a catch-all for

the aenrn of the nations of the earth ;that

it is a "city of refuge," the possessors of

which have not the power to close the

gateß. On this ground the Eastern senti-
mentalists hold that the and the
rubbish of Asia and Europe possess the
absolute right of entry amoag us, a doc-
trine that simply tikes the Government of
the country out of the hands of those who

made and maintain it what itis, and turns
it over to the riffratf of the earth. Very
evidently the eubcommittea of the United
States Senate on Foriigu Relations takes
the sensible view of the matter, and be-
lieves retaliation against Germany and
France to be not only justifiable in morale,
but wise policy inadministrating the Gov-
ernment of the Uoit:d States. That com-

mittee, with Senator Miller of California
at its head, ha 3reported to the fullcom-
mittee in favor of a billauthorizing the
President in bis discretion, whenever satis-
lied that our prdducts are fxcluded or dis-
criminated against by any foreign country
on unjust grounds, to issue his proclama-
tion suspending the importation of any or
all products of the cation referred to, and
authorizing the President to estil>!iah a

system of inspection and certification of
the quality of our meat product] at ports
of exportation. It w.-.s further recom-
mended that provision be made ta prevent
the importation of adulterated wines, etc,,
and that in certain emergencies all articles
suspected of being adulterated shall be
Btibject to iaspectioo. The fullcommittee
subsequently disuuescd the subject at con-

siderable length, and the prevalent feeling
was decidedly iv favor of the proposed
lines of legislation. Itis, therefore, highly
probable that retaliation willbecomo one cf
the doctrinal planks in ths system of the
policy of the United States toward foreign
countries. The sooner it is positively re-
solved upon the better.

THE NATIONAL HEART.

Itmay seem paradoxical, remarks the
New York Tribune, "

but itis a demon-
strable truth, that though the population
of the United States contains so large a
percentage of foreign tlemcnte, there ia
more of national ppiritin this country thin
in England, not to speak of the Continental
powers." True. Tho national heart has
not lost vigor or heat. It is popular to
declaim about the supposed decline of
patriotic spirit in the United States, but
in truth there has been no declination.
There may be apparent quiescence, but to
say that there it any less patriotism in the
people is not true. Corruption in places of
high trust, the wrangle for cilice, the mad'
rush of speculation, tho. hieaing of the com-
munistic clement, are all deplorable, but
when the demand is mads for the mani-
festation of patriotic spirit we apprehend
that American citizens will demonstrate
that there is not on the face of the globe a
people who will Eacrillce more for the
perpetuity of the Kepublic, the preserva-
tion of free institutions, and the mainte-
nance of human rights than those of the
United States. So long as the masses can lie
heard at the polls, so loug will tho chief
Republic nf North America be t:ue to
itself. When the ballot bix no longer be-
comes expressive of the willof t'ae people,
there willensue a revolution in which the
patriotic spirit v.ill,as in the past, corijuer
to itself new victoriea, The preservation
of the right and free cxerciss of stfl'rage is
the key to our liberties, and because these
have been assaulted in some sections is the
reason of all others that the Republican
party thould retain the power to correct
snch evils, eince experience proves that no

other party has the n.oral courage to do it.

PRACTICALLY SETTLED.

STATE PRISON INVESTIGATION.

The investigation of the charges against
Warden McComb, of the Branch Prison in
this county, ba9 come to an end, so far as
the taking of testimony is concerned. It
is clear, from the evidence adduced, that
the judgment of the i'.jard of Directors
will '.<} {or a dismissal of the charges.
The charges of negligence and incompe-
tency were not maintained, but quite the
contrary proven. Inshort, a careful read-
ing of the testimony makes it clear that
the Warden has gained by the investiga-
tion, and that hit managemeiit at the
prison has not only bcrce the test of tlTicial
inquiry, but will receive the indorsement
of the Directors in detail.

STATE PRISON INVESTIGATION.______
Conclusion of the Testimony— The Prose

cution Fall to Sustain Their Charges.

The Board of State Prison Directors re-

sumed the investigation at the Folsom prison
at 9:30 P. M. on Friday. The defense stated
they would forego crois-examinatie-n of Dr.
Graver on the admission by the prosecution
that Grower bad lost his cth:e on the first of
the present year by the" abolishment of the
office ofResident Physician. This the prose-
cution admitted, and the cert witness called
was John K. McComber. Witness testified
that in January, 1833, ne was Constable of
that towoehip ; investigated the matter of
the breaking open of a car near the prison ;
found a sack and crowbar so marked as to
indicate that they came from the prison.
Railroad detective Uickey said he would
visit the prison and gee about it. Witness
could not explain how the "No, 8" oh the
f-ack indicated thai, the robbery was commit-
ted by prison irastie?. Could not say that
he ever saw a convict in Folaom after night.

