COUNTY EXHIBITS.

The rine exhibit of products of Sonoma
county at the last State Fair war. the sub-

ject of general commendation. It sug-
gested the idea that each of the counties
of California should at the next Exposition
make separate and distinct exhibits. The

obd-Umon lias been diligent in calling

attention to this .choir.., for two purposes:
First, to secure to the State the largest

and most representative agricultural exhi-
bitica ever made for it;second, that the

exhibits may be utilized to represent the
SUM at '.he World's Fair to be held at
New Orleans in December next. la fur-
therance of these objects the St»ta Board
of Agriculture has offered four cash premi-
ums for the best display!, and has invited
the State Gringo to take charge of the

matter of organising the exhibition for
each county. The answer of the official
of the Granpja has, if received, not yet

been made public. l'..it assuming that
they win accept the trust, there are still
gaps in the plan. There are- coun-
ties where the agricultural products
amount to vnry little, and counties

where tho Orange haa no local
organization. The milling counties' exhib-
its, for instance, cannot I>3 supervised by

the Patrons of Husbandry, For these,
nud for the lumber sections, there should
be other methods provided tosecure repre-

sentative exhibite. We still believe that
the plan suggested in the columns of this
journal iait • ring to bo the moBS feasible.
That was the appointment by the State

Board of Agriculture of a committee of

public-spirited citiz'.na in each county to
agitate the matter in their localities, and
superintend th« gathering of the exhibits.
So far sa the purely agricultural counties
arc ooi serned, the Granges are well
adapted to thin work, but they cannot
comp&s? all the territory. The subject is

one i). broad importance to the State. If
the scheme is carried out with vigor, it
willreau't inliltingtho State Fair to the
piano of an agricultural exposition, as it
should be. Outside of stock, grape snd

fruit exhibits, it \*a fact that the agricult-

ural element has been very poorly repre-
sented at any of the Stila Fair?, and is
sorr.e >ear 3it has n;atlc but .-. bcggar'.y
showing. Ths county plan, we believe,
will ccmp,!ttaSy revolutionize the whole
matter. But itin essential that lbs first

effort ihould In entirely successful. Fail-
ure, or ot'.y rtial Euccess, will discour-
age, a:*d mako cur last state worse
than cur ,-i. It is much to be
hoped th.\t tho interior press will
give this rnattsr early and earnest atten-
tion. The.-o is no county in the s;.i' that
the Bcbtn-.i will not benefit. All the

trouble taken ttII!be fully compensated by

the result!. The county cxhibit3 made in
ISS3 were forwarded to Illinoisat the close
of the Ci'ifrrnia far, and th« public ie

wellinformed of Ihc exceeding good urcs

made of the artic'.Oß. At Iho Illinoisfair
they were .ii." chief novelty, and subse-
quently, being exhibited in Chicago,
an! in p*rt in Kogland, were more
Instrumental in drawing attention to

It"oes even beyond the Act of JSCC, which

makes it illegal to transport by land cr
\u25a0water anything like dynamite on any pis-

seager vessel or vehicle, between the

State?, or between placet in the United

States »aJ any foreign country ;•ecoad, to

transport it by any means of conveyance

unless Itis packed in a metallic vessel, sur-

rounded by some substance which willbe

non-explosive if "saturated" with the

contents, and conspicuously marked "Ni-
troglycerine, dangerous." Violations of

these regulations are punia'uablo by fine ;

and ft death caused by violation of the Act
ia made manslaughter, punishable withim-

prisonment for not lees than two years.

The Acts referred to were not passed in

contemplation of e_jpamite outrages, such
as shock humanity today, but merely as a
commercial safety regulation. Yet the
Attorney General proposes to apply it,and
stretch its limit even, to prevent assaults

upon the people of a nation with which we
are at peace. The circular testifies to our
good willin the matter, at least, but does
not ennfess the right of England to demand
of us the passage or enforcement of laws

for her benefit. She has no such right. If
we enforce the existing, or pass a new law
on this subject, it will rest on a humane
basis and be of general application.

CAPTIOUS CRITICISM.

We have pointed out that the fee-collec-
tion system in State departments is se-

riously faulty. That there is no such check
in California upon possible peculation as
should be applied. That fees have, in

0 Lor States, been stolen. That cities and
Slates have probably thus been plun-
dered of thi\u25a0asauda. of dollar.'. We Bug-

gested as a possible remedy the application
of the auditing method. Sjme captious
critic tiptilted its nose at thij sugges-
tion, declaring it absurd, for the reason
that it would delay public business and

increase the red tape methods and en-
tanglements. We replied that there is, in
fact, no red tape employed now at all

