"A RAILROAD SCHEME."

It would bo a supposition complimen-
tary to the intelligence of the most ordi-
nary man to assume that he approves of
all legitimate efforts made to induce desir-
able immigration to California, It is our
great need ; we have acreage for a vast
population. What we want is homes, a

prosperous people, and plenty of them ;
email farms well tilled, and the oblitera-
tion of great land holdings. To this end
tho Central Pacific Railroad Company for
the paat year has been laboring through
open agencies at the Bast and in England
to induce immigrants withsome means to

coraoto California. Allthe great railroads
of the West have like agencies, and are
doing their best to foster tho rapid set-

tlingup of the countries they traverse.
These companies receive the encourage-

ment of the people, and Gome of the States
and Territories have afforded them special
facilities for maintaining exhibitions of
products. The California exhibitions at
the Illinois State Fair, and the Birming-
ham (Eng. ) Exposition last year, and
which attracted so much attention, were
brought about through two i f the im-
migration agencies of the Cs*ntral Pacific
Railroad Company. The company also
•sends out [table traveling agents to
distribute hundreds oi thousands of printed
reports upon California, and documents
containing information needful to the
prospective immigrant, with accoir of
location of lands, public, private and rail-
road grants that are open for rale or set-

tle-mo:.: ;the character of the nil, climate,
best adapted products, cost of bringing
laud up to a paying standard, etc. The
company, in common with othcrp, 'as also
encouraged excursions westward of people
desirious to view the State before del iling
to remove to it.

Of course, at the bottom of all ibis is
the selfish hope of reward. 1; is la- the
interest of railroad companies that the
country traversed by their lines should be
thickly fettled; if they have any remain-
ing lands for sale it is their earnest desire
to dispose of them, and to people who will
tillthe ItnJ and raise products for trans-
portation to market by rail. Likewise they
have just as rest an interest in the set.

tlingup of other lands. Hence itis that
their agencies are solicitious to secure immi-
gration for California, irrespective of the
particular locality in which they may de-
aire to purchase lands, and constantly post

Mid offer private lands an 1 freely act as
agent, far people having land to sell. Itis

natural that the Central Pacific Company
should desire, and use all right means to
stimulate various sections of the State to
make special presentation of their immedi-
ate claims, While the work of the rail-

road agencies moat be general, and relate
to the whole State, jet wherever a county,
or number of counties, willunite i.ispecial
documentary presentation of their agri-
cultural and other advantage*, the avenues
of the railroad have been tendered for the
distribution of thin "immigration litera-

ture." The Los Angel oection has during
several years been diligent in publishing
and distributing this kind of literature.

In all this can any one see anything

panies so great among any people an tolead

them to condemn such systems and meth-
ods as those we have described ? Naturally

the en lid reader willreply in the nega-

tive.

Here now appears the wit of the Solano
paper. Hear it:

We would like to know the motive of the Central
Pacific Railroad when they endeavor to get a num-
ber of counties to join and issue a pamphlet for dis-
tribution upon their trains and in cities which, by
their roads, are connected with the advertised dis-
tricts. This seems to us to be a scheme upon the

part of the railroad company to get the people of
this section of the Siote to advertise, thereby in-
ducing travel and consequently turning ticket
money into the railroad's till.

The farsightedness of that paper ia some-
thing to command admiration. Itcertainly
has struck the nail on the head. Ithas
"a railroad scheme," as itterms it, by the
throat. It is entirely probable that the
railroad company has a selfish interest at
the bottom of its "scheme." It is fort-
unate for California that it has. Selfish-
ness is in the mass of allsubstructures ;it
ia the great motor of progress. We all

ish California prosperity, but before Cal-
ifornia we desire to be personally prosper-
ous. We doubt if even the philanthropy
and benevolence cf the Solano paper rises

to such a hight, and is so broad, that in de-
siring the advancement of Solano county
itdoes not hope for and expect its own
prosperity to be fostered and augmented.

