SENATE.
Ti-ksoat, March 25tb.

The Senate met at 3 r. \u25a0\u0084 pursuant to adjourn-
ment, Lieutenant-Governor Daggett in the chair.
Journal of Monday read aud approved.

Whitney effered a bill entitled an Act to amend
Sections MM and 3045 of the Political Code, relat-
ingto ships and vessels.

Ryan offered a resolution to the effect that all
bills usuallyreferred to the Committee on Con-ora-
tion-* be considered in Committee of the Whole,
thereby doingaway with the Committee on Corpo-
rations.

The resolution was opposed by Messrs. Del Valle,
McCiure and Vrooman on various grounds.

Ryan temporarily withdrew his resolution, and
Kellogg offered a substitute providing for the ap-
pointment of six standing committees, namely :
On Contingent Expenses, Mileage, etc.; Judiciary,
Enrolled Bills,Encrotsed Bills, Printing, and Rules.

On motion of Murpbv, the substitute was laid eu
the table.

Ryan, by request, withdrew the resolution.
The substitute offered by Cross, on Monday, to

the resolution byFilcher— which resolution named
a Committee on Rules was taken up, on motion of
Del Valle, and adopted. [The substitute provides
that the President of tit Senate shall appoint a
committee of fiveon Standing Rules.]

Kelly of Solano called up his resolution of yester-
day, providing for an additional Assistant Journal
Clerk. Carried. By subsequent resolution offered
by Kelly Jennie Nyrod was appointed.

Sullivan moved to amend by inserting the name
»if lira. Sawyer, of San Francisco.

Baldwin moved that the whole matter be referred
to the Committee on Contingent Expenses. Car-
ried.

TlieSergcant-at-Arms was by resolution allowed
arleik.

Del Valle offered a resolution providing for a com-
mittee of liveon mileage. Adopted.

The Assembly convened at 10 A. x ;a quorum
present. The Chaplain, Rev. E. B Ware, offered
prayer, which contained some wholesome advice to
the democracy. During his reverent petition he
remarked that it was an oldmaxim and a true one,
"'lhat they are governed hist who are governed
least.'*

Caminettt, Chairman of the Committee on Public
Expenditure?, reported favorably upon th*? resolu-
tion allowing$25 to each member for (tamps, sta-
tionery, etc., and the sime was adopted.

Wharton introduced the first bill of the session,
which is cut tied "AnAct to amend Sections 3771,
3736 and 3757 of an Act entitled an Act to establish
aPolitical Code, approved March 12, 1572, relating
to revenue and taxation, and the method of ths col-
lection thereof." Itis intended to prevent the main-
tenance of any suit or issuance of any writ by any
Court or judicial officer, for the purpose ofrestrain-
ing the Sale ofproperty for taxes, or preventing he
execution of any powers or duties of a Tax Collector,
unless it bo first shown by competent evidence, and
ct'ter notice to the Tax Collector that the tax for
which the sale is about to be made has been abso-
lutelypaid to the officer entitled to receive it. Re-
ferred to the Committee on Ways and Means.

Cutter introduced the followingconcurrent reso-
lution:

Resolved by the Assembly, the Senate concurring,
That we heartily indorse the postal telegraph bill
introduced inCongress by Hon. Charles A. Sumner,
o( this State, believing itto be an eminently wise
and practical measure, and one imperatively de-
manded by the interests of the people of the United
States.

Resolved, That our Senators be and they are
hereby instructed, and our Representatives re-
quested, to support and by all honorable means en-
deavor to secure the passage cf said bill.

Resolved, That the Governor be requested to for-
ward a copy of the foregoing resolutions to each of
our Senators and Representatives in Congress.

Resolved, That Section 10 of Article XIII.be

amended so as to read :
"

Allproperty shall be as-
sessed in the county, city,city and county, town,
township ordistrict in which it is situated, in the
manner prescribed by law." Referred to Commit-
tee on Constitutional Amendments.

By flutter—That Section 4 of Article -XIII.of the
Constitution be amended so as to read :"A mort-
gage, iced of trust, contract, or ether obligation by
which a debt is secured, shall, for the purposes of
assessment and taxation, be deemed end treated as
an interest in the property affected thereby. In
case of debts so secured the value of the property
affected by such mortgage, deed of trust, contract
or obligation, less the value of such Becuri v, shall
be assessed an taxed to the owner thereof in the
county, city or district in which the property
affected thereby is situate. The taxes so levied
shall be a lien upon the property and security, and
may be paid by either party tosuch security ;if
paid by the owner cf the security, the tax so levied
upon the property affected thereby shall become a
part of the debt so secured; if the owner of the
property shall pay the tax bo levied upon such
security, itBhall constitute a payment, thereon, and
to the extent of such payment a full discharge
thereof ;provided, that if any such security orIn-
debtedness shall be paid by any such debtor or
debtors after assessment and before the tax levy,
the amount cf such levymay likewise be retained
by such debtor or debtors, and shall be computed
according to the tax levy for the preceding year."
Referred to Committee imi Constitutional Amend-
ments.

