‘WasHINGTON, March 27th,—Miller of Cali-
fornia reported favorably, from the Commit-
tee on Naval Affairs, with amendment, the
joint resolution authorizing the Secretary of
the Navy to offer a reward of $25,000 for the
rescuing or ascertaining the fate of the
Greely expedition.

A resoiution was agreed to directing the
Committee on Library to inquire into the ex-
pediency of printing the official letters and
papers of the late President James Monroe,

WasHINGTON, March 27th.,—The morning
hour was dispessed with, and the House
went into Committee of the Whole—Dorsey
in the chair—on the bonded extension bill,
and Randall spoke in opposition to it.

P'bis measare is the beginning of the end of
the Indian question, which for six years has
been perding in Congress, having passed the
Senate twice, hut met with failare in the
House, The bill provides that whenever tha
President shatl think proper he may take
measures to obtain tha consent of any In-
dians now on the reservations, and they shall
allot their land in sufficient quantity to sup-
port themselves. None are a!lowed to own
such lands until the expiration of twenty-five
yesrs, when the Uaited States patent of own-
ership will be iszued to them. The idea of
the bill is also {o ultimately abolish Indian
reservations, and mske the red men depend-
ert vpon themselves. If the bill passes the
House it will, within the next quarter of a
centary, add 100 000,000 acres to the public
domain, ali of which will ba thrown open for
pre-emption. It comprises some of the best
land in the country.
