TEE WIDTH OF THE TRACK.

The followingcommunication has been re-
ceived from a correspondent,

"
M.D. 5.,"

under date of March 26th :
"

Willyou be so
kind as to insert the followingin contradic-
tion of a statement made in the columns of
your worthy paper this morning, concerning

the width of the race track at the Park :The
writer states itis 20 feet wider than it was

before. That is not so, for itwas 40 feet be-
fore, and itis the same now, all except the

first furlong, which ia 50 feet. He also states
that the galloping track is 3 feet wider than

itwas, which is another mistake, for itis 6 or
7 feet narrower than before the change.
There is plenty of proof for my statement It
nowlacks 11 inches of being 30 feet which
every horseman knows is too narrow for ex-
ercising youngsters. Sometimes there willbe
no less than 50 or 75 on the track at one time
during the State Fair, and boys cannot keep
them inplace and avoid accidents insuch a
narrow space as the inside track. There has
been one accident already

—
the collision

of two young colts in the homestretch of the
gailming trail, for Ican term itnothing
else." The item referred to was 'written on
information obtained from an officer of the
State Agricultural Society, who got his fig-
ures direct from Mr.Pierson, the engineer in
charge of the improvements. "M,D. S."
willfind, ifhe re-reads the item, that it said
the

"
first turn

"—
not the track— was twenty

feet wider than before. Mr. Pierson's fig-
ures are that the turn at first is sixty and
then fiftyfeet wider than before. The second
turn is forty feet

—
the same width as previ-

ously, which isbeliaved to be sufficient, as by
the time they reach there the horses ina race
are almost invariably well "strung out."
The back stretch has an average width of
forty feet. At the quarter, half and three-
quarter poles there is an additional width, to
accommodate horses starting for fractional
miles. The inside track is, according to Mr.
Pierson 'd figure., thirty feet wide, and, he
pays, as stated in the item referred to, about
three feet wider than before. It ia alleged
that heretofore there has always been an
abundance of room, and that, in fact, the
horses worked there were nearly'always gal-
loped or walked around ina "trail

"
close to

the insida fence, one horse followinganother,
until the track was so worn that it could
hardly be used.

Sodden Death of a Pioneer.— William
L.Herudon, a California Pioneer, and one
of the early residents of Sacramento, died
suddenly yesterday morning at fab residence,
on O street, between Eighth and Ninth. De-
ceased waa a native of Virginia, and inhi
sixty-first year. His health had not been
very good recently, but he ate ahearty break-
fast yesterday morning, and was sitting down
smoking when he suddenly passed hia pipe to
hia wife, and almost immediately fell back
nncooseii us, death resulting soon after
Physicians who were summoned decided tha
death re-ulted from apoplexy. He waa by
occupation a contractor and builder, and
worked upon many of the well-known struct-
ure.*! of the city. He took an active interest
in politics, anil was at one time a candidate
f.iCity I'ruetee, being beaten bybut a few
votes. Attheir last meeting the City Trus-
tees elected him Superintendent of the City
Cemetery, but he had not entered upon the
duties of the ifiice. The fire-bell on
Fifth street tolled on his death becoming
known, he having been a member of the Ex-
empt Firemen's Association, and at one time
President of that organization.

