State Superintendent
of Public Instruction W. T. Welcker was
present, and won the good opinion of all by
bis affable, dignified and courteous address
and manner. He particularly urged upon
the profession the necessity of a course of in-
struction inmorals and manners, demonstrat-
ing that morality was of the firstimportance
in education. Some forty teachers were pres-
ent, and at the afternoon and evening
sessions the audience of citizens com-
pletely filled the building. The Insti-
tute was in every sens.) a success,
creditable to the county of El Dorado and
its able Superintendent, Chas.

SHOT DOWN IN THE STREETS.

About 11 o'clock yesterday morning the
usual Sunday quiet in the neighborhood of
Third and J Btreets was disturbed by the dis-
charge of firearms in the vicinity of the alley

between Iand J streets. A Chinaman was

seen to rush into the street, cloaely followed
by one of his countrymen, who was shooting
him in the back with a large-sized revolver-
After discharging five shots the murderous

Celestial fled through the alley, cloaely pur-

sued by P. Brannigan. The Chinaman ran
into a basement and made his escape. The
wounded man walked across the street and
sat down on the eilewalk. After two or
three minutes he laid down and seemed to be
dying. Ina few moments hundreds of peo-
ple assembled. The wounded man was placed
inan express wagon and taken to tbo Station-
house, where a surgeon made an examination
of his wcunds and immediately pronounced
them fatal. He had been hit with three bul-
lets, two of which pissed through his
body, and either of which would
have proven fatal. At the Station-
house, he said bis name was Toy AhTie, and
that he was employed at the American Foun-
dry, at Mineteenth and Istreet* The man
who shot him, he said, was Ah Mon, who
also worked at the sime establishment. He
said they had some words relative to a set-
tlement regarding their paying their cook ;
that Ah Monbecame enraged and assaulted
hint witha pistol. City Attorney Anderson
reduced what he said to writing. He lived
just two boon after tho shooting, dying at 1
v. m. His remains were taken to the Morgue,
where an inquest will be held this evening.
The murderer, Ah Mon, belongs to the Foug
Hock Tong Lodge—

the Charley Ah Sing
crowd and is said to be a desperate indi-
vidual. The friends of the murdered man
are very desirous that Ah Mon should be
punished for the crime, and have offered a
reward cf §100 for his capture. The adver-
tisement, giving a description of the mur-
derer, willbe found in the advertising col-
umns. Tho shooting waa done within 200
feet of J street, which at that time was
thronged with pedestrians, and it seems al-
moßt miraculous that no one else was killed.

At l'_> o'clock last night the officers had
been unable to hear anything of the murderer.
Somo think he left for Folaom, others that
he started forDaviaville, and still others who
think he is secreted in the Chinese quarter.
A Chinaman, inspeaking of the probability
of his arrest, said he was confident that he
wouldbe ciptured inside of three days. He
said some two years since the Chinese Six
Companies inCalifornia decided that incases
cf a murder of this kind a liberal reward
should b.» given to those who brought the
criminal to justice. They made a schedule
of pri«a aa follows :Hanging, $S0O ; im-
prisonment for life, 8000 ;murder in second
degree. $400; manslaughter, $200. Yester-
day afternoon a Chinaman got off the Cali-
fornia Pacific at Swingles, whom it is sup-
posed was the murderer.
