—Dave Davis' saloon, Fonrth
street, between J and X, was burglarized at
an early hour yesterday morning. Theie is
a little court back of the 'saloon, formed by
the walls of adjacent buildings, the lowest of
the walls surrounding itbeing 'twenty feet or
mere from the ground. The burglars, who
evidently were well acquainted with the
premises, descended by means of a rope from
the lowest wallto the roof of a water-closet
in the yard. The back door of the saloon
was not locked, but fastened by a stick, with
a notch in the end, placed beneath the
handle. Itwas an easy matter to break out
sufficient glass from the sash of the door to
admit of the stick being pushed away from
the handle and the door being opened. The
premises were then at the mercy of the
thieves, who attacked the safe, an old and
flimsy affair, which Mr.Davis rarely kept
anything of value in. In fact itwas broken
open some time ago, but the injury

—
just

over the lock
—

was repaired by putting a
patch over it. The thieves yesterday morn-
ing had anything but a profce-ional safe-
cracker's tools to work with, they consisting
of an old hatchet, a screw-driver, a rat-tailed
file, and a gimlet, with a piece of candle for
illuuiinfttingpurposes. As soon t.n they at-
tacked the lock of the sat*) they came to the
patch, and, tearing itoff,had little difficulty
in getting to the lock. From the safe they
stole about 830 worth of dimes aud small
change generally ; from the till, which they
broke open, a dollar or two was obtained,
and to this booty was added SOO cigars, and
two

"
or three boxes of cigarettes. The

burglars left by the way they entered, being
aided: eecaping by a stepladder found in
tne yard. 'i'Leir operations were conducted
very quietly, and no one knew of their raid
until the piace was opened by the barkeeper
at the usual hour.

A FORGER ROBBED.

Several days ago a young man by the nates

of F. B. Boyett, aged 18 years, came from

his home at San Bernardino to this city to
seek employment in the railroad shops. He
brought with him a quantity of money—

about $75— a gold watch and chain, val-

ued at 8160, He was indiscreet enough to

disclora his worldly wealth to some of those
fellows who are commonly known as "ropers"
and "steerers" for thieving games of all
kinds. On Friday evening he met one of
this class, who made the usual professions of
friendship, snd managed to worm himself
into the good favor of the San Bernardino
stripling, and tried to get him to visita cer-
tain gambling room on X street, but the
young man did not at that time embrace the
opportunity, and retired to his room in the
hotel. Next morning, bright and early, his
new-made friend was on hand, evidently not
disposed to lose sight of his intended victim,
and after passing the usual compliments
of the day, the man from San Bernar-
dino was asked to take a walk to see
the sights. He was asked if he ever played
"faro," to which he answered in the nega-
tive. The

"
roper" lauded tbe game, and

told the boy that he must learn to play ;that
he would tske him upstairs to the club-rooms
and teach him the

"
art," and that it would

not cost him a cent. They went to the rooms
mentioned, and there found two other persons
playing and dealing "faro." The roper hsd
already told the boy thathe had won £800 the
night before and had his money at a hotel.
The roper bought some

"chips" and com-
menced to bet. Finally the unsophisticated
youth was asked to play, and was presented
withsome chips, which he placed upon cares
as directed by the

"
friend." Then lis was

asked to put six bits to make his bet good.
This the youth declined to do at first, hut
was induced to do co at length, upon the
statement that it was only in fun, just to
show how the gamo was played. He was
also by the same assurance induced to put up
SOO ingold and his gold watch and chain.
Just at this point the dealer announced that
the youth had lost, snd quietly raked in tbe
coin and jewelry. The game then closed, and
the dealer "Hoped," as he expressed it, S'JO
to the "roper," saying, "This was coming
to you last night." The boy begged to have
his property returned to him, but was only
laughed at. Ho applied to Chief IC-rcher,
who consulted with the City Attorney, and
the latter drew a complaint charging the par-
ties, under the name of John Doe et al., the
true names of the swindlers being unknown,
with tbe crime of grand larceny by trick ami
fraud. Search has been made by officer
Ash and City Attorney Anderson to find the
parties, but thus far they have eluded the
officers.

Yesterday morning a dispatch wa* received
here by Assemblyman Reeves, of San Ber-
nardino, .informing him that an individual
named Boyett had passed a forged order at
his (Mr. Reeves') place of business ia San
Bernardino, upon which be had succeeded in
getting a silver watch and gold chain, and in-
timating that the swindler had made bis way
to Sacramento. Chief Jackson and detective
Len 11arris, on being notified,immediately con-
cluded that the victim of the faro game must
be the forger, and he wes accordingly ar-
rested. He admitted hie guilt, or rather
that he had hired- another individual for four
bits to write the bogus order. Tho silver
watch he sold to a man he met at a hotel in
Sacramento for (15, and the gold chain was
lost at ths faro game.

Metropolitan Theater. —To a mnch
better bouse, and a thoroughly appreciative
audience, the Italian Opera Company last
night presented the opera of

orchestra, without being increased in num-
ber, was much improved by the diiecitorship
of Signor Galvani, whose presence also gave
ths siegers greater confidence. The soprano
appeared to much better advantage, Signorita
Antoniette singing with more of fervor ard
warmth, and receiving liberal applause. The
tenor was in equal favor withthat shown on
the first night. Signorita Cepilli, the con-
tralto, having no place in the cast, in
response to a general request, ap-
peared between the third and fourth acts,
and sang, from "La Favorita," the aria,
"O, Mio Fernando," and was enthnsUsti-
caliy applauded, and being recalled, responded
witha repetition of the final measures. As
a whole the opera was well sung, and the
company received credit frrm i.critical audi-
ence, in the face cf the memory cf the recent
great operatic seasons at Sau Francisco,
which the majority of the auditors of hit
night had attended. The patronage has not
been sufficiently large to encourage the man-
agement with the hope of saving tbe contract
pries for tho season, but the effort to give
Italian opera here is nevertheless creditable
to it. Opera seasons always have in them a
laree element of chance, so far as the finan-
cial outcome is concerned. But the aug-
mented favor with which the present com-
pany is meeting, induces the continuation of
