The JiidiciaryCommittee reported against pay-
ing clerks and attachesof theHouse mileage,
They had iilargeuumberofadvocateson the floor
who urged that they were entitled to the same.
Sweetlaud sai.l (the objection to allowance being
from alegal standpoint) "thai alittle less law.
and a little more equity, would be better." The
clerks were finally allowed the mileage by a
very large vote.

Hollister Introduced a bill amending an Act
providing fur the construction ofa railroad from
the bay ofSan Luis Obispo to Santa Maria. By
it the maximum passenger rate on thai road is
fixed nt five cents per mile, and the maximum
for freight at five tcuts. Allowing, however, on
freight, an addition of'20 per cent for distances
not exceeding seven miles, it i-permitted to
Charge an addition oflive per cent, for each ten
feet ofspace Inexcess of sixty cubic feet occu-

pied by a ton of freight after allowances are
made forsingle packages weighingoverone ton.
