Inmany of the fruit-growingdistil of

this State but littleeffort ha-*, been made
by the fruit-growers in regard to forming
societies, or meeting together in their re-
spective districts, for the interchange of

opinion in relation to allmatters connected
with their industries, especially planting,
pruning, cultivation, selection of varieties

of trees to plant, marketing of produce,
protection of trees and fruit from mildew
and other diseases, also from the- ravages
of insect pests, etc Such organizations are
of untold value to the enterprising fruit-
grower.-, as the information disseminated
in this manner, to say the least, Ls con-
tagious ; even those who disbelieve in such
methods ofgaining intellectual and practi-
cal knowledge are lis! to imitate the exam-
ple of those who make a success of their
undertaking*

In some of the fruit-growing districts
societies for the protection ami promotion
of horticultural industries have lieen or-
ganized, and are the means of disseminat-
ing valuable information. The fruit-
grower- of Eden township, in Alameda
county, held their monthly meeting on the
-•ith instant in their hallat Haywards. The
President of the Society is H. Meek- of
San Lorenzo. A. P. Crane, of San Lo-
renzo, is i reran*.

Blackwood, of IIaywar,!.-, was read; the
discussion and interchange of opinions
which followed was very interesting, and
willundoubtedly he tie- means of causing
a thorough investigation to he made the
coming season as to the merits of the vari-
ous methods recommended in relation to
the '"-i "I preparation am! quality of fruit
produced. ..

The subject for next meeting is the best
varieties of fruit for home canning.

The fruit-growers of Eden township*
which includes the owners of tlie extensive
orchards at San Lorenzo and liny-wards,
evidently believe in the saying that

are therefore using every endeavor to make
iln-products of their orchards as profitable
as possible. The orchards at San Lorenzo
and Haywards are comparatively free from
insect pests that are injurious to fruits,
there being but few tree- infested by scale
insects; ami the codlin moth has not been
allowed *." spread to a dangerous extent.
Appearances indicate that every effort will
In- made to prevent it- spread in tie- future.
Some of the orchards have been infested
with canker worm, which destroys the
foliage \u25a0•:' the trees to a serious extent ;hut
the intelligent work done since tin- Ist of
December by capturing the female mollis
(which are wingless) ha- been so success-
ful that injury to foliage this season will
lx* very light. As soon a- some experi-
ments that are now under way will be com-
pleted a full account of the canker worms
and the methods by which they were ex-
terminated will given inthese columns,
illustrated.

SHORT-SNOUTED beetle."
Mr. I.ewelling, of San Lorenzo, received

some 8,000 cherry plants from the East this
season, and planted them in rows for nur-
sery stock. As soon as they commenced t.i
put forth leaves iiwas noticed that the
young growth of leaves and buds were de-
stroyed. Investigation proved the pest to
I*.-a short-snouted beetle, which feeds upon
the plants at night anti hides under the
ground in daytime. The beetle is about
three-tenths of an inch in length, arid of
a dark-brown color, and belongs to the
family Cureulisnidce. Henry Mrirlin, of
San Lorenzo, had grafted 500 cherry trees, I
and as sum as the buds appeared on the
grafts they were destroyed; investigation
proved the injury was done by this Beetle,•
hi the sth instant Mr. Marlin banded all

bis grafted trees with paper, on which be
placed ii preparation of tar, such as used ,
for capturing the female of the ranker
worm. Tbis has proved successful, in pre- |
venting the beetles from ascending the
trees. These beetles can lie readily de- !
stroyed by hand-picking, about 9 o'clock i*.;
m. The nature and history of these beetles,
and the results of experiments for their]
extermination, will be given in these col-
umns a- soon a.- completed.

mens of" what we call Boot-dues : alio, some i
small flies that are found with th.- weevil and
Hour-bugs. The small flies are very numerous,
and are apparently coming out ol the grain,
through the mesbesof the sacks, along with the
l-eetlcs. As ;havenot noticed these Insects (the
small flies) before tins time.and fearing they are
an additional pest,' lsend them to you for ex-
amination.

Reply- Of the specimens received there
an- two species of iur. ulio,namely, Oalanr
dru greinarivs, or wheat weevil, and the

OcJandra orjwrj or rice weevil,' which also
feeds ii|*..n wheat ; it diners from the for-
mer in having two reddish spots "ii each
wing rase, and is smaller insize. The bran
and flour beetle is tin- Sijlmnu* qnadncoUis,
and i- also found to 1"' injurious to wheat, !
rye and oats in -tore.

