The Chicago Times declares that it was

It adds: "It was an explosion of a
force long gathering, and under the fact of
in inefficient, feeble, uncertain and proba-
bly corrupt and vicious administration of
justice.'' It proceeds with the thought
that the majesty of the law must not be-
come the majesty of injustice; the majesty
of imbecile or corrupt juries ; of a vicious
Practice Act; of lawyers that disgrace an
honorable profession ; the majesty of judi-
cial demagogism ;or the majesty of a crim-
inal judicature that i- a mockery of all
that the word justice implies.

The New York Herald attributes the
mob to a flagrant miscarriage of justice,
both the cause and effect of which are

growing common throughout the country
to an extent that may well cause alarm
and arrest attention. The escape of mur-
derers is the rule and conviction the ex-. ception, Out of every fourteen murderers
BlatistiiMshow that but one suffers on the
gallows. Of all the abase, of our crim-
inal administration, the most common and .
flagrant are manifest in the jury system.
At every stage of criminal trials the pris-
oners have advantages from which the

The remedy for. such ills ao the Cincinnati s

riot and the intermediate causes leading up
to it, will be found .only .in a quickened
sense of duty on _the part :of. individual
citizens.

'
The tendency of our civilization to

bemerciful is not worthy ofcondemnation ;
that prisoners are given, on trial, greater
advantages than the State, is not the cause
of perversion of justice. If the people
forming the State choose to lx- thus merci-
ful in order to be the more certain of
truth and guilt, it testifies to their human-
ity, and also to theirability to discern the
truth and adjudge amply for guilt. That
they do not make the law certain: that
criminals escape ; that technicality dis-
places reason, and pettifogging crowds
right and honorable procedure to the rear ;
that juries are corrupted, or are browbeaten
or lack courage, and all that, is due, not to

the skill of any class of practitioners at

the liar, but to the
'
people, the one sover-

eign, not collectively, but as represented in
each individual.

The neglect out of wliich abuse is born
in a free government begins at the very

dawn of the recurring methods for admin-
istration of public affairs. The citizen
neglects his duty first in the party, and
while he toasts his toes in the glow of the
home heart a, to the vicious, who are al-
ways alert, he consigns, by default, the
duty at the primary which he should dis-
charge. He is too much absorbed inbusi-
ness, or perhaps' deems himself above tak-
ingpart in selecting the men who are to
control the machinery of the party, and
again the purely selfish element isinstalled
as engineer of a motor behind which is
dragged the whole system of government.
In the Convention the representation is
that of the source from which it sprang,
the officers born of it most frequently rep-
resent the neglected soil in which they
grew, and in the law-making branches of
government the same character isreflected.

Thus, neglectful of one duty the citizen
who should In- an cxamplar ofright-doing,
finds it easy to satisfy his conscience and
avoid jury duty. He does not even hesi-
tate to screen himself from the duty of tes-
tifying. He forgets that he is the State,
while loudest in denouncing the State for
failure of ustice under it. In other words,
the seventy-five lives sacrificed titCincin-
nati to lawlessness, were not offered up to

maintain the majesty of the law, but to
emphasize the neglect of duty by citizens
Of Cincinnati, which had it been dis-
charged, would of necessity have made im-
possible the causes underlying the lawless
demonstration. Ifstupidity and coward-
ice sit iii the jury-box, it is because in-
telligence and courage "beg ofij"and deem
it exceedingly shrewd to cheat the lawand
avoid the duty. If laws favor the crimi-
nal and throttle the State, it is because the
citizen who may mold the laws likepot-
ter's clay, neglects his duty and delegates
his authority. Ifthere maladministra-
tion of justice, it. is because the individual
good citizen consents to it,and thereby be-
comes a party to it. There can be no

shirking of duty by any one member of a
State without injury to the .State.

Sonic time ago it was heralded abroad as
an astonishing fact that an ex-Speaker, of
the Ilouse of Representatives, Mr.Randall,
had been drawn upon a jury panel, had
served the whole term, and had received
bis warrant for his per diem. For three
days tin- whole telegraphic news system
was painfully agitated npon the question,
"will Mr. Randall draw the money.''
There was nothing praiseworthy in Mr.
Randall serving upon a jury panel of his
country ;but in the fact that it is deemed
so unusual a thing for such a man to dis-
charge his plain duty as one of the State,
that all the news avenues must bo made
resonant with the exception, we find a hu-
miliating confession that fully illustrates
the point we would make, and renders
further consideration of the matter wholly
unnecessary.

IN A QUANDARY.

The Democrat- in Congress are terribly

they declare against it, as did Governor
Iloudly of Ohio, they take the unpopular
side of an issue the Republicans willhail
with joy.

.the party will not put the item into the
appropriation hill,and plead mistake or
inadvertence when the matter is brought
up iiithe campaign. We think differently.
The Democracy willput the item into the
bill and then cut it down, say one-half,
after it comes from the committee, in the
fond delusion that both the people and

LACK OF CERTAINTY.

A writer in the Century declares that
our laws against murder are not strong
enough. The St. Louis Clobe-Democrat
says: "Human nature is no worse in
America than in England, France or Ger-
many ;yet lynch law, so common here, is
altogether unknown there. Why? Be-
cause in England, '-.in.-- and Germany aI
murderer, ifcaught, is morally certain to
be promptly tried, promptly convicted, niid
promptly executed." Our contemporary
bib* the nail on the head—it i- the lack of
certainty in punishment that makes ourI
people distrust the criminal Courts. Yet
the Courts are not to blame at all com-]
pared lirst to the legislators, and secondly j
to the people who avoid jury, duty and
thirdly tin- weak people who are left to do j
jury duty. A first-class jury is found now-

adays in the country only, as a rule; in
great cities it is certainly the exception.
Formerly lynch law was known only where
society was rude and the Courts hardly es-
tablished
