"A SQUARE INCH OF SOIL."

Mr. Henry George, who is again attract-

ing more than Usual attention, because of
the dispute as to whether England re-
pudiated him, in his most recent work
asks;

"
How can a man be said to have, a

country, when he has no right to a square
inch of soil?" The dtsingeniousness of
this question is as patent as is it- weak
logic. It assumes that possession of soil.
or right to possession, is an essential of"

having a country," and that there is in
this country no right to the soil vested in
any. Now in truth every man in this
country has the right to own soil ;thai is,
the right to acquire of the soil. To this
there is no limit,and all' men's opportuni-
ties are equal for the exercise of the right
so far as government is concerned, and
government over a given area constitutes
one's country. ;"Havinga country

"
does

not of necessity depend ii|n.;i exercising
the right, however limited by circum-
stances purely personal, to acquire "an
inch of soil." The patriotic is an im-
measurable, an incomparable, and unselfish
quantity. "Having a country" depends
upon love of home-land, and patriotism is
but the highest form and manifestation of
that love. Ifit depended upon possession*
the amount possessed should accurately
represent the breadth and depth of the j
patriotic spirit. "Having a country"is
not, then, as .Mr. George in his fallacious
question implies, having hills or dales, or

rocks or rills,or forests or streams ;nor in
the tilling, or merely holding of soil.
One's country, inthe sense of having it,of
loving it to the extent of a willing-
ness to fight for it and die for it.
is the insensible quality attaching
man to a given division of the
earth's surface ; to a given form of
society because of the undefinable envelop-
ing atmosphere of the place of birth, and
that is evolved from principles, traditions,
associations and memories. To paraphrase
an epigram of Sallust, we may have it read
with equal force that tin- safety of a State
is not in its treasures, nor the possessions of
its citizens, bat in it- friends. The slml- \u25a0

The
physically selfish motive is an unknown
quantity inthe having of a country, which
is a sentiment, actuating, inspiring, irre-
spective of personal results or fortunes.
"Having a country" is having national
heart, and so iti- to be -aid to Mr.George
that he has a country, who nevertheless
ii...-- not reduce to posses-ion his right to

possess soil, 88 fully and truly as he who
owns thousands of acres, if he has sym-
pathy with the institutions of the land of
hi-nativity or adoption. He has a country
more truly who is patriotically inspired
having nothing, than be who has millions
and regards his country simply as a police
barrier to protect his possessions from as-
sault. Patriotism i- the product of perma-
nent forces, not springing from mercenary
motive, or selfish -oil;forces that exist in-
dependent ofmaterial possessions, and that
have their fount and spring inthe heart.

NECESSITY FOR PREPARATION.

New Orleans, it isstated, willquarantine
allvessels after May Isthailing front "Mex-
ican. South American anil Brazilian ports.

This is the right thing to do, Now Orleans
has had too many bitter experiences with
yellowfever not to know the danger of ad-
mitting it to a foothold. But what are we
doing inCalifornia? Willwe take equally
as vigorous action? Probably not. The
little coasters of San Francisco must be
permitted to hunt along the Mexican shore
fox yellow fever and bring it up
to California at the earliest date.
It will then be taken ashore and in-
troduced 'to the streets and lanes' of the
metropolis, will find its way into the inte-
riorspeedily, or pass, as it did in Mexico.
on the wings of the wind from coast to
valley, and California willbe turned back-
ward a decade in her schemes of progress.
The present is the time for action and for
preparation for the probable. The drain-
age of our valley interior towns is defect-
ive;that of Sacramento is especially bad
and not at this time to be remedied. Wo
are, therefore, all the more solicitous that
fever should be kept out of the State by
declaring .Mexican ports infected the mo-
ment the fever reappears, as itsoon will.
We need to do as Spain did regarding
ships from cholera ports

—give notice that
they must not attempt to enter our har-
bors. The Federal Government possesses
the power to bar the progress of the plague
so far as such declaration of infection can
do it,an 1 can cut off communication with
yellow fever sections. The State and San
Francisco should appeal to the Federal
authority for the necessary power to this
end. We should then establish all along
the Mexican inland border, at any cost, a
rigid line of sentries to stay the passage of
passengers and goods liable to transmit the
germs from infected places, or at least re-
tain them in reasonable quarantine. The
difficulty, and the chief difficulty, inthe
matter is to arouse the people of California
to a realization of the necessity forsuch
action as suggested. At present they do
not appear to have a due sense of the im-
minent danger to which it is certain they
willbe exposed on the reappearance of the
fever in Mexico, and which may be looked
for withina fortnight.

PRACTICAL EDUCATION.

