A Poisonous Wood.
An item is going the round of the Amer-

ican Dress which will astonish the hun-
dreds of people employ. on the isthmus
ingetting out and working cocobolo. No
on.- here has ever learned that the wood is
poisonous, yet it is claimed that it has
proved to Is- to such an extent at Bridge-
port as to attract the attention of the Con-
necticut State Board of Health. The fol-
lowing i- the information a Connecticut
paper publishes on the subject: "The wood
is cheap, takes a brilliant polish, is easily
worked, and used largely for knife handles
and ornamentation. Worker- in the ma-
terial are poisoned somewhat after the
manner of sumac, although some are free
from any defect. Swelling of the face,
closing ofthe eyes, appearances of being
burned on the hands, are the usual symp-
tom-. Some are attacked with distress in
the stomach, with loss of appetite. One
person, who was a confirmed smoker, after
being poisoned, has been unable to smoke
or even stay in a room where there is any
tobacco smoke. Children playing in the
sawdust of this wood, which had ben
damped, were badly poisoned about their
feet. At a large factory on Elm street,
where this wood is extensively worked,
chickens in the adjoining yards have all
died fromeating the .last that settles on
file grass." The probability is that other
influences caused the sickness experienced,
and that investigation will already have
proved this fact. [Panama Star and
