CODIFYING PARTY LAW.

There is, sw we predicted long ago, a
*reat deal of outspoken dissatisfaction in
the counties where political committees
have usurjied powers and named delegates
to the State Conventions. It is not con-
lined to either party. In Sonoma the
Democrats are exasperated by the auto-
cratic power their ountv Central Commit-
tee has assumed ;in Tchama the Repub-
licans are similarly stirred up, and in Ala-
meda the act of the 'Central Committee has
well nigh occasioned a l*>lt. The Oakland
Vi'lettf declares that the rule of a faction
In that county, led l>y two or three men,
has changed a Kepublican into a Detno-

iticcounty. In one locality acommit-
tee has gone so far as not only to name the
delegates! to the State Convention, but to
instruct and pledjre them to a certain can-
didate. Wherever the committee bas
acted as indicated, it has caused trouble
and weakened the party in which the
ÜBur|Hiti(>n has taken place. It go<r> with-
out saying that Central Committees have
no such authority as they are assuming.
Party organization* have not relegated to
hem the i«.\Yi \u25a0:\u25a0 either to make conven-

tions, writeplatforms .ir select candidates.
But all these thiugs arc done occasionally,

nd withevery doing then1 is accomplished
corresponding harm. For every precedent
made, future and greater asHUmptions may
be indulged in. These encroachments
Bhould be checked. The time has come
when the Republican party should codify
it- laws in itu own interest.

The Convention about to sit in

this city willhave the time, and the inva-

sion is opportune, forspecifically defining

the metes and bounds of committee juris-

diction. It meets in the calm preceding a

heated contest, and can more readily do

the duty suggested than the- Convention to

meet late in the summer, which willbe
required to make up a long list of nomina-

tions. The summer Convention will he

called upon to select a new Central Com-

mittee, and probably, according to the new
system of choosing Assemblymen that will

then go into ehVt, and it is therefore all

the more tittim; that the present Conven-

tionshould lay down the law of the party,

since it willnot lx> influenced by the am-

bitions of candidates for office, and it can
act with the more freedom from the fact

that it will not probably itself choose a
Central Committee.

So far as the people and press through-
out the State have given expression to

thought on this subject there has been per-
fect unanimity in favor «f specifically lay-
ing down the party law.and thus removing
from party machinery a present source of
doulit and discontent.

"THE SINS OF LEGISLATORS."

Herbert Spencer, inan article printed in
the last Popular Science Monthly, treats of
the sin-; of legislators. He holds thai legis-

lators are morally bound to prepare them-
selves liv study for tlifduties they assume.
From this lack of study spring sins as great
as those generated bypersonal ambitions or
claw interest. The druggist who kills by
gross mistake is hi-id formanslaughter; the
plea of lack of knowledge dues not avail
him—

ur should not. He is held to the
gkill and warning derivable from common
experience. But legislators are not made
responsible for disasters occasioned by laws
ignorantly enacted. They enter the Eng-
lish I'arliament without any fitness as

Uitora, perhaps, and the public seems
to agree with them that it is needless they
should know anything about the matters
they ivillbe called upon to consider.

Among the evils of ignorant legislation,
of which history make- record, he cites:
Usury laws, that for centuries made the
condition of the debtor worse ;the endeav-
ors to slop forestalling, that in France, for
instance, prevented any one buying more

than two bushels of wheat; measures io

i diminish famine- by prescribing the price
of food, and which drove all food out of
market ;the efforts to fix wages, etc. I'n-
instrui ted legislators have in past times
continually increased human suffering in
their endeavors to mitigate it. Janson
ays that of 18,110 public ait- pa— ed be-

tween 20th Hem/ 111. and 1873, four-
\u25a0 fifths were driven to whole or partial re-

peal. Between 1870-72 inclusive, of :•,..").•',:!

Acts pa—i-il. no less than L.',7-7.1 were totally
repealed in England.

The point made on this i-. that we talk
tooglibly of cancelled legislation, forget-
ful of the injury every unwise law has
caused, the human suffering, lossof money, .
waste >i time, prolonged anxiety, conse-
quent illness, domestic unhappiness, en-

forced submission to imposition and fraud-
etc Mr. Spencer cites several instances
of these, especii '.'\u25a0'\u25a0 iferring to laws relat-
ing to the made |uacy of industrial dwell-
ings, and the chapter of miseries he arrays

forpublic inspection ;- -imply fearful, not-
ably those Bowing from the brick duty, its
repeal'and it- evils; the window tax and
itsinjuries; the timber duties ;limitations
of areas ofdwellings ; the artisans' dw<-ll-
ings \. I-, etc In short, the State, a.- rep-
resented by English society, lie avers, has

been constantly increasing evils with one
hand, which with the other it seeks to di-
minish. When it is even manifest to all
\u25a0hat the State causes the mischief, faith in
its beneficent agency is not at all dimin-
ished. On the contrary, when the State

•s evil by misdoing, the general cry in
that it .-hall do more. The fetich of the

does not confess its ina-
bility—

hut civilized man persists is as-
cribing to his idol, made with his own
hand.-, power- which, in one way or other,

it confesses it has not.

