Resolved, That the salaries of teachers in the
High School be fixed at the following rates:
Salary of Principal, for school year, $200 per
month ; salary of Vice-Prinecipal, $150; salary of
assistant teacher, $100. And that the same take
effect on and after the beginning of th¢ new
school year.

Resolved, That the course of study for the High
School be changed as follows:

Junior class, first term—Algebra, higher arith-
meti¢, practical geometry, general history,
German. Second term—Algebra (continued),
geometry (plain), natural philosophy (com-
menced), civil government, German.

Middle year, first term—Algebra (completed),
geometry (solid and spherical), natural philos-
ophy (completed), ecivil government, Latin,
German. Second term — Chemistry (com-
menced), American literature, Latin, German.

Senior year, first term—Rhetorie, English liter-
ature, chemistry (completed), Latin, German.
Second term—Moral philosophy, botany,
zoology, review of the English course, Latin,
German.

Composition and declamation shall be taught
throughout the entire course.

We believe that the adoption of the above
substitute will meet all the requirements of the
original resolution, will save extra expense, and
will simplify and make more praetical our
High School course of study.
