There are those who believe that divine

One
author, Rev. John Ilrown, declares that
there is another world for animals. There-
isnodonbtbut that many animals recog-
nize in their declining powers the appro*
ofdeath. The dop retires to a quiet, se-
questered spot, the most bidden thicket,
where, unnoticed andalone, they can quiet-
lyliedown to eternal sleep. Shrimp and
prawns withdraw under stones to die. thus
showing a wonderful premonition ot death
among even the lower orders.

The llamas ofSouth America have regu-
lar oemcteries in which they retire to die,
and the bones are found bleaching ingreat
numbers.

Animals recognize approaching dissolu-
tion in other animals without question.
The dying whale is at once set upon by the
shark tribe. The aged buffalo oftlie plains,
.sick or starving, cannot deceive the coyote
or prairie wolf, which watch him. hound
his footsteps, and even hamstring him, so
that they may devour his carcass. The
vultures of the Himalaya- gather to the
number oftwenty or thirty about the dy-
ing calf, and composedly await his disso-
lution that they may fatten on his carrion!

Animals sometimes show .1 care for their
dead. The duk monkey carries off the
dead and wounded. Some animals bury
their dead with funeral ceremonies. C:\yi-

sell says that gorillas cover their dead. Cer-
tain birds, such as the wren, twitter re-
quiems over tht 11 . and this fact i- so well
attested that the "wren requiem" is well
known as a mournful twitter, quite differ-
ent from their usual chirpy, lively notes.

Dogs abandoned and kicked out by their
masters have bet a often known to kill
themselves. Stags or deer, when seized by
the glutton, butt thi heads against trees.
Tbe scorpion is a well known instance.
The rattlesnake', close pursued, willsting
himself rather than be captured, and the
Indians so well know this that, though
they rat them as food, they reject them
when .death come, in this form. These
illustrations and anecdotes show that ani-
mals possess- reasoning powers to a certain
extent, and why not a soul?

deaths from cancer, or 2.0. per cent, of all
deaths in the city ; inthis latter year can-
cer actually roused more deaths tlian scar-
let fever, tillsbeing a very lightyear, with
618 deal from this latter disease. In
1882 the mortality tables showed 70l
deaths from cancer La this city, or more
than two daily.
