Oakland. May 23d.—Hours before the

time set forthe hanging ' Lloyd !.. Majors
naople gathered on the streets. surrounding

thciail Many climbed trees irij order to

overlook the high fence built around tthe
iail-vard and completely hiding the scaffold
fromoutsiders. Those inside the jailryard
numbered about 400. At 10 minutes past
1J the condemned man and an escort of

Sheriffs anil the executioner eraergfed from
the re-ir 'ail door ;m<l [descended the steps
leading to the jail-yard/: Majors crossed
the ground between the ja,land the scatlold
with drooping head. W hen he reached tlic

scaffold he continued in this downcast,

mood untilplaced on the trap when, alter

what appeared to be considerable ellort, he
raised his head un<t looked at the people
gathered in front of him at the foot Oi the
scaffold. This he was evidently unable to

withstand for long, and soon raised Ins
?yes -so as to overlook the spectators and
gaze into space. . On the trap there was a
slight swaying ofhis body before he suc-
ceeded ingaining perfect eqtrilibrum. Be-
fore lie left his cell his anus were fastened
to his side. He was accompanied to the
scaffold by. his spiritual advisers. There
was no attempt to ma an address from
his last standing place on earth, and little
time was consumed in strapping Ins legs
together, adjusting the rope around his
neck and springing the trap. The tune

that elapsed between the ascension to

the fatal spot and the signal for cutting

the string that sprung the strap was hardly

of a minute's duration. Me placed his

foot on the steps leading to the scaffold at

eleven minutes past 11, and at twelve min-
utes past 11 he wfls swung off. Deputy
Sheriff Lewis, of Alameda county, acted as

executioner. From the moment when the
people from the neighboring housetops and
trees caught sight of tin victim on the
scaffold, there was continuous jeering and
shouting untilhe passed from sight below
the level of the .scaffold flooring. A- the
body came to a sudden stop on reaching
the end of the fall, the nether limbs bent
at the knees slightly and were somewhat
drawn toward the upper portion of the
body. Ineight minutes after the drop, life
was pronounced extinct and in sixteen
minutes he was cut down and placed inone
ofthe rooms of the County Jail building.
There were no leave-takings of any kind,
as Majors' wife was too 11 near San Jose
to visit him in his last moments, and he
had no others interested in him. The
body was coffined and removed from the
jail to an undertaking > establishment on
Washington and Eighth streets, from
whence it was taken to Mountain View
Cemetery, Vhere the R( v Dr. Akerly said
a burial Kfrice.

There v;ere but two executions in this
county previous to this one. Amden and
Baiiney, vho were hanged at .San Leandro,
and this was the first legal execution in
Oakland.
