The Nation Honors its Dead—Decorating
Soldiers’ Graves—Literary Exercises—
¥ufl Report of Orations—Ete.

Yesterday the people of our nation, both
North and South, devoted themselves to
recalling to their minds the glorious deeds
of daring, heroic acts and sacrifice of our
soldier heroes, and to decorating with floral
tributes the graves of those who have passed
into eternity. The citizens of this city
showed that, although many years have
passed since these brave mien offered up
their lives on their country's dltar, they
had not forgotten their services, and that
their memories were as green as ever in the
minds of our people. Under the auspices
of Summner and Warren Posts, G. A. R,
Decoration Day was appropriately u.v.w'l“-'x't_l
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in the face of foreign foe—went down in sorrow
and shame before the gathering coborts of re-
Uion. .

Our standing army, scattered and emasculated
by treasonable councils at Washington, looked
hopelessly and helplessly on. -One after another
walked forth defiantly from the halls of Con-
gress men who had been intrusted with the
guardianship of our country’s safety and our
country’s honor, and trampling upon theiroaths
to su )]30!'( the Constitution and the Union, has-
tonms to place themselves at the head of rebel
hosts, and soon the heavens were lurid with the
camp fires of treason. S5 =
The people of the North sprang indignantly to
arms, and civil war, with all its untold horrors
and sufferings, began its dutnluh.m. :
All the proud memories of the past, the glories
and triumphs of the Revolution—our common
heritage—were for the time obliterated: the im-
mortal Declaration of Independence was silent;
the Constitution under which we existed lost its
cohesive foree; the proud names of the past no
longer possessed their charm; our nation
trembled and tottered under the awful strain of
internecine strife.

The graves of more than half a million loyval
souls who fell in defense of the nation's integ-
ritv and the nation’s life during the succeeding
four years of carnage are scattered all over this
fair land—a mighty holocaust of freedom !

Here, two thousand miles from the more stir-
ring scenes of that great struggle, here on the
Western borders of that country whose preserva-
tion was more precious to them than life itself,
some of the survivors of that war came to die
and be buried : here, where the sun is last to
set and where perpetual verdure decks their
graves, some of that noble army have sepulture;
and here, to-day, still fresh and warm with the
glow of patriotic fervor, are found loving hands
and loyal hearts to lay our floral wealth at the
last earthly resting-place of those noble martyrs,
fit emblem of the sweet remembrance in which
they are held.

And why sbould we not do this? In all ages,
in all countries, in all civilizations the memory
of those who fell in defense of country has been
the sacred trust of the living.

Monuments, pyramids, mausoleums rear their
lofty heads all over the face of Europe, connect-
ing the dim and obscure historic past with the
active, living present, in one harmonioustribute
to the valor and heroism of the world’s soldiery.
Wherever the footprints of man are to be found,
even in the wilds of barbarous tribes, there may
be seen perpetual fires burning fragrant incense
to the memory of battle-scarred and battle-worn
warriors,

Who among mankind better deserve such dis-
tinetion? Isit the author, the statesman, the
hropist, the artist, the messenger of
Christ?  All these and their proud achievements
and noble work would perish, the very possi-
bility of their existence to enrich the world by
their labors would disappear, and all organized
society and government would cease but for the
protecting arm of the nation’s defenders in
times of war.

The millenniuwm is far,very far off, and until it
comes Governments and peoples can only be
maintained by armed forces; and, as life is the
dearest thing to man, so always will the mem-
ory of those who freely give it up to save their

Those who would
have us do so fail tocomprehend the significance
of our ceremonial and would see in it only a
tribute to valor, but wholly disconnected from
the cause in which that valor was displaved.
Do we want the assistance of those \\'hn-ti»nght
iinst us to help to build up the waste places
the war? Yes: in God’s name, y But we
irchildren and theirehildren's children
rehend the true meaning of the great

we want them to feel that they cannot rebel
against the eonstituted authorities and make

bloody war for years to overthrow all govern-
and whea subdued receive the same
wnd the same glory that await the loyal
we want them to feel that the Govern-
men v wonld destroy cannot more afford to
pension their survivors, build for them homes
and asylums, seek out the last resting places of
their dead and erect monuments over them,
than can we afford to honor their memories and
eulogize the eause {for which they fought.
It is impossible to dissociate the lessons and
purposes of the war of rebellion from the memo-
ries of those who took part in it. It is impossible
for one who truly loves his country and his
country’s honor to have that same patriotic re-
regard for the memory of so great a soldier and
s0 good a man as General Lee as he has for the
memory of his loyal counterpart, Gen. Thomas,
I confess to you that in my belief the greatest
danger to the Union which could happen, or is
likely to happen, will begin on that day when
we shall have so far forgotten the true meaning
of the war as to abolish all distinction between
the Union and the rebel soldier.
This country is large enough for many mil-
lions of loyal people, but it is not and no ccun-
try is large enough for a people half loyal and
half distoyal. This country is strong enough to
apotheosize loyalty, but it is not strong cnough
to forget, though it may forgive, rebellion !
If the Grand Army of the Republic had no

other object and could point to no other work
accomplished by it since its organization, this
alone of keeping fresh the memories of our
+allen comrades would entitle it to the gratitude
o every good citizen. ; X
But it has many objects of whicH I might
speak, only one of which, however, I am dis-
posed particularly to notice; that object is, to
‘“maintain true allegiance to the United States
of America, based upon a paramount respect
for the National Constitution and laws.”

This sentiment may be summed up in the
single word, “ loyalty,” and no party and no so-
ciety should fear to adopt it as a part of its
creed. If I were preparing a ritual for the
united churches of this country, I would insist
that it find place next to a declaration of para-
mount love of the Savior of mankind !

Political parties may safely differ upon ques
tions of national and State policy; they may.
safely divide upon forms of government, upon
the tariff, upon the numerous propositions of in-
ternal coneern, so long as they agree upon the
sentiment of ‘ paramount respect for and
fidelity to the national Constitution and laws:”
but the moment any party hesitates to declare
its unswerving belief in thissentiment, that mo-
ment it becomes a declared enemy of our com-
mon country, and should be treated accord-
ingly. -

tral Railroad—a line projected from San
Blas via Tepic and Guadalajara, to the
main line, which is mow in operation
from EIl Paso to the City of Mexico.

country for enginecering work, Mr. Yorl
was engaged until six months ago, when
the general depression in Mexican railroad
matters led to his resignation. Returning
to California he again found duty with the
State Engineer's department, and in this
service came to his death. Think, that a
man passing as he has through the wildest
scenes of mountain and desert life—at
times living amongst banditti to escape
from political persecutors; again and
braving the torrents and the precipices of
trackless wilderness, extensively traveled
by sea ag well as land; shipwrecked and
reduced to want on a desert island ; several
times a sojourner in plague spots of fever
during death's wildest.forays; think, hay-
ing passed through all this, and much
more, for space will not permit of all being
told, that now, having & much loved and
loving wife, a prospect of peace and happi-
ness for his prime and later years, he
should, in the midst of civilization, in the
very garden spot of our State, be drowned
in a little river, the like of which he had
often braved unfearingly.
