THE FOURTH OF JULY CELEBRATION.

Ifany thing is to be done in this city in
the way of a celebration of the Nation's
birthday, it is time to be up and moving.
There is an impression gaining ground
that this year Sacramento can do her-
self honor and add novelty to the occasion
by a night parade with torches and colored
lights, and a general illumination of tin-
jits. It is by no means a "wild"idea,
hut a very good one. No one of the time-
honored features of a Fourth of July cele-
bration should i:- this,or any other year,
he omitted. We should have the usual
oration, the assembling of the people
at tin Pavilion to hear patriotic read-
ings and addresses, martial music, and
the national songs. There should be float-
ingof flags, ami the welcoming of the day
with salutes and ringing of bells, and all
that. But we can do more, and at no
greater expense thai heretofore. We can
have our literary exercises at nominal cost
by day, and our parade at night. Civic
and military organizations never look bet-
ter than under -He glare of torches, or in
the blaze of pyrotechnic illuminations.
"We can have a halfdozen streets brilliantly
illuminated, and probably, half a thousand
householders would vie with each other in
making residences and business fronts a

hla:'.e oflight, or more than attractive by
illuminated devices. The money usually
expended for fire-works will more than
equip those inprocession with torches and
colored lights, and, besides, willfit up two
or more illuminated specialties such as
arches or pillars. Our climate especially
favors this style of celebration, ai;d we be-
lieve that itwould attract to the city a far
greater concourse of people than the usual
<?ay proceeding and the meager fire-works
exhibit on Capitol Park. Certainly "the
idea," which has la en more or less'talked
about for some years, is worthyofconsider-
ation now. Itis believed such a cele-
bration will cost the people considerably
less than the usual form, since decoration
and regalia will be less elaborate, am! it
certainly willengage the people in the de-
tails to a far greater extent.

NOT THE NATIONAL POLICY.

Both the New York Times and Herald
display asuspicious industry in maligning
Mi Blame.

The truth is, that this appeal to

the sentimentalist^ arc the people
of an extreme Eastern section, under lack
(7 information a? to the facts, at oae time
held that the limitation of Chinese immi-
gration was opposed to the dictates of

good policy. Itis not one of the fuuda-

mental principles of the republic that this
country has doors so widely opened that

they cannot be dosed. This certainly is j
an asylum for the oppressed, but it is not j
a cesspool for the reception of the slums

of the world. We have no country, in-
deed, if a solitary alien has a right to

conic among as. We accord to foreigners

the privilege of immigration to these

.shores, and there is no privilege that may
not be modified, limited or withdrawn.

But if,for the sake of the argument, it be

admitted that it has been the policy ofthe

country and of the Republican party to

admit of the unrestricted influx of foreign
elements, it is not true that it is the policy
of to-day. The people have awakened to

the great truth that, to preserve the integ-

rity of the nation, they must exercise a

stricter judgment than ever in determin-
ing who may come into and become mem-
bers of our soda] and political body. And
this by no means applies to Chinese immi-
gration alone.

JUDGE SULLIVAN'S DUTY.

It' Judge Sullivan would do the country

a service ;ui<l atone in part for the errors
of liispast acts, he will,on the reassem-
blingof his Court in Jnly, close the doors
pending the .Sharon-Hill trial,and deny
the San PranciSCO papers access to the
Court-room through their reporters. Noth-
ing viler,more demoralizing or filthy, has
been sent to print than the reports of that

case as published by most of the San Fran-

cisco papers. Journalism has been prosti-
tuted by them inresponse to the dirty de-
mands of vulgar taste and lewd desire, and
the publishers owe it to a stilllingering
sense of decency to shut up their smut
mills,and prohibit further exposure of the
vileness of a libertine and the lewdness of
his mistresses. A more shameless ami
wholly indefensible publication has not

been made in that city than the reported
proceedings of that infamous trial. The
San Francisco press has seized upon the
opportunity to pander to the worst tastes

of men, to corrupt the imagination of
youth, and defile the thoughts of children.
There is no possible defense to be made of
the act IIwas a deliberate attempt to be
nasty, lewd, vulgar and corrupting, under

the privilege allowed, by the law in pub-
lishing accounts of proceedings before
Courts. There is no self-respecting man
who is father to a pure girl just stepping
upon the threshold of young womanhood,
or who respects the purity of his wife, sis-

ter or mother, or has regard for the mental
bias of his sons just turning into the path
of manhood, who does not know and feel

that the daily press of San Francisco for
three months past has done its best to de-
bauch the tastes, ofiend the modesty and
corrupt the minds of his family. It is time

the Court put a stop to an outrage .that
should have had no beginning.

