The West Side Bunk in New York has
resumed.

The Now York banks' statement shows
the banks are $1,977,625 below the legal re-
quirements.

An attempt was made Friday night at
Columbus, Ga.. to assassinate Governor
James N. Smith.

AtBatesville, Miss., H.W. Thater, editor
of the Blade, killed Julius Porter, a law-
yer, inself-defense.

The Kinney County, (Tex.) jail was
burned Saturday night, and a prisoner per-
ished in the flames.

The failures reported for the past seven
days in the United States and Canada were
177, adecrease of55.

Slosson defeated Seliaefi'er in a match
game of billiardsat Chicago Saturday night;
$500 a side, 800 points.

Eleven cowboys were drowned and a cat-

tle camp was destroyed by a cloud burst
near the Nebraska and Colorado line.

President Riddle and Cashier Reiber of
the suspended Pennsylvania Bank at Pitts-
burg, have been arrested on charges of con-
spiracy to defraud the bank.

Members of the Siamese Embassy, after
viewing the parade in New York Friday,
started at 6 r.
