Destructive Fire in Nevada City.

NEVADA,June sth.
—

The greatest and most
destructive fire that has happened here for four
years occurred this afternoon, breaking out in
Blausauf &Richards' brewery on Spring street.
For a while the safety of the entire town was
threatened, but through the heroic exertions of
the liredepartment the flames were confined to
the block in which tin- fire started. It is sup-
posed that the tire was caused by the malt kiln
at the brewery becoming overheated. Blan-
sauf &Richards' brewery, Drey fuss' brewery,
three dwellings owned by L.W. Drey fuss, a
dwellingand lodging-house owned by_F. L.
Harrvhousen, besides several outbuildings,
were destroyed. The Baptist Church was on
fire several" times, but the flames were ex-
tinguished The roof of the Odd Fellows build-
ingalso took fire, and also the roofs of Rosen-
berg Bros.' store and Z. P. Davis' residence.
These tin's were quickly extinguished. The
total loss willbe about 130,000, with insurance
to the amount probably of811,500.

To so into the streets to buy goods is
considered in the East a derogatory and
servile proceeding. it is the duty of menials
i.imake purchases of the things exhibited
in the bazaars, whileas for the liner fabrics,
of clothing,1jewelry, arid such "articles de
luxe" in Oriental use,' the merchant takes
what is ordered to -the house of the cus-
tomer. Km- inn- thins. Eastern women of
respectability are always, in the phrase 'of
the East,

"
behind the curtain." They must

not In- seen abroad at all. In the next
place, the exercise necessary to visit the
shop is distasteful to them, for even though
carried, as they would be, in covered litters
from place to place, the constant getting
out and into their conveyance, with the
consequent disarrangement of all the"

comforts" with which an Oriental lady-
moves about

—
her spice-boxes and per-

fumes, sherbet tray, etc.— and the disturb-
ance of her cushions and curtains, would be
more than an Asiatic woman wouldcon-
sider tolerable, or even compatible withher
dignity. The result is that she does allher
shopping at home. Having intrusted to a
confidential servant a general idea as to the
nature of the things she wished for. the
merchant in due time makes his appear-
ance, and, having been smuggled with
much ceremony into the house, as if he
were thereon some nefarious errand, lias
to display his wares upon the ground,
while his fair customers examine them
from behind the latticed work of the "pur-
dah." Those which are approved of are
handed behind the partition by servants to
the invisible purchasers, who criticise them
at their leisure, keeping them or not, as
they see fit, and then when they are suited
the'merchant is dismissed, a servant of the
establishment callingat his shop the next
.lav and concluding the purchase with as
much haggling as possible. In the better
houses, and inall places, are special cov-
ered ways or cloisters by which the vendors
of goods pass to the lames' suites of apart-
ments, and half the romances of the East
have their scenes laid in these corridors,
when- adventurous heroes disguised as mer-
chants obtain aire— to the lovely objects of
their adoration. Owing to this mode of
shopping, the tradesmen make no effort to
display their wares.— [London New-.

Tin-: Terriers imp the Snake.— The
marvel of most Anglo-Indians after leav-
ing the country ishow they have weathered
mi many hair-breath escape* and are still
extant to tellthe tale, especially so when
they recall the very familiar remembrance
of the numbers of their darker brethren
who succumbed all around them to snake-
bite.

Fearing their
wrath might get tin- better of their dis-
cretion, 1 leaped hastily up anil dis-
patched the reptile with a stick, when the
dogs; no longer' dreading their enemy,
vcitlcd their rage on his inanimate body.
1 remembered that during the day 1 hail
been surprised while taking my bath at
the dog* silently and persistently snuffing
around an old trunk in tin- bath-room,
and that not in their usual way when a rat
or mouse was in the question, but took
littlenotice of it at the time, though ii wa-
in front of this trunk that the snake was
reared,' and Ihave no doubt it was him
tin-, scented. I had to thank them, in
this instance at least, forthe timely warn-
ing. Dogs, however, will never attack a
cobra at l»ay. Their instinct seems to aj>-
prise them' of tin- risk.—[All tin- Year
Round.