Cross-examined— Have reason to suspicion
that the robbery was committed by a China-
man just discharged. Allis hearsay; ui..'t
know w.o committed the robbery. Do not
su?picioL|trustieß of the prison,

Redirect— Have seen a convict on the
prison ranch beyond the guard line ;he bad
a prison shirt on. Don't know Iever heard
ccmplaiuts of trusties being allowed outside
the prison grounds. Don't think a convict
could get away from the prise ;four or five
desperate men undertook itonce, and some
were killed. Think the prison thoroughly
guarded.

John Scully, sworn Am at present guard
at the prison. Know Fen. Fisher, a guard ;
do not know of his U6i2g liquor, or having
been under the icflaance of liquor; have not
a particle of hesitancy in testifying in this in-
vestigation, No cros.i examination.

John Shannon, sworn
—

a guard at the
prison. Know guard Fisher ;know nothing
of his having dissipated habits ;have cot
seen him on duty in a helpless physical con-
dition. No cross-examination.

J. M. Miner, sworn
—

Am clerk of the
prison, and have held that position sines
July, ISSO. General McComb sent me a
book indicating that contributions were de-
sired from attaches for political purposes ;
understood that the sums desired to be col-
lected were voluntary contributions. Smith,
my assistant, took the book en pay-day, and
asked the employes hew much they would
five as they were paid off. Some days be-
fore had a conversation with the Warden
about the matter. Asked him how much
each should be expected to give. Suppose
the employes to be of all thaJss of polities.
Turned the money over to the Warden.
Saw no book from the Democratic Central
Committee. Told the employes they might
do as they pleased about subscribing. Think
that all subscribe:'. Had no positive direc-
tions from the Warden what to do. Know
the sum expended uiueo October, ISSI, by
Warden McComb for newspaper subscrip-
tions, filingbond and traveling expenses. It
idS3SG 59.

[i'dis expenditure the prosecution declared
to be illegal and extravagant. The defense
made the point that the Warden's billhad
been passed by the Board of Director* and
audited by the State Board of Examiners.]

Witness was ivked ifthe expense of main-
taining the Warden's household exceeded
that of his predecessar. He answered that it
did, although the Chair held that tho quet-
tim was immaterial.

Oa demand of the prosecution lie books
were brought in. Chairman Bogg: ruled that
the Board bad nothing to do with the expense
of maintaining Warden Pockman'i household.
The expense • f Warden McC'omb's household
would be legitimate matter for investigation,
but not the oilier.

Atthis stride of the proceedings (11 p. m.) a
Luge pile of books were brought in, «nd the
examination of them begun under tha condi-
tions cf the ruling of the Chair. Finally it
was agreed to accept a statement already
compiled from the btoks to Sire delay. This
statement shows the monthly average 1 f9166,
referred to above. Notwithstanding the
previous ruling cf the Chair, an examination
was made by the prosecution of the monthly
expenses of Warden l'ockuian's hemehold.
Indoing this the prosecution ran against a
enag, the discovery beitg made that Warden
l'ockm:tn's expenses fur several months ran
much higher than had been anticipated, and
a dispute arose as to the admission 1 f the
whole of the evidence. The defense claimed
that if some months' expenses wore to be ad-
mitted ail must be, and the Board so decided.

He has
been trusted often, and never betrayed the
Warden's confidence. Men handling hay
most wear overall* to protect their woolen
clothing. Intha busy eetann we employ
many «hort-termtra on the rairh and allow
them to wear canvass or duck clothing. One
who cooked for the men and had to be on
hand early, was allowed to sleep en the
r >->.(-h. Ho wss always faithful, and is so
still. In regard to the use of opium in the
prison, great diligence is exerted to prevent
it. Whenever reported imch cases are in-
vestigated, but iti.i almost impossible to find
the ones who used the pipes. One prisoner
willlay the blame on another. Whenever
guilt is fixedon a prisoner he is punished.