—
not

so much, indeed, as obtains inordinary

grocery-store transaction. In almost any

retail establishment ot this day payment
for goods foldis not made to the salesman ;
that is, the goods are not delivered until
an auditor has checked the amount for
which sold agiinst the seller. Why the
State should be leas circumspect it is diffi-
cult to see. Bat, again, the captious
sneer at the auditing system, and ask, in
effect, it' it is seriously contended where
an attorney, for instance, desiring to file a
paper with the Clerk of the Supremo Court,
or Secretary of Sent*, or Surveyor-General,
or any other official, and there is
payabh a fee of 50 oeijtj, that
the authority must be first ob-
tained from the auditing department ? To
which we reply, so long as it is possible
for a fee-receiving official to pocket tho
fee and fail to give the State credit for it
or to pay over the money ;bo long as it is
possible for officials to steal fees, as has
been clone in the past in more than one
State of the Union, just so long there is
need for such an auditing system as will
cut off that source of illicitrevenue to the
private perse of the dishonest officer.
Whether the Cortroller'a department
should do the auditing, or same other
check by entry against the officialbe made,
is a question of methods only. There
should bo some check. So long £3 none is
applied there is an open invitation and a
temptation to dishonesty that is unbusi-
nesslike -ml totally at variance with the
wisdom that should attach to State
methods. Our critics may call this "an
extraordinary disposition to preset in

error." ifitchooses. We ore by no means
responsible for lack of ability on
their uait tj comprehend simple
business Propositions. If they can find
time to inquire into the nutter they
may discover that in some of the States
and municipality of the country a check
has boon applied and public business is net
retarded. And also, by inquiry at the
capitol, they may find that the absence of
such check has caused serioaa complica-
tions, ,m 1 may possibly involve innocent
men in scandal to their serious injury.

McCullan left here about, 2 o'clock on Sun-
day, and has not since been heard from. It
id 'he universal opinion that he periehad in
the enow between hera and Alder's mil),
which 13 about six miles from Truckee.

MININGIMPROVEMENTS AT HILLTOP.

Ens. Record Union : When the in-
junction was granted by the Superior Court
of Sacramento county against the Atnadcr
and Sacramento Canal Company, upon
complaint: of Diggory Ilobbs, the company
ceased mining, and immediately went to
work building restraining dama in con-
formity with the decision of Judge Tempi?
rendered previously, and were so successful
that upon trial of the case (submitted upon
affidavits), and subsequent visit of Judge
McFarland, that injunction was modified
so as to allow said company to operate
their mine at Hilltop,bo loiig as they im-
pounded and kept from tEt;ring the Co-
eamr.es river all heavy debris and ether
matter not held in suspension by the water
used in mining. Since then the dams have
been frequently raised, and mining suc-
cessfully prosecuted.

This season the company have let their
property toH. S. Byam, who has succeed-
ed in perfecting arrangements whereby a
system of dams has been built, and are
now beiag built, that will effectually pre-
vent any coarse sand or debris from enter-
ing the Cosumnes river, either from the
Hilltopmines or from the quartz nulls at
Plymouth, Amador county.

The outlet of these mills is Indian creek,
a tributary of the Cosumnes, and one of
the main sources of supplying water for
the Amador and Sacramento Canal Com-
pany's mines. This water is heavily
charged with quaitz sand and slickens,
which has caused this company much
trouble by fillingup their ditches and res-
ervoir. To obviate this Mr. Byam has ac-
quired the right of way for five miles of
Indian creek canyon from the farmers, and
h&3 constructed five dams of logs and
brush, heavily weighted with rock, which
effectually prevents the daily crushing of
quartz at Plymouth (about -'00 tone) from
entering the ditch or river. Ia the vicin-
ity of Hilltop there are two dams upon
Arkansas creek, kept ia repair by the com-
pany (though they are not running there)
to protect the ranchers low from the ac-
cumulated tailing!of former mining, with
which the canyon above is filled, and
which wouldotherwise How down inwinter
freshets. Near Michigan Bar a dam of
bags and brush ilbeing constructed to pro-
tect the river from the flow cf t»iling3
from three small mines operated by private
parties, using in the aggregate EOme 400
inches of water. In Cook gulch a new
dam is being built, nearly midway between
the Gallo^ly dam and the brush dam
above. This dam can bo made, ifneces-
sary, tiventy feet high, and willmaterially
help to olear the water from the mine of
f,ii>.'':eus before entering the river. All
these dams will be raised as the flaw of
tailings require, 60 as to produce stillwater
above for some hundreds of fpet, and
make them, as ail arc intended to be, good
settling reservoirs. A. A. L.

Ihave no fears of
death, and shouldIrecover Ishall be the
happiest mortal on earth? Good-by to all
my friends." lie then bared his back,
sliced a largo mirror behind him
and oec in front, and then proceeded to
make an incision across the back about four
inches in length, and another at right an-

gles from it. He then separated the Bkin
from the Si ah, and witha pair of forceps
tore the obstinate bsg from the bone. The
operation was a long aud painful one, the
pus-bag dinging as though fastened with
rivets of steel. He was often compelled
to rest oh account of utter exhaustion, but
he would renew his efforts, with a strong
desire of success each time, and believed
he would soon again enjoy perfect health.
Ho worked only aa a man could work to
sava his life. After the operation was com-
;liIsd the doctor sank senseicas upon the
floor of his office, and remained to for
about eight hours. Upon returning con-
sciousness the plucky physician set to work
replacing to loosened skin upon his back,
and dressed the wound in a busine^a-like
manner. He now appears daily upon the
streets, a picture of perfect health, and
claims to weigh twenty-eight pounds mere
than he ever did. Inperforming the op-
eration the doctor was also successful in
finding the bullet which caused him so
much trouble. Trnly be is a man of won-
derful nerve.