The Republican adds to its exposure of
this

the thought that

"what the company seems to lis after,
judging from Mr. Hoag's statement, is
that, by thus advertising, many people
will coma here to invest their money in
homes, land will advance in price, farms
will bo subdivided and sold, while the
company willhold on toallitbaa until the
land ins reached a price commensurate
with the company's avarice." It would 100
interesting to know from what source this
suspicion wan drawn, in the face of the
fact that the railroad people have been dis-
posing of their lands with unexampled
rapidity ;are using every possible exertion
ii sell them' to men who will upbuild
homes ;have reduced prices steadily and
expended large sums in the way of invit-
ing purchasers :and, in fact, have disposed
of the great mass of the grant land,. The
truth is, the interest of railroads lies not
so much in selling lands as in making

lands productive, and settling upon them
a large population, that there may be pas-
sengers to ride in the coaches and freight

to be carried in the box cars. All the
State has been anxious for such a consum-

mation
—

even the most orthodox anti-
railroad man has joined with the railroads
in this desire. Perhaps even so narrow aa

intelligence ps that of our Solano neighbor
may be able to comprehend these facts.
Itis perfectly evident that a document

emanating from the Board of Trade of Sac-
ramento and the representative citizens of
Yolo, Amador, San Joaquin, Placer and
El Dorado will be more forcible and
effective than if promulgated by a regular
railroad immigration agent. Solano seeds
population as badly a.i her sister counties,
but if the Republican speaks for her, and
she folds her hands and waits for another
to do the work she should herself accom-
plish, she willnot deserve prosperity and

increase. But we apprehend that no such
spirit animates the people of Solano. They
are of central California, their interests are
common with Sacramento and Yolo, and
they should and willpull together despite
this new

BY SLEEPER TO MEXICO.
The departure of the first through train

of Pullman cars from the City of Mexico
for Chicago is announced, and is an event
of more than passing importance. By the
ratification of the Mexican reciprocity

treaty we are to be brought inta closer
commercial relations withthe neighboring
republic. This will cultivate a spirit of
amity ;we will become more intimate
with our Mexican neighbors, and our man-
ufacturers and producers willbo soon en-

gaged in catering to their wants. Railway
union between the Mexican capital and the

American Eastern railway system brings
Mexico nearer '..> us, and very naturally
the curious willbe attracted to the newly-
open d door. Excursions, of which that
of Saturday was the initial, willbecome
numerous, Mexico willnow attract the
class of tourists who must nerds go rap-
idly, remain but a abort time ami return
speedily —the holiday birds of passage, in-
deed. Heretofore the mere pleasure-
seekers ;nd curiosity-lovers v. ho went out

to Mexico from the East were very few,
those only, indeed, possessed of ample
means and plenty of leisure, but now we

must expect Mexico to compete with Cal-
ifornia for the rapid summer tourists.
While climatically Mexico will not be
in many parts attractive in the summer
season as we know it, yet the great central
plateau of her table lands insummer are

ma-atled by an enchanting atmosphere,
and the temperature is not higher than in

many parts of California. Mexico willat
least take earlier tourists than v.-c now bid
for. When our State is uninviting to those
desiring to escape from Eastern rigor3,
Mexico willbe presenting for consideration
a most equable season. We need not ap-
prehend, however, any material effect upon
tho number of our tourist visitors, for the
opening oi the Republic to them by rail
willbut stimulate the excursion spirit and
increase the volume of travel to this coast.

There was
nothing between the cityof New Orleans and
the river, sixteen feet above tlie level cf the
city, bat a dirt wall. Acalamity that must
ensue if the waters rose nigher could not be
depicted by human tongue. Itwould be the
calamity of the age.

While
lhus engaged, the wives, sisters and sweet-
hearts of the victims urged the survivors to
try and cover the bodies. One girl named
Morris, th"bello of the village, mounted a

rst-'rough and offered to marry at}-man
present who would head a party of explorers.
Her father is among the dead. Every effort
is ing made to cut off all ventilation, and
the tire now show sign, of diminishing.