Leverson offered the following resolution :
Resolved by the Ass. nobly, the Senate con-

curring, First, that Gideon J. Carpenter, Railroad
Commissioner for the First District, has proved
derelict inhis duty and incompetent, and is hereby
removed from the office of Railroad Commissioner
for the First District, heretofore held by him;sec-
ond, that William P. Humphreys, Railroad Commis-
sioner for the Second District, has proved derelict
inhis duty and incompetent, and is hereby removed
from the office of fiai road Commissioner for the Sec-
ond D strict heretofore held by him.

Leverson also introduced an amendment to Sec-
tion 23 of Article XII.<*'. the Constitution, providing
for the election of three Railroad ssuraers, on
the first Tuesday after the first Monday inMarch, to

hold for four years. The Commissioners to be
elected on the principle of. prop .rtional representa-
tion;the Legislature to provide rules for their gov-
ernment ;that any elector may make nominations for
Commissioner bymeans of letter to Secretary of
State, stating reasons for nomination and showing
special fitness of nominee for the place; nomina-
tions to be published, and if approved by 2,C00
electors in the case of a general election, orby 500
in the case or a district election, such names shall
be printed on the ballots ;that the Commissi
shall establish rates of freights and fares from time
to time, shall have power over ail books and papers
of railroad companies, and require them to furnish
any desired Information. Any corporation wlich
refuses to conform to rates or charges in own,
etc, hallbe fined not to exceed $50,000 lor each
offense, and the offending officer, agent or employe
punished. Inall civilor criminal controversies the
rates established by the Ccmmiasionera shall be
deemed conclusively just and reasonable, and injural
shippers or pa'sengera may recover consequential
damages. The Commission shall be a Court ofrecord.
Tbe Commission shall apportion a district to each
Commissioner, which shall not be the one from
which he is elected, and he shall hold Court therein
not less than twentydays inevery two months, and
shall have concurrent jurisdiction with tbe Superior
Courts inall ca-es in whi-h any transportation com-
pany shall be a defendant ;such Court shall he
called the Rsiho&d Commissioners' Court Num-
ber District;all processes and pleadings there-
in shall be summary without written pleadings ;
the Commissioners may -prescribe rules for the gov-
ernment of their Courts ;an appeal shall lie from
such Court to the "Supreme Court ;at the com-
mencement vt a session of the Legislature the
Speaker of the Assembly shall, without motion, put
the question :Shall there be anelection for Rai'road
Commissioner in the First District ? on when the
ayes and noes sha'l be taken, and the same for the
other districts; if a majority of three-
fifths of the members veto aye, an election
shall be held in the district forthwith, and the jer-
BOS so ejected shall hold office for the balance of the
term of tbe person in whose place he i*elected.
The Legislature shall have power by a majority
vote of each House to remove any or c. 1of the Com-
misskraeis for de-reliction of duty, incompetency
or (orruption, they being given an opportunity to
answer all charges ;vacancies from any cause shall
be filled by the Governor ;every Commissioner
shall devote his entire time to the business of Ida
office;&\u25a0\u25a0 each session the Assembly shall appoint
seven and the Senate four me i.hers, who, together,
shall form tho continuation committee of the L .i-
--lature to hold public sessions during any portion cf
the year, and in any place, and prepare and intro-
duce at the next session such legislative measures
aa they may recommend ;such continuation com-
mittee may convene the Legislature in special ses-
sion, and may bya vote of eight of itsnumber sus-
pend any State officer frcm bis office until tbe expi-
ration of the next s.s s'.or of tbe Legi&Ut'ire.

Referred to Committee on Constitutional Amend
ments.

Leverson Introduced also a concurrent resolution
for the amendment of Section 4, Article XIII.of the
Constitution. The amendment provides for an in
come tax oncorporations ;that no elections of mem-
bers to serve in the .Senate as '. Assembly shall bo
held on the first Tuesday in .November, IS9O, but an
election of eighty persons shall be held on the prin-
cipal of proportional representation, which persons
shall form a Constitutional Convention, to meet the
first Monday following the is' diy of January, IS9I,
(or the purpose of revising the Constitution ;the
Legislature shall make provision far carrying out
al! elections, and (or those proposed to be carried
out the proportional representation shall adopt ts
nearly as may be the system devised by Mr. lit:.';
untilthe Legislature so provie ts, the Governor shall
frame rules and orders (or carrying out tfcc fame.
which shall continue in fares until the end of
the next session, or until the Legis-
lature makes provision tor the sune. ihe
remaining portions ot the propose. amendment are
taken trim a resolution introduced at the last ses-
sion by the same Assemblyman. Referred to Com-
mittee onConstitutional Amendments.

Cutter introduced a concurrent resolution to
amend Section 22, Article XII.,of tbe Constitution,
concerning Railroad Commissioners, bystriking out
the words:•* En all controversies, eh !or criminal,
the rates of fares and freights established by said
Commission shall be deemed conclusively just and
reasonable." Italso makes the term of office of
Commissioners

four year., unless removed by the

Legialatltra "
The word*in italics are additional to

the previous reading of the section. Also the clauso
of this section of the Constitution which proviicd
that any Commissioner might be removed upon a
two-thirds vote of all the members elected to each
house, itIs proposed to change ><> aa to require only
a majority vote of such members. Referiod to the
Committee onConstitutional Amendments.