REMARKABLE BAT-SHOOTING.
When, fiveor six years ago, officer Jackson

and other Sacramentans inaugurated bat-
shooting, they had no idea that it would ex-
tend over the entire country ;but itevidently
has. Recently, at New Orleans, Dr.Carver
undertook to shoot 1,000 of them, thrown up
by hand, in eighty minutes, and an audience
of about 3,000 persons assembled to witness
him perform the feat Few thought be
would accomplish it, and he was not very
sanguine himself, AUrge table was placed
in front of the grand stand, on which were
placed the shells, guns, a bucket of ice-water
and other necessary articles, while near by
were several large barrels of ice-water used
for the cooling of the guns after the rapid
firing. Eighteen yards from the table were
two cages filled with bats, in charge of four
attendants, two of whom were selected to fur-
nish the bats, and the other two to throw
them in the air, Edgar Lache was selected
as the referee, G. C. Dawkins the timer, and
Wm. Dupre and Edward Drouet the scorers.
Dr. Carver wore on bis left hand a heavy
buckskin glove, in which the barrel of his
gun rested. He used his celebrated Old
Widow, a Greener double-barrel choke bore
gun, which he has used ivall of bis famous
matches ;be also used another choke bore
gun of a different pattern. He had two other
guns ready in case of necessity, but did not
use them. Atsixteen minutes to 5 o'clock
the attendants began throwing the bats in
the air, one at a lime. With his old reliable
shotgun. Carver began finely, and before the
bats could begin their pirouettes in the air,
he brought numbers of them to the ground.
When the doctor got hold of the other gun,
however, he experienced some difficulty, anel
scored a number of misses, being unaccus-
tomed to itbecause of the difference in the
Bight, and the fact that tbe gun snapped
several times. Manyof the cartridges did not
explode well,either, and one of the attendants
failed to throw tha bats properly, bo that for
a few minutes the shoot didnot progress brill-
iantly. However, an old-time bat thrower,
a colored mac, was directed to do all the
throwing, and tne doctor becoming more ac-
customed to his guns, execution soon became
rapid and brilliant. The large number of
spectators crowded on either side of him and
caused many shots'to be missed by the doc-
tor, which he could have made had the people
not keen in the way. His sbooticg was
watched with rapt attention, and several
times the spectators broke forth in wild ap-
plause over the magnificent work done. The
referee and scorers performed their duty
well, aud the rapid firing kept them busy
attending to their duties, so that Dr.Carver
had very little idea of how he stood at any
time of the match. The quick firing kept
the guns exceedingly hot all the time, caus-
ing Dr. Carver to have constant recourse to
tbe pail of ice water to relieve his band from
the heat of the gun. Several times he brought
down two bats at the same fire, and again he
would killthe bats while they were pursuing
the most difficult flights in the air. After
the first twenty minutes Dr. Carver kept the
colored man busy throwing the bats, his
shooting from this on being of the fittest char-
acter, with very few misses. Finally, at 0:55
o'clock, just as the scorers arose to announce
that the 1,000 bat*- were killed, the colored
man threw into the air threa bats at the same
time, and Dr. Carver, with one beautiful
shot, brought all three down together. It
was then announced to him, amid the wildest
enthusiasm of the spectators, that he had
killed 1,003 bats ivseventy-one minute?, thus
haTingnine minutes to spare and three bats
more than necessary.

THE "EXTRAORDINARY OCCASION."
'San Francisco Chronicle, March -J7th.]

Ifany one can have the patience to read
the Governor's message to tho extra session
the second time he will discover among its
ambled and confused recommendations one

that ia mote distinctly made than all the oth-
ers. After referring to the recent payments
of the principal of the tax by the railroad
corporations as "compromises" which should
be set aside, he a.ays :

"
Itherefore recom-

mend that you provide by law for the em-
ployment of special counsel for the purpose
above mentioned, and that you further pro-
vide for the payment of costs and expenses
thereof." The law, as it now stands, pro-
vides that in certain cases counsel employed
by the State shall be paid 10 per cent, of the
tax when collected, such fees to be pi.id by
the ele!ini)Uoi-t. The amount involved in the
old tax cases for 1880, 1881 aid 1882 was $1,-
--059,01 ". Tho counsel fees on this sum would
be $105,900, The suits were brought by the
District Attorneys ia their several counties,
but were soon transferred to the Circuit Court
in this city. There were over thirty District
Attorneys interested— many that it was
necessary to have some one incharge of the
litigation. Th**.Attorney-Central took charge,
by virtue of his office, and employed certain
attorneys to assist him. Judge Rhodes had
been employed by San Mateo county, had de-
voted a great deal of time to the litigation,
and had elaborately argued a test case before
the Supreme Court of the United States.
That Court directed other cases to be tried
and appealed. Ua this trial new counsel
came into the cases, among whom were sev-
eral distinguished and able lawyers. They
were to be paid a pro rata division of the 10
per cent. We are informed that an agree-

ment to this effect was made with the Con-
trollerand the Attorney-General.