IIMill'FLIES.
The small flies you send belong to the

order Hvmcnnptera, and to the family
Chalridida. The chalcid l!ies_ are a group
of great extent ;and from their color la-ing
either metallic, or bronzed, they are known
by the popular name Braxslels. Excepting
the genus Eurxttomai one species of which
infests growing wheat, another barley, and
another rye.and are known as joint-worms,
chalcid flies are parasitic, and infest the
Larva* rind eggs of many species of insects ;
therefore, it your surmise, that they are
coming out of tin- wheat, i- correct, you
hnve made an interesting .very, not
only to economic entomologists, but also to

the wheat-growers and wheat-dealers of
this State. I *'r« ."

The trouble with th- peaca '-r—-s has com-

menced again this season in this section. As in
former years, the leaves, when half formed, all
drop off; gum exudes, .no the twigs die. A
close inspection at this time leaves nodoubt of
the cause being an insect. The terminal buds
are just beginning to wilt,md

inclose a few.

Bysplitting them you will find the rascal They
vary in size up to one-quarter of an men in

Now, can yon give .-a remedy ? Was the egg
laid tins spring, or was itlast summer? If the
latter, Ishould suppose an application during
the dormant stage, in the winter; iflaid this
spring, an application would hardly prove ef-
fective,as the foliage will fully protect them.
We have got tohave a remedy, or else the days
of peaches are numbered, as well as apricots,
as-thcy both are affected, and the trees willdie
ina few seasons of such treatment. Iunder-
stand the Sacramento river people had itlast
season. -We can look for widespread devasta-
tion by this little twigor bud borer unless he is
fought vigorously. Iconsider ita greater enemy
than woollyaphis, as being more rapid in de- ,
stroying a tree.

The specimens reached here in
due season, but absence from home pre-
vented me examining them until the
branches and larva* were destroyed. Ihave
no hesitation incoinciding withyour views
in regard to this dangerous pest of the
stone fruits, as itattacks the plum also. 1
am of the opinion that this insect hiber-
nates in the lame state, and that the. eggs
are deposited in the buds by an early
brood of the moths.

At the present time best remedies Ican
recommend are clean cultivation, careful
and close pruning, and the destruction of
all branches and terminal buds infested by
the larva*. The rapid spread of this pest
in the last two years should be sufficient
warning to growers of peaches, apricots,
plums, nectarines, etc., that they should im-
mediately force the fight against this pest.
A great ileal of good can be effected by
cutting off all infested branches and ter-
minal buds that are infested (the latter can
be easily detected by their withered ap-
pearance), and destroying them by burn-
ing.

KATYDIDAND FLOUR BEETXE.

A. W. Hale, Pomona, Los Angeles coun-
ty: The specimens you send are the eggs
of the katydid. This species are not so
numerous as to do much damage to the
foliage of tree- and plants. However, the
egg- should lx.* destroyed wherever found.

K. 11. Ka.-th.tti, Madison, Yolo county;
Tin- small beetle you send is tin- SyUxuma
quadrieoUi*. It is known by the popular
name of the flour md bran beetle; but is
also destructive to wheat, oats and rye in
store. Matthew Cooke.

An account was recently given in the
columns of the RECORI>-U!i"ION of the foot-
and-mouth disease among cattle, and the
result of an investigation by a board of
eminent veterinary surgeons at Neosha
Tails, K-. It was, there unanimously de-
termined by the veterinary experts present
thai tin- disease was caused by the eating
of ergot, which existed in unusually large
quantities in the wild straw upon which
all tin- stock found to be affected had ix-.
feeding. This explanation and conclusion
upon the .subject is not, however, fully ac-
cepted. The State Veternarian of Illinois,
where the same disease has made its ap-
pearance, pronounces it

"
a species of foot-

rot (parachitis), entirely of spontaneous ori-
gin, due to unknown atmospheric or tellu-
ric influences, combined with or aggravated
by local causes, such as exposure to wet anti
filthand to frost, besides poor am! unnutri-
tious food." Speaking further upon the
subject, he adds :

The disease cannot be -aid to it due alone
to local causes, for .'..-\u25a0 affected herds have
been kept in a manner similar to that in
which tin* average farmer usually keeps his
stock during the winter months.

its evidenced by it- present existence in
Effingham, (.'lay and Perry counties, Illi-
nois; Louisa county, Iowa; Adair county,
Missouri; Woodson and other counties,
Kansas, and also in Pennsylvania and
'hi... the disease being in all instances the

of ultimate recovery."