It should greatly encourage the friends
of"practical education" to know that the
Chandler .Scientific branch of Dartmouth
continues to be a pronounced success.
From that wing of the college there are
.'505 graduates. Of these, 70 are practical
civilengineers, 23 are inother departments
of engineering, 31 are teachers. '20 are
physicians, 28 are merchants, 7 tillcol-
legiate chairs, .'!! are at the bar, and others
arc chemists, architects, draughtsmen,
machinists. railroad men, journalists,
clergymen, judges, bankers, manufacturers,
etc. Over 40 per cent, of all the graduates
enter upon practical scientific work. These
could not have been qualified for the pur-
pose by the classical chairs. But iiap-
pears that the scientific training stimu-
lated 18 per cent, to adopt law, medicine
or theology. The time was when these
professions could not have been recruited
except from the academical departments.
There is much to please in these state-
ments. Higher education is drawing
nearer to the practical side of life, and the
exactions of our civilization and methods
of progress are being answered by a class
ofscientifically educated young men who
are capable of taking part in the great in-
dustries and great work- and intricate
machinery development-, as well as the
learned professions of the day. It is not to

be concluded that classical courses are to

be superseded, but it is a fact that they
are, and for the future will be, less availed
of. The great universities and colleges
appreciate this, and most managements
instead of erecting barriers, have thrown
open the portals, and now give the man
who wants practical instruction in given
lines the fullest opportunities to receive it.
In this connection it is worthy of note that
Harvard College lias conceded sufficient to
the sentiment of the day to abolish the
chair of

AN EGYPTIAN METHOD.

Very small things sometimes vividly
illustrate the cause- of discontent among a
people. The Soudanese do not submit
willingly to Egyptian rule, because it is
regulative of their concerns in a way thai
burdens them beyond endurance. While
on the one hand it virtuously assumes to

check the slave traffic, it bleeds the .Sou-
danese of his means by the most outrageous

taxation. In the Soudan irrigation is the
avenue to about all agricultural end-, yet
this means is -\u0084 burdened that it is impos-
sible it should ever develop it- possibili-
ties. Thus, a pole balanced on a tall ful-
crum, something as i*a

"
well-weep," has

attached to the end Idepending over the
river a stout earthen jar. The "sweep"
being "dipped," the jar is plunged into
the stream. A skin full of stones at the
other end of the pole aids the Soudanese
to restore the equilibrium, and thus the
jar is withdrawn, swung about and emp-
tied into a basin, from which small fur-
rows convey the water to the land. Yet
this miserable piece of primitive ma-
chinery is regulated by the Egyptian Gov-
ernment and taxed 330 piastre-, or about
$15. A water-wheel that is nog being in-
troduced i- taxed f8& per annum, and a
still more improved one $40. No pari of
this revenue is used to improve irrigating
facilities.

The Egyptian Government cannot rise
level with the proposition that the greater
freedom given to irrigation the greater the
results in products, the better the condi-
tion of the people, and the closer their
attachment to the Government, which
wouldgain in strength and revenue by tin-
removal of the restraints now applied.

Wilson offered the
following preamble and resolution, which, at
bus request were permitted to lie on the table,
t.i be called up in a few days for reference by a
committee :

Whereas, The Constitution delegates to Con-
gress the power to regulate commerce with the
nations and among the several different States,
and with Indian tribes :therefore lie it

Resolved, That it is competent for Congress, in
the exercise of the power bo delegated, to pro-
vide by law forsuch regulation and transporta-
tion OfCommerce among the several states as
shall include a system of maximum and mini-
mum rates of charge For the same.

The Senate went into executive session, and
when the doors were spend Cpekrill introduced
a bill toprovide for a Missouri River Commis-
sion, to carry intoeffect plans for the improve-
ment ofsaid river from its mouth to its head-
waters.

Slater, according to notice given some days
hence, onpresenting the bill to forfeit the un-
earned laud grants of the Northern Pacific Rail-
road Company, addressed the Senate on bis mo-
tion to refer the billto the committee.

Consideration of the bankruptcy bill was re-
sumed, and amendments were offered by
George, Morgan, Wilson. Hoar and others.

The Senators were anxious to have the bill
disposed of to-day, and were willingto sit up
late to accomplish that end: but it becoming
manifest that considerable discussion would
arise, and some proposed amendments, the Sen-
ate adjourned.

Hungarians and Poles Fighting.

Pittsbvko' April 17th.- Between thirty and
forty Hungarians and Poles employed at Edgar
Thompsons steel works at Braddock, Pa., en-
gaged in a bloody riot this morning about 1
o'clock. Pistols, knives, clubs, and every con-
ceivable weapon '.-..is brought into service and
freely used. The light lasted about twohours,
and when finallyquelled by citizens— who were
compelled to organize a Vigilance Committee to
suppress the riot— itwas found that three men
had sustained serious injuries and a number of
others were slightly injured. The names of those
seriously injured are: Joseph Miller, a Pole, sev-
eral deep gashes on head and face, willprob-
ably die; W. M.Smith, a Hungarian, shot in the
back, will recover; Albert Wootski, a Pole,
badly cut in the head and face, and one eye
chopped out with a hatchet, dangerous. The
riot was the result of bad blood between the
Poles and Hungarians.