For the conclusion of the social Kcientist
we are to look in subsequent paper-, but
it is pOSHlble to forecast them. What he
says with fegard to legislation in England
applies with force in theUnited States. It
is with us the cure-ail. Measured by our
demand ami popular expectation, legislators
should come of a class of the most skilled
administrators of wise law- poxrible of de-
velopment under our system

—
indeed should

rise superior to human possibilities. And
notwithstanding the failure of our remedy
to cur.- -.in- ills, we constantly revert to it
in a hopeless and often aimless mil of way,
as the only source from which help can
come. True, ours is a purely representa-
tive Government, theoretically, hut practi-
cally we certainly do not. in tin- United
S; !!\u25a0\u25a0-. live up to the scheme, for the lawa
that are ill-( on-idere<!, anil receive public
condemnation, cannot certainly repren nt
the intelligence that put- its seal of disap-
proval upon them. Out of our experience
we may expect to evolve better results, how-
ever, than ha- been done in Kimland, since
our law-making system i- more elastic, and
tip' hope of perpetuity of the nation re-
sides in the possibility of intelligence plac-
ing in legislative chair- itsU-st representa-
tives, and these mii-t he. at lea-t in some
sense, skilled in the law-making art before
we can approach to .my lofty degree "fex-

cellence.

The Chris. Buckley and Delmas
Meeting to Instruct.

[Oakland Times, AprilJlst.]

The Buckley mass meeting at Onion
Hull, <>v Saturday night,to instruct and ad-
monish the Sau Francisco members of the
Legislature-. wa.s not a BUCCesa in point of
numbers or material. In a city of 300.000
people it is to be expected tliat more than

500 will turn <mt to such a meeting,provid-
ed there is a real reason and a living issue

to justify it. Of the half thousand present
how many were shippers? how many wore

omployers of labor and the payers of its
wages? We recall none. The merchants
of Ban Francisco were not even tempted
out to hear the plaintive story of their
WTongS told by poor Mr. l>elnias, whose
mission in lifeseems to be the narration of
his failure toget the taxes out of the ruil-
roadsand the expression of his spiteagainst
the Attorney-Genera] because that officer
easily anil inexpensively, without conipro-
niisiin; the dignity nor abridging the rights
of the State, secured for the treasury nearly
a million, the full face of the tax. where
Mr. Delroas had (ailed to gel a penny.
The resolutions submitted to the meet-
ing and rushed through by the nerv-
ou- Chairman, were hailed by as
many noes as ayes, and the subse-
quent proceedings wen' most vociferously
applauded on the platform, whih1 the audi-
ence inthe body of the hall conversed. In
the conversation going on in the back port
of the hall while Mr. Delmas was on the
piano passages of his oration. Mr. Chris.
Buckley took so loud a part that the
speaker stopped and sharply rebuked the
"railroad spies" who were sent there I"

disturb him. The < hair threatened to call
on the police, and Mr. I>.'s inherent respect
for law caused him to close' his perfectly in-
nocent and unintentional damming ofthe
silvery strea fMr.

lint' the Democratic party is not so much
concerned with the smallness of the meet-
ins; nor the incidents which attended it,as
with the demands made upon it by Mr.

Thai gentleman is so enraptured
with his own rhetoric that its very suruptu-
ousness is apt to tempt the party into self-
abuse, unless a very deliberate course is
pursued.

This premise Mr. Delruas argued at great
and convincing length, confessing that it is
new. but insisting upon it as a tact in law
anil morals. Few men can argue more
fonvincillglv,out of Court, than this able
lawyer, and if any man can convince a
crowd thai the Democratic party shall treat
a railroad as the same sort of public institu-
tion as is the postoih'ce, be can doit. But
when his luxurious illustrations had car-
ried conviction on that point he turned to
the subject of taxing railroads, and ordered
the Democratic party to assess and tax
them the same as individuals, and ifdelin-
quent to \u25a0;!\u25a0]! their properly.

Now we believe in just that method of
taxation, but pray what doc- Mr. Delnias
mean.' lie declare- that the party will
betray the people ifit fails to nvat the rail-
road- a« public institutions exactly like the
postoltice. Then the converse i- true, that
the party must treat the postoffice exactly
like the railroads, ami railroads, -av- this
pundit, must be taxed like individuals and
sold for delinquency. Hence the Demo-
cratic party must tax the po-iotlice and sell
it foi- delinquency.

In such a web of alwurdities would Mr.
Delmas involve Hie party. If his first
proposition N true, as a matter of public
law. then the second i- false. Ifthe sec-
ond be true and we should tax railroads
iike persons, then 'he first i- a transparent

j absurdity, tor no rule of law permits the
itioll of "public institutions like the

postoffice."
Mr. Dehnas may be sincere. We know

thai he i-sincerely mad because Ned Mar- ,
shall found nearly a million of dollars for
the State when he had failed to findeven
his own fee, but ifhe i-sincere the Demo-
cratic party should object to his demand
thai i' go in opposite directions at the same
time.

ant and Iving newspapers, the Examiner in
the lead, have misrepresented them, accord-
ingto 'Mr.1Delmas we should turn them
out ofoffice und give a deceived people a
chance at them.

We know the -ize of Mr. Delmas 1 fail-
ure as an attorney for the people in the
Courts. It was as great as bis opportunity,
and that was the greatest ever ollered to a
private practitioner in lalifornia. His fail-
ure as a political leader promises; however,
to eclipse ii and leave in him the same re-
gretful memory that quavers inMr.Hearst's
infirm declamation : "We can't forget
what happened at San Jose."