THE SAN FRANCISCO CRUSADE.

The war against obscenity in San Fran-
cisco, just vigorously inaugurated, appears
to be directed solely against obscene photo-
graphs. That is well enough, but falls
short of the real purpose that should ani-
mate the crusaders. The pestiferous litera-
ture and lewd illustrations of the flash
papers to be (bund on ' very news stand and
tacked to the bulletin boards, are far more
damaging, and by very much the more of-
fensive to decent tastes. The obscene
photographs appear to the eye only

—
the

flash sheets fortify their filthyillustrations
by licentious text matter, that once lodged
in the youthful mind by reading, will
breed evils which will wreck approaching
manhood, and defile the thoughts of the
purest of maidens. In the name of com-
mon decency, gentlemen, do not make dis-
tinctions, but group pestiferous obscenity
of allkinds for a common assault.

THE COMING COUNCIL.

The consultation of Supervisors, to be
held in this city the current week, will be
of the highest importance. Wisdom
should control the counsels of the officials,
and in the anxiety to bring the hydraulic
mining question to a close, they should
not be led into extravagance of expendi-
ture. The legal questions involved are now
so wellsettled that then- is ho need for
exceeding great outlay for attorneys' ser-
vice*, The valley'must be defended from
the flow .-,{ mining debris, and the naviga-
bilityof the river must be restored and
preserved. To these two consummations
every energy should be bent. On these
two projicsitions the counsels of the Su-
pervisors willbe based and the result of

their deliberations willhe looked for with

Iprofound interest.

Chicago, June Ist.

—
To-day was not pro-

lific of great results in the preliminary
work for the coming National Republican
Convention. Those gathered here, dele-
gates and on-lookers, seemed divided be-
tween a desire to talk politics and give due
observance to Sunday. There was noopen
caucusing of delegates, though individual
missionary work was not wanting. Groups
and single individuals also were constantly
coming and going at the various headquar-
ters, acquaintances renewed and friendships
reviewed, whilethe main corridors of the
leading hotels were constantly filled with a
changing, chatting throng, whose color
ranked from a pronounced blonde to a coal
black, and whose wide variety of dress and
manner of speech testified to its broadly
national character. Friends of allcandi-
dates are claiming increased strength and
the discovery of Weak spots in their op-
ponents' armor. The Blame men made
more demonstrations than the others, pay-
ing visits in entire delegations, and moving
their headquarters from the two small
rooms heretofore occupied to the large
ladies' ordinary at the Grand Pacific Hotel.

Colorado's lull delegation arrived ina
body this afternoon, openly declaring for
Blame. They boreal their bead, as they
moved from the depot, a live eagle, which
was conveyed and deposited in the Blame
headquarters at the Grand Pacific Hotel.

Maine's quota came in during the early
hours, and were met at the depot by the
Californians and escorted to their quarters.
The Pacific coast people refrained from
taking aband of music withthem, owing
tothe character of the day. but they carried
each on their march a banner presented
them by the people of Marshalltown, la.,
bearing the motto

From California to Maine,
Through lowa, for Blame.

The remaining noteworthy contingent
in the interest of the Maine statesman

which arrived during the day was that
from Kansas. The entire delegation from
thai State came in during the afternoon;
They were permitted to arrive without any
unusual demonstration in their behalf.
The delegates declare that the State will
vole as a unit for Blame.

Allbut two of the Minnesota people re-
ported at their headquarters, which are
decorated with pictures of Blame, Arthur
and Edmunds, accompanied by the senti-
ment,

Minnesota solid for the nominee,

but divided in her affections." The state-
ment was made that the Edmunds men in
her ranks had been won to the side of one
of the other candidates, but they attested
their fealty by visiting the Vermont head-
quarters and openly declaring their inten-
tion to vote for the Vermont Senator.

The large headquarters thrown open by
the Blame adherents are handsomely deco-
rated. The side walls are studded with
pictures. Stephen Klkins acted as master
ofceremonies during the day to the dele-
gates which thronged the rooms.

The remainder of the Ohio delegates are
now here.and an organization will be per-
fected to-morrow.

"Keep your eye on Wisconsin, Indiana
and Michigan," remarked a member of the

There ,
has been just as much hard work,
perhaps more caucusing, and certainly
not less scheming and - maneuvering,
than four years ago ; but it has been done
quietly and in order, instead of the wild
shouts of politicians on the street corners,
cheering for the candidates, th hoarse ar-
guments of partisans and the braying of
brass bands, the workers are laboring in
secret.