Witness was questioned as to the state-
ment of the armory having been left open.
He said itwas the duty of the gate-keeper
to guard the armory and keep itclosed. One
morning, as the prisoners were being counted
out, itwas found that the door ha.l not been
closed. Witness sprang and closed it. That
w>B the only time it ever came to witness'
knowledge that tha armory had been left
open. Witness looked after the armory every
day. Stillit is away back, out of the way,

and the prisoner) do not pass the door.
When the priscners are going out the guns
are all the hands of the guards, and not in
the armory. The gens are in the armory
oily when the prisoner* are locked up.
Guard* no out withtha prisoners working on
the farm. Guard Burns was onca inliquor
on duty, and witness rtported him to the
Warden, irho directed hi* discharge. Told
him Burrs was the best Ruard and bravest
man we had, and & good shot, and that I
hated to let him go. Itwm Burns who shot
and killed one of the prisoners who tried to
escape some time >v, Ha was Mich a good
efficer th it witness pleaded with the Warden
for him, bat again he crdered his discharge.
Again witness pleaded for Burns, and
vru finally allowed to retain him. lie is
carafnl and faithful.

la regard to guard fisher, witceES never
raw him inliquor en duty.

Iployed to instruct the stonecutter?, but not
'to have control of their work. This was the
duty of witness. Differences arose between
Allen and some men, and witness teH Allen
how certain stones should have been cut.
Allen got aEgry about it, and witness learned
from some men that Allen had stirred up
strife among them by saying witness was
partial to two of them.

One Williams, a prison-
er, was induced to make charges against wit-
ness to the Warden, and gave guard I1fryer a
copy of the same. Witness quelled that
trouble among the prisoners, and mote and
better work has since been done. Guard
Curtis and Captain Jack quarreled outside
tbe grounds, and when Curtis reported the
same, told himIwanted no complaints of a
personal character. Oce trustworthy man
was allowed to sleep on the farm outside the
guard lines. Some prisoners like to play in-
sane, and wss for some time under the im-
pression that Barber was shamming ; heard
he hid practiced deception in jail in Solanp,
and wanted to be careful. Finally it ap-
peared that he was really insane. [Witness
explained that be usually gets written or-
ders from the Warden daily as to what shall
be done that day.] About11 o'clock Ireport
to the Warden and get additioaal instruction?.
Every evening Ireport to the Warden
everything that had occurred. The Warden
is fullycognizant of everything that goes on.
There was a prisoner here under Pockman
who circulated a report that my boy had
brought tome opium to a Chinaman, hence
Iwrote from Modesto to Dr. Grover, asking
bim, ifhe heard anything of the kind, to try
and disabuse the mind ot Warden McComb
of ai.y*uch false impression, should the re-
port reach him. .Grover wroteme he had done
so. Never had anything todo withfurnishing
o;-ium to any one inprison, One eld victim
was about to die, and the Warden, to cave
bi3 life,had a half-ounce of opium purchased
to be used under the physician's direction*, to
ccc if his sufferings could be allayed and Ufa

-\u25a0 .v- ii. Witness had the drug in his charge.
Never interfered with the doctor's duties.

Croeß sxamiued —Have been ia California
twenty-two years. Have been a termer and
engaged inother business prior to coming to
the prison ;was an officer at Sin QaenUo,
and priorto that attended bar in Modesto.
Was Sheriff in Mecdocino, and was Assistant
Sergeant-at-Arms in the Assembly at one ces-
sion. Ibelieve the best qualification for an
officer is personal experience in prison man-
agement. Some questions were put to wit-
ness regardirg his relations with Warden
PockmaD, but ;he Chair ruled them out an
irrelevant. The trusty syetstn was a gradual
outgrowth of the prison management.

To Director Hendricks— Never knew of a
prison in which itwas cot in us".

To Judge McKune
—

Have always depend-
ed on my judgment in regard to the manage-

ment of tnutiec As Lieutenant of the
Guard under Pockman had uothicg to do
with the eelection of trusties ; suppose the
Warden selected the trusties.

To Chairman Biggs
—Alltrusties are con-

sidered under my control whenever they may
be about the grounds.

To Judge McKune—Have allowed men,
that were trusties when Itook charge, to go
out on the farm to work. Allen and Laux
ars trusted r.t times when they might escape
ifso disposed. We dou'c consider they teed
guarding. There is a list at the gate of men
allowed to go cut st irregular hour:. Itwas
there when Ibecamo Captaiu cf the Yard.
There are two or three lock-ups. The third
itof tru§ties. Aprisoner escaped last night.

He was not a trusty, but in solitary confine-
ment.

[Judge McKune admitted that this matter
was irrelevant, and although brought out by
himself n&keu that itbe stricken cut ]

To Chairman Boggg

The hes c, judgment
must be used in selecting trusties, and we
tike the least risks possible.

Atthe request of Director Hcnlricks, wit-
ness explained the method of handling prison-
er* each day.

Redirect Have seen the Warden inside the
piison frequently inspecting the condition of
things, Men who work en roics, etc., are
of the first lock-up, and are counted out and
in regularly. The second lock-up is com-
posed of those prisoners at work in the y^id.
They are counted cut and in. The third
leck-up compti°e3 the trusties, who are also
counted out and in.