D. M.Delmas was one of the new attor-
neys. He had been employed by Santa Clara
and Monterey counties upon liberal terms.
At the trial he was allowed to lead. He
occupied the time of the Court almost to the
exclusion of other counsel, and caused 3,000
copies of his argument

—
more rhetorical than

logical to be distributed tothe press and the
public at the expense of the State. The
other attorneys were content withprinting a
few copies ot their arguments for the use of
the Court and counsel. Mr.Delmas was in-
vited by his associates to argue the cases be-
fore the Supreme C->urt of the United States.
Becoming convinced that his services were in-
dispensable, ho demanded of the Controller
and Attorney-General a fee of 810,000, not-
withstanding his previous agreement to work
for a share of ihe 10 per cent The treasury
was empty and bis demand could nut be com-
plied with. He . then prevailed upon the
State officers to convene representatives of
the Supervisor! of the several counties inter-
ested in the tax tuits, ostensibly to provide
funds for carrying on the appeal.'. Out of 33
counties, 14 sent representatives. They pro-
vided a fund of 53.000 to pay costs,
including J270 \u25a0 for Judge Rhodes,
who was then in Washington attending to
the c-s-s, and $1,000 for Mr.D'lxa*' ex-
panses to Washington, After this was done,
the representative from Santa Clara county
moved that Mr.Delmas be employed to ar-
gu ith3 cases in Washington, and that he be
paid one-half of the 10 per cent, to be col-
lected as counsel fees ($52,850), leaving the
other half to be divided among ther.umerous
other attorneys, inclining Judge Rhodes, a*.
whcee suggestion Mr. Delmas had been ex-
ployed. Tnis modest proposition wanreferred
to the Controller and the Attorney General,
who were present. For two hours they la-
bored with the distinguished attorney to in-
duce him to abandon the demand, as unjust
to his associates. He was inexorable, and, to
avoid disagreeable results, they finally agreed
to assist in giving tim one-third of all that
came under th.-ir control. The next day,
without conrulting the Attorney-General or
any other attorrey in the cases, he telegraphed
Judge Rhodes to let the cases ge over the
holidays, which was equivalent to a continu-
ance of a year. Tbis he desired toaccommo-
date his own practice, ss he was engnged in
the Colton suit, which would come up for trial
in December. Atthis stage of the proceed-
ings the relations of other attorneys iv the
case, and especially of the Attorney-Gen-
eral, became somewhat unfriendly toward
Mr,Delmas, His arrogance was unendura-
ble. Hence, when the propositions to pay
Ithe taxes were made by the railroads the ad-
vice of Mr.Delmas was not specially sought.
Ashe was expecting a big fee, and contem-
plating the glory of arguing a case iavolving
"a million of dollars, sir,'' he was opposed to
any compromise. Itwould be

"
fatal to the

dignity of the State." Judge Terry had
scouted the idea of there being any struggle
for principle, and had declared the contest
simply one of dollars and cents. When the
taxes were finallypaid we find Mr.Delmas in
consultation with the Governor suing out
foolish injunctions to keep the money out of
the treasury, and advising tbe calling of a
special session of the Legislature to surrender
the only principle involved in the tax litiga-
tiontee right >.f tbe State to tax its citizens
inits own way by such discriminations as it

>deems proper. And when the Legislature
meets we find a message, dictated evidently
by the same attorney, recommending that
littlematter of the counsel fees. This is the
extraordinary occasion for the extra session.
To fee a lawyer the State must pay out $50,-
--000 or 8100,000 for the expenses of an extra
session. If the Democratic party wish te as-
sume the responsibility, let them do it. No
wonder Mr.Delmas is non-partisan.