James K. Lycch, Bworn

of the guard. Kemcrr.har the armory having
been left open twice. Hud my attention en-
(frcased by other matters, and neglected to
c! \u25a0>•« tho door promptly; but Boon noticed
the omission and closed it on one of these oe
cations. Have had orders to repot t all esses
of opium smoking. Was never intoxicated
on duty. One time, while ill and off duty,
drank Kgffnog by direction of the doctor.

Recess.
At the afternoon session H. A. Ganley,

Mor>l Instructor at the prison, was exam-
ined by .Mr. McClure relative to the morals
and genera! character of Chambers, which he
considered good. He regarded Captain Cham-
bers ss an eminently efficient person.

J. It. Moore, Turnkey, considered the gen-
eral conduct lii.d deportment of Captain
Chambers as good. Witness had great confi-
dence in him, and regarded him as the man
for the place.

Warden McComb was recalled, and testi-
fied that it was not compulsory upon em-
ployes to contribute to the campaign fund,
lie was absent at the time the money was
contributed, and left word with clerk Miser
toinform the employes that the contributions
must be considered voluntary. Some did not
contribute, and are still retained. The War-
den then explained the reasons for and the
working!)of the trusty system, without which
much of the present efficiency of the prison
would be impossible. The man incharge cf
the stable is allowed to sleep in the b&rn.
The man who works in the vineyard is al-
lowed to piss the guards. There are but
four men who are what are called trusties.
Thofe employed as servants about the prison
are all under guard, and not allowed outside
the guard lines. The Warden then explained
the circumstances attending the employment
of prisoner Paul. The youog man had been
recommended to him by the former War-
den m d other officers, and he learned
to have tbo fullest confidence in
him. Some cattle had repeatedly trespassed
on the prison grounds where grain was
planted, and Paul w»s instructed to drive
them off, The young man shot and injured
five of the cows with bird shot. The owner
demanded 1 pay let the cattle, but agreed to
allow 5200 for the injury th«y had inflicted.
He thought that the cattle were injured to
the extent of $300. Witness agreed to take
the cows at the tignre named, but the owner
for a time declined to come to reasonable
terms. Finally witness paid $60 out cf his
own pocket to settle the matter, and the
owner of the cattle expressed himself as
follysatisfied. Never paid one cent of the
State's mosey on that claim, and gave no
note for a further payment. [Director Hen-
dricks hers wcpr&weJ the opinion that, r-s
General McComb had expended SCO of his
owa money while protecting the property of
of the State, -ho ought to be reim-
bursed.] Witnets, rosnmicg, said that
lawyer, who had testified that the Warden
had declined to inquire into alleged cues of
opium-smoking, was wholly 01 sible.
His statement was utterly f»lsp. Witness
explained bis alleged unwarranted absence
frcm the prison bysaying that business often
called him away lor short intervals. Qne
summer lie took a ten-day vacation, and an-
other summer one of seven d»ys. The reten-
tion if $10 from one n»<utb'<) salary of J. E.
Dnyer, *6alleged by tho litter, was wholly

untrue. Witness" had never beard of any-
thing of the kind.

The Warden was examined at considerable
length, and all the, matters alluded to in the
charges and specifications were brought up,
explained and disposed of by him in a man-
ner tbat teemed to be eminently satisfactory
to all present, The guard Ward was dis-
charged because of his intemperate habits,
over-efficicusness and meddling propensities.
Witness always acted promptly onany direct
charges made against an employe cr prisoner.
He received daily reperts from the Captain
of the Yard, and gave the latter his orders in
writing.

At the conclusion of Warden McComb's
testimony the defense announced that their
case was closed,

Mr. McClure said the dtfrnsa did not care
to ivaete time in arguing, though the prose-
cution might do so.

Mr. Sullivan then commenced an argu-
ment, in which he first claimed that all the
charges had been proven, and wound up by
saying that his witnesses had gone back on
him and he had been unable tomake out such
a c*se as he supposed be could. Inshort,
both Messrs. Hinkson and Sullivan seemed
desirous of irrpressing upon the Board of
Directors the fact that they bad wearied cf
the whole business and were net proud cf the
result.

The Board decided totake tiematter under
consideration until their : ext meeting at San
Queotin. Itwas well understood, however,
that the Directors were all convinced that the
prosecution had not sustained a solitary
charge against the Warden, and a unanimcui
verdict ofacquittal is anticipated.

The Board cf Directors, attorneys and re-
porters all returned to the cityon Saturday
evening by special train.
